Capitol Happenings

Isthere to be no end to the partisan bickering in our state
house. Democrat White lost by a narrow margin in her
bid for aHouse seat and asked for arecount. She lost the
recount and accepted the loss. Republican Heflin lost his
bid for reelection, called for arecount and lost that also.
Now three Republicans, Heflin, Stick and Opeilaare
asking the House to overturn the election results and
give them those House seats they lost. Chairman
Craddick has said he will appoint one House member to
be judge and appoint a committee to hear testimony
when the session starts in January. Let®hope this will be
an open hearing and we can see how politics work in
Texas.

The capitol isin mass confusion as incumbents moveto
more prestigious offices based on seniority and
Freshmen get the leavings. The Speaker has already
given away Chairman Heflin®office and his seat as
Chair of Appropriations. Rep. Jim Pitts has been named
to that position. The four day orientation for the new
House members has started. The first two days are



closed to the public so freshmen won®be embarrassed
by asking dumb questions. During the first day the
Speaker addressed the group. Next up it wasthe Lt.
Governor®turn to give his version of what to expect
during their tenure as legidators. Then, can you believe
this, Michael Dell was allowed to address the group to
tout what he and his company, Dell Computers, has done
for education in Texas. Does it smell like Dell
Computers will be getting a sizeable government
contract in the very near future?

We have turned our Failure To Yield Bill over to
Representative Hunter from Abilene. His district has
been hard hit by Failure To yield fatalities and injuriesto
motorcyclists. He will make the requested changesin the
Bill and fileit for us. You Abilene Riders let him know
how much you appreciate his help with thisissue and
work with him to get it passed.

We had planned to ask Rep. Pittsto Author our helmet
Bill. He was there from the start and we hoped to have
the pleasure of working with him during an all or
nothing battle. His promotion to Appropriation Chair
tosses out any chance of that as his authorship would
guarantee passage in both Houses. We have some staff
members working on a draft to give us a clean Bill like
the House gave usto start with. It will be worded in such
away that if we lose the battle it would automatically
reinstate the adult helmet law.

Haven®managed to nail down Chairman Smithee on our
insurance Bill yet. Spoke with the Legislative Aide of
Warrior, Rep. Pat Rose today concerning that issue. We
asked that she pull up a copy of our insurance Bill from
last session and the recently passed SB 423 for him to
read. We will get back with him next week and seeif he
would be interested in the Bill. Working with them we
will continue to try and draft a Bill that Rep. Smithee
will co-author or tell usit will get a hearing.

Lt. Gov. Dewhurst has gone us one better except.....

Lt. Gov. David Dewhurst stated at the capitol yesterday
he wanted to make government more open to the public
but not by constitutional anendments making it
mandatory. He said he wants the Senate to change it®
rules to require recorded votes in committees and on the
Floor. He aso said he would push to put hearings and
Floor proceedings on cable in Texas the way C-Span
does across the nation.

At least it appears he has gotten alittle more intelligent.
He can read the writing on the wall that the Joint
Resolution is going to pass requiring the recorded votes
and he wants it to appear that he made it happen. Or is
he just getting more crafty and realizes Senate Rules can
be changed at will but the constitution requires citizen

approval. Unfortunately asin the case of our Right To
Carry, the congtitution gets changed by our silence also.

Federal Legidlation Impacting Motorcyclists

Jeff Hennie of the MRF led this seminar. Thiswasa
realy informative meeting about the issueswe all know
about, but haven®been given the inside information.
Transportation Reauthorization Bill (HR 3550 & S
1072).

Although realistically these bills are probably dead this
session, MRF will still go in and try to get Congressto
pass them this session. However up to this point
Congress can®seem to get this one done and will
probably just vote yet another extension of thisbill. This
is the highway funds bill that comes up every session to
get re-"authorized. It gets modified and more funds are
usually put into each state®transportation funds.

Our interest in this bill has to do with encouraging states
to support state motorcycle rider education funds.
Something all states should support.

Even though this bill will not pass this session, we still
need to get as many members of Congressto co-sign on
this bill. With alot of co-signatures on ahill, it has more
of a chance to be passed in the next session when the hill
comes back up.

