Committee with no hearing scheduled as yet.

Pending legidation modifying the Concealed Handgun
Law (CHL).

HB225 - CHL term increased from four (4) to five (5)
years.

HB322 - Veterans eligible to obtain CHL at age 18 with
a50% price reduction for all veterans.

HB896 - Employers can not prohibit CHL holders from
having weaponsin their vehiclesin parking areas.

HB1308 — Seniors 60+ can renew CHL for $35.

These bills are also assigned to the Law Enforcement
Committee with hearings scheduled on Monday,
February 21, 2005.

There are 260,000+ CHL licenses and 1,400+ instructors
in Texas, with NO legidative lobbying they have already
obtained hearings on their bills.

and Senfronia Thompson. Representatives Hupp and
Veasey are on the 7 member committee. Realizing there
will be many more before you read this | ask that you
call your state Rep and ask if they have agreed to
support HB 264. If they say they have then thank them if
not, ask them to please do so Your cal could well be the
difference in winning or losing.

Our Insurance Bill does not yet have a sponsor but we
have worked it out with Chairman Smithee that he will
put our Bill in committee when we do get a sponsor and
aBill number. That will happen very soon. We have
passed out information packets to al members of the
Insurance Committee and will be checking with them
next week for a Sponsor.

HB 514 the Failure to Yield Bill by Rep. Hunter has
been assigned to Transportation Committee.

Virginialost their Helmet Bill by avery slim margin.46-51.
Just three more votes would have turned the tide. Don't let
that happen to us. Maryland still has their Helmet Bill alive
with 60 sponsors signed on so far. Their Bill comesto avote
next Tuesday and we wish them good luck in their endeavors.

Mothers Against Drunk Drivers were down at the capitol
Lobbying for passage of HB 50, the Road Block Bill. These
people have totally lost sight of their original mission and are
being driven by the desire for money and power. ThisBill is
an attack on our Constitution and Bill of Rights. If passed it
would alow Road Blocks to be set up for four hours at atime
to supposedly check for drunk drivers. More importantly
according to the Supreme Court, it would give the officers the
right to search those stopped at the Road Block and even to
bring in drug sniffing dogs for the stops. We can not alow
this Bill to pass.

Hemet Facts and Fictions

A survey recently asked some major helmet
manufacturers this question::

Which of your helmets will give me the most safety and
impact protection at highway speeds? Do you have alist
or chart, by impact rating, so | can buy the safest one?

Here are some responses ::

"A helmet that can take one of our headforms through
these two impacts unscathed could probably handle an
single impact somewhat greater than 17.3 MPH, but
certainly no more than 23 MPH." - SNELL -

"The speed of impact with a heavy helmet, when you
don®hit something with your head isimportant, asthe
heavier helmet stretches your neck more, with more risk
of neck injuries.

- Racer®Market -

"The laws of physics leads one to assume that thereisa
point after which a helmet will not protect your head
frominjury, but | can®tell you what that point is." -
Laser Helmets -

"All of our helmets pass the DOT safety standards.”

- Bell Helmets - (See Snell answer)

"All of our helmets meet the requirements for DOT FMV SS-
218, the highest safety standard administered by the
department of transport.” - AFX Helmets -

(again see Snell answer)

TLC, The Learning Channel, featured a story from the EMT®
and Emergency Response Teams at High speed race tracks
(mostly Indianapolis Speedway) trying to determine why race
car drivers suffered brain damage during collisions. The
drivers wear expensive helmets and are encased in foam to
insure their head never hits anything. After placing cameras
and "Black Boxes' to record everything that takes place
inside the car. It was learned that when they hit the wall their
body rose dightly. This allowed their head to raise enough to
by pass the foam that was supposed to prevent head
movement and the brain damage was caused from their head
rotating back and fort, not from hitting anything. This
amounts to the Coup-contra-coup brain damage which we
introduced to you during our original testimony and you
chose to overlook it.