Health Insurance Loophole (HR 1749 & S 423)

Of course thisit the insurance loophole left from 97.
Basically no insurance company can turn you down for
medical insurance because you ride a bike. However
insurance companies don®have to pay out anything if
you get injured on amotorcycle. These billsareto
rectify the problem. The chances of getting these bills
passed are dim, however if they can get passed in one
side of the legidature, then it maybe possibleto get it
passed even quicker in the next session. (Note as of this
time S 423 has passed the senate and is now in the
house). Itsimportant that even if we don®win this
session, that we have ground work already laid out for
the next session and possible get things actually passed.
EPA emissions regulation of highway motorcycles
Asyou may have heard the regulations that take effect in
2006 will be quite limiting in your ability to make
changes on your bike. Basically you get a one time
lifetime exception to building a custom motorcycle. You
would be allowed to buy a custom motorcycle, but it
would be limited as to what events you could travel to.
Basically only allowing you to travel to competein a
bike show / contest.

MRF has been working with the EPA on these
regulations. Some concessions have been under
consideration by the EPA. However the requirements for
manufacturing will probably remain. Some of the items
under consideration are the one lifetime exception and
the limits on where you could ride a custom motorcycle.
It is expected that arewrite or clarification will be done
in 2005. MRF will be there to work with the EPA on the
best results for the riding community. Some interesting

points during the meetings were that the large outcry of
how small custom shops would be destroyed under these
regulations. The comment from the EPA was that
although they heard from individuals, they never heard
anything from any small business. Y ou would think that
something like this would get a response from people if
they were going to lose their jobs. The EPA thought they
were doing us afavor for allowing even onelifetime
exception or allowing custom motorcycles to be made.
So much for small favors.

It®a good thing that the MRF is there to help them
understand what the biker community really needs. After
getting done with that meeting | decided to renew my
membership, hope you do too.

We need to stockpile these
reports to show proof of the problems of the current
helmet law with its amendment attached. Please get this
information to TMRA 2 State Office.

-We need and are looking for someone to be our MRF
volunteer representative.

-Tailpipe testing/emissions control is coming to
motorcycles, not just cars and trucks, so be prepared.
-We wanted Accountability/roll call vote and Lt.
Governor Dewhurst is claiming that he is pushing for it.
Thereisajoint resolution on this but we need to make
surethat it coversall votes, not just the ones they record
anyway.

-Noelle Davis was introduced and she is with the Texans
for Medicina Marijuana group. She thanked usfor all
our help in getting their resolution to the floor of the
Democratic Convention and supporting the floor vote on
it. She says she has learned alot from us and wants to
continue aworking relationship with the Rights
Association. She left brochures for further information.
-Batman addressed with several members some of our
issues such asinsurance reform and failure to yield.
-January 11th is Freshman Day for all the new
legidlators.

-We need to find another meeting place-keeping in mind
these issues: central location, space for people, food,
parking, and permission to smoke.

Ten Things All Drivers Should

Know Ahout Motorcycles

Ten Facts and Tips all Car and Truck Drivers should know about Motorcycles

There are a lot more cars and trucks than motor-
cycles on the road, and some drivers don't "recog-
nize" a matarcycle - they ignore it = usually
unintenticnally.

Look for motorcycles, especially when check-
ing traffic at intersections.

2 A motorcyde may look farther away than it is. [t
may also be difficult to judge a motorcycle’s speed.
When checking traffic to turn at an intersec-
tion or into or out of a driveway, realize that
a motorcycle is closer than it looks,

3 A motorcycle can be easily hidden in a car's blind
spots or masked by objects or backgrounds outside
a car such as bushes, fences and bridges.

Take an extra moment to thoroughly check

traffic, whether you're changing lanes or
turning at intersections.

4 A motorcycde may seem to be moving faster than it
really is.

Don't assume all motorcyclists are speed
demons.

5 Motorcydists often slow by downshifting or merely
rolling off the throttle, thus not activating the brake
light. '
Allow more following distance. At intersec-
tions, expect that a motorcyclist may slow
down without visual warning.

Turn signals on a motorcyde usually are not self-
canceling, thus some riders — especially beginners —
sometimes forget to turn them off after a turn or
lane change.

Watch for other signs that the motorcyclist is
making a turn.

Maotorcyclists often adjust position within a lane to
be seen more easily and to minimize the effects of
road debyris, passing vehicles and wind.

Understand that motorcyclists adjust lane
position for a purpose, not to allow you to
share the lane with them or to be reckless or

show off,

Maneuverability is ane of a motorcycle’s better
characteristics, especially at slower speeds and with
good road conditions.

But, don't expect a motorcyclist to always be
able to dodge out of the way.

Stopping distance for motorcycles is nearly the
same as for cars, but slippery pavernent makes
stopping quickly difficult.

Allow more following distance behind a
motorcycle because it can‘t always stop “on
a dime.”

Motorcydists are more vulnerable to injury in traffic
collisions than other roadway users since they don't
have the advantage of being surrounded by 3,000
pounds of steel.

When a motorcycle is in motion, think of it as
a person.