The Effect of Motorcycle Hemet Use on the Probability of
Fatality and the Severity of Head And Neck Injuries

Highlights of Helmet Effectiveness Study

This article evaluates the effectiveness of motorcycle helmets
in accident situations. A latent variable model is developed
and estimated. It is concluded that (1) motorcycle helmets
have no statigtically significant effect on the probability of
fatality; (2) helmets reduce the severity of head injuries; and
(3) past acritical impact speed [13 MPH], helmetsincrease
the severity of neck injuries. Further analysis establishes the
gualitative and quantitative nature of the head-neck injury
trade-off.

M ethodol ogy

1. This study employs standard statistical techniques
(regression analysis) to isolate the main determinants of death
and injury severity resulting from motorcycle accidents.

2. The dataanayzed in this study were provided by the
National Highway Traffic Safety Administration, U.S.
Department of Transportation and originally collected by
Hurt et a. (1981), contract No. DOT HS-5-01160. These data
are currently recognized as the most accurate and detailed
available on motorcycle accidents (See pp. 11-12).

3. The effectiveness of helmets and other determinants of
death and injury severity are estimated from a causal model.
Three variants of one causal model are used to isolate the
determinants of: (1) the probability of afatality; (2) the
severity of head injuries; and (3) the severity of neck injuries.



4. The use of acausal model distinguishes the research
methodology of this study from previous studies. The
advantage of this approach liesin the ability to estimate
the separate effects of several simultaneous and
interrelated causes of motorcycle fatalities and injury
severities (pp. 2-4). Previous studies simply divide
accident victims into a helmeted group and non-
helmeted group. As aresult all differencesin fatality
rates, injury rates and injury severities between groups
are erroneously attributed to helmet use. These
comparisons fail to consider other differences between
helmet users and non-users which influence the
probability of death and the severity of injuries. The
most plausible hypothesisis that helmeted riders are
more risk-averse and thus: (1) have lower pre-crash and
thus crash speeds; and (2) are less likely to combine
alcohol consumption and driving. Such behavior, rather
than helmet use per se, may dramatically reduce the
probability of fatality or the severity of aninjury. Only a
causal model that considers crash speed, helmet use,
alcohol use and other pertinent variables can isolate the
separate contribution of each determinant of the severity
of injury or probability of death.

Causal Model (pp. 4-8)

1. The causal model considers three broad categories of
the causes of death and injury severity. Theseinclude
factors governed by the laws of physics, physiological
factors. and human factors and operator characteristics.

2. The physical factors considered include: the kinetic
energy (potential for bodily damage) transferred to the
motorcycle operator by the impact, compressibility of
the impacted object, helmet use, and possible
engineering limitations of helmets (as affected by the
impact speed that the helmet is subjected to in the crash).

3. The physiological factors considered include:
operator®age, blood a cohal level, drug involvement,
and permanent physiological impairment.

4. The human factors and operator characteristics
considered include: rider on-road experience, whether
the operator had taken the correct evasive action for the
particular accident situation, driver training, and the
operator®past accident and violation histories.

5. Numerous other determinants were also considered.
Results (pp. 13-18)
1. Helmets are shown to have no statistically significant

effect on the probability of afatality given that a
motorcycle accident has occurred. This means that based

on standard statistical tests we cannot reject the claim that
helmets do not affect the probability that arider will survive a
motorcycle accident.

2. The mgjor determinants of fatality are the rider®crash
speed (kinetic energy) and blood alcohal level.

3. For the average rider involved in the average accident, it is
found that the probability of death increasesfrom 2.1% to
11.3% when the rider®blood a cohol level increases from 0.0
to 0.1 (from sober to legally intoxicated in most states).

4. In the same vein, an increase in the crash speed from 40 to
60 mph increases the probability of death from 7.1% to
36.3%

5. It isfound that helmets have a statistically significant effect
in reducing head injury severity. We can reject the hypothesis
that helmets have no effect on head injuriesin favor of the
claim that they reduce head injuries.

6. It is shown that past a critical impact velocity to the helmet
(approximately 13 mph), helmet use has a statistically
significant effect which increases the severity of neck
injuries. Thus we reject the claim that, helmets have no effect
on neck injuriesin favor of the claim that, past a critica
impact speed, they exacerbate neck injuries.

7. Asaresult of (5) and (6), we establish that a tradeoff
between head and neck injuries confronts a potential helmet
user. Past a critical impact speed to the helmet (13 mph),
whichislikely to occur inreal life accident situations helmet
use reduces the severity of head injuries at the expense of
increasing the severity of neck injuries.

8. Further statistical testsreveal the qualitative nature of this
tradeoff. It is shown that an individual who wears a helmet
and experiences an impact velocity to the head greater than
13 mph may avoid either severe or minor head injuries and
incur either severe or minor neck injuries; all permutations of
the tradeoff are equally likely to occur.

Policy Implications (pp. 18-20)

1. If amajor concern of policy makersisthe prevention of
fatalities, helmet legidation may not be effective in achieving
that objective.

2. If the overall cost to society of motorcycle accidentsisthe
issue, then cost-benefit analyses that adequately consider the
tradeoff between head and neck injuries must be conducted
before the cost effectiveness of helmets can be determined.

3. Until theinjury tradeoff issue is more carefully studied, it
cannot be concluded that mandatory helmet use laws are an



effective method to eradicate the daughter and maiming,
of individuasinvolved in motorcycle accidents.

4. A more effective policy approach would be two
pronged, including both policies to prevent accidents and
policies that effectively reduce the probability of death
and the severity of injuries.

5. Policiesto prevent accidentsinclude: (1) the
education of the general driving public; (2) the education
of ayounger and more inexperienced population of
motorcyclists on the issues of accident avoidance and the
proper use and control of high horsepower machines: (3)
stricter enforcement of drunk driving laws; and (4)
implementation of alcohol awareness programs.

6. Policiesto reduce death and injury severity include:
stricter enforcement of speed limits. the alcohol related
policies suggested in (5) and mandatory driver training
and education programs which emphasi ze the proper
execution of evasive action.

Writeto Ride

How towritealetter to Your Lawmaker

It takes only afew minutesto write aletter, but those few minutes can make a big difference. When members of
the House of Representatives or US Senate received enough letters on a particular issue, it does influence their
vote. Unless they hear from you, many legislators may not be aware of how strongly their constituents feel
about a particular issue. Y our words can sway them and help them to understand why an issue is important to
the folks back home. Here are some suggestions on what will give your letter the greatest impact:

User your own words and your own stationary:
A handwritten or neatly typed letter isbest, so long asit is legible. Form letters, photocopies, and preprinted
postcards are of very limited value.

Be concise:
A one-page letter ismore likely to be read than one that is longer.

Per sonalize your message:
People tend to remember a good story, and one told from the heart is better than shock effect. Let your
lawmaker know why the issue mattersin your life.

Mention your involvement in local organizations and groups:
If it’s pertinent. It is less important to mention affiliation with national conservation organizations like the
National Wildlife Federation.

I dentify your subject clearly:
If possible, refer to legidlation either by its bill number or by its popular name, such as the Clean Water Act.

Discussonly oneissuein your letter:
For example, avoid mentioning takings and superfund reauthorization in the same correspondence. This ensures
that your letter will be seen by the right staff member.

Ask the lawmaker to do something specific:
For example, ask him or her to vote for a particular amendment, request hearings or cosponsor abill.

Ask for areply to your requests and questions.
Besuretoincludeareturn addresson your letter.

If you have time, avoid sending your letter by fax or e-mail:
Most Congressional offices pay more attention to letters that arrive by mail.

The Federal govt. says group
medical policies must be available for riders but insurers need not pay benefits for injuries incurred while riding a
motorcycle. Therefore this state law mandates that riders purchase a product that does not meet the requirements of the
law.

During the 2001 Session Representative Chavez introduced and the House passed HB 2585 to rectify the existing
problem. Again the Senate changed the Bill to make it less explicit and the problem has continued to escalate. Officers
still do not know the law and continue to write illegal tickets. Stops for non-helmet usage turn into fishing expeditionsin
some cases resulting inillegal searches. Judges admit to not knowing the law. Riders are forced to ride hundreds of miles,
not once but twice, to plead their casein court. Though knowing the case will be won in court most just choose to simply
pay the fine rather than go through the motions of atrial. It isfar cheaper than losing two days work and spend those days
traveling and sitting in courtrooms.

Para 4. Reaffirm your commitment to thisissue.
I cannot emphasize to you the importance | put on your vote for H.B. 264. After 7 years, thislaw needs to be changed to
make it easy for everyone to understand it.

Para 5. Ask for aresponse.
I look forward to hearing your position on thisissue.

Tips on Phoning Y our Texas State Legidators

To find your state legislator’ s phone number, you can use the online state legislature directory at
http://www.capitol .state.tx.us/fyi/fyi.htm or call the state’ s switchboard at 512-463-4630 and ask for your
Senator and / or Representative's office.

Keep in mind that most state legislatures are only in session part-time, so to get the number for your legislator’s
district office.

Telephone calls are often taken by a staff member and not the actual |egidlative member. Ask to speak with the
aide who handles the issue to which you wish to comment. If they are not available, you may aso leave a
message. If you speak with someone other than your legislator, take down their name and title.

Upon reaching your state legislator on the phone, it’s easiest to follow the four basic steps:

IDENTIFY yourself by name and the organization (if any) that you represent or the town from which your are
calling.

EXPLAIN why you are calling: “I am calling to support / oppose HB / SB . Be polite and concise.
Creating 1 or 2 talking points will focus the content of your message. Too much information may confuse your
message. Ask your legislator his/ her position on thisissue. Don’t assume that your legislator has prior
knowledge of your issue. Be calm, respectful, and be prepared to educate, use local examples to accentuate your
point.

REQUEST awritten response to your phone cal if you did not speak to your legislative member. If the
legislator requires further information, provide it as soon as possible.

THANK the person who took the phone call for their time and consideration.

Know Ahout Motorcycles

Ten Facts and Tips all Car and Truck Drivers should know about Motorcycles

There are a lot more cars and trucks than motor-
cycles on the road, and some drivers don't "recog-
nize" a matarcycle - they ignore it = usually
unintenticnally.

Look for motorcycles, especially when check-
ing traffic at intersections.

2 A motorcyde may look farther away than it is. [t
may also be difficult to judge a motorcycle’s speed.
When checking traffic to turn at an intersec-
tion or into or out of a driveway, realize that
a motorcycle is closer than it looks,

3 A motorcycle can be easily hidden in a car's blind
spots or masked by objects or backgrounds outside
a car such as bushes, fences and bridges.

Take an extra moment to thoroughly check

traffic, whether you're changing lanes or
turning at intersections.

4 A motorcycde may seem to be moving faster than it
really is.

Don't assume all motorcyclists are speed
demons.

5 Motorcydists often slow by downshifting or merely
rolling off the throttle, thus not activating the brake
light. '
Allow more following distance. At intersec-
tions, expect that a motorcyclist may slow
down without visual warning.

Turn signals on a motorcyde usually are not self-
canceling, thus some riders — especially beginners —
sometimes forget to turn them off after a turn or
lane change.

Watch for other signs that the motorcyclist is
making a turn.

Maotorcyclists often adjust position within a lane to
be seen more easily and to minimize the effects of
road debyris, passing vehicles and wind.

Understand that motorcyclists adjust lane
position for a purpose, not to allow you to
share the lane with them or to be reckless or

show off,

Maneuverability is ane of a motorcycle’s better
characteristics, especially at slower speeds and with
good road conditions.

But, don't expect a motorcyclist to always be
able to dodge out of the way.

Stopping distance for motorcycles is nearly the
same as for cars, but slippery pavernent makes
stopping quickly difficult.

Allow more following distance behind a
motorcycle because it can‘t always stop “on
a dime.”

Motorcydists are more vulnerable to injury in traffic
collisions than other roadway users since they don't
have the advantage of being surrounded by 3,000
pounds of steel.

When a motorcycle is in motion, think of it as
a person.
