CHAIRMAN’S CORNER 
Sputnik 
 
So far, since Legislative Day, we have been slowly and 
quietly building support for HB 264. Every member of 
Law Enforcement has said they support us and the Chair 
said he would get it posted. Calendars is a pretty safe bet 
and Floor passage is imminent if we get it out of 
committee. Yesterday was the final day to post Bills for 
Monday©s hearing and there are seven Bills on the 
Agenda. Four are from the Chair, one from the Vice 
Chair and one from another committee members. Only 
one comes from outside the committee. All have 
numbers much higher than ours and Most have four 
digit numbers. 
 
LEADERSHIP  (The key to success) 
 
The measure of success for any organization is whether 
the organizations goals are achieved. The success of a 
good leader is measured by far stricter standards. For the 
past 13 years I have been the teacher and the front line 
spokes person for TMRA 2. We all know it is about time 
for younger members to step forward and either take the 
reins or at least increase their involvement in the actual 
running of the organization. 
 
For the past few weeks I have undertaken the task of 
putting together the most comprehensive Leadership 
Workshop ever undertaken by any SMRO. The 
workshop will set out very stringent guidelines for self 
evaluation of ones leadership qualities and help establish 
personal goals to meet those necessary demands. 
Hopefully this project will be completed shortly after the 
session and classes can begin this Fall. 
 
I have never considered myself to be the leader of 
TMRA 2 but rather a teacher. I have shared information, 
walked for miles in the halls of the capitol and requested 
action from you when the time was right. We have 
become a very successful rights movement. Our 
Warriors have become very good at making things 
happen in our capitol as well as in other states. While 
working on this project I have come to realize that I am 
indeed not the leader of TMRA 2. In fact I have been 
hiding behind my self proclaimed teachers role and 
accepted my short comings as a leader. My leadership 
qualities suck and this current endeavor has shown me 
why we are a good group but that is not enough.

NEWSARTICLES  
 
Good  Samaritan Gun Use    
 
A multiple victim public shooting last week outside the 
court house in Tyler, Texas, stemming from a custody 
dispute, resulted in the murder of two people and the 
wounding of four others.   
Killings like this frequently make the news, and this 
story was carried by all the television networks and most 
major newspapers. ABC and NBC evening news 
coverage was fairly typical; they noted, respectively, that 
David Hernandez Arroyo fired off more than 50 rounds. 
He killed his ex-wife and a bystander and wounded four 
others before being shot to death by police. Of the 71 
unique news stories found by a computerized Nexis 
search of stories in the four days after the attack, 38 
percent mention that an AK-47 or high-powered rifle 
was used by the attacker. As usual, gun control groups 
called for more gun control. Eric Howard, with the 
Brady Campaign to End Gun Violence said “These are 
military-style weapons that pose a significant risk to 
civilians and the police officers trying to protect the 
public.”  Only two stories mentioned that the AK-47 was 
a semi-automatic, not a machine gun, and, while it is 
understandable, none of the articles provided context  
by explaining that Arroyo’s weapon functioned the same 
as deer hunting rifles, firing the same caliber bullets, at 
the same  rapidity, and doing the same damage. Seems 
like pretty standard media coverage. But what makes 
this case different is that 21 percent of the news stories 
actually mentioned that a citizen licensed to carry a 
concealed weapon used his gun to try and help stop the  
attack.  The citizen, 50 year old Mark Wilson, was one 
of the two people murdered. As CNN reported, 
“Everyone here agrees, Wilson saved lives.”  Fox News© 
website quoted the sheriff as saying "if it hadn©t been for 
Mr. Wilson, [Arroyo©s son] would be dead." Wilson, a 
licensed concealed handgun permit holder, heard 
Arroyo’s shots and saw the commotion from his 
apartment window. He grabbed a handgun and headed 
toward the attacker. Arroyo had already wounded 
several police officers and there was no one left to 
prevent his rampage. Arroyo had also shot his 22-year-
old son and was about ready to shoot him again from 
very close range when Wilson fired his gun, hitting 
Arroyo several times in the chest. Arroyo was wearing a 
bullet resistant vest and flak jacket and Wilson©s shots 
did not seriously wound him. Yet, Wilson’s shots forced  
Arroyo to come after him, and it used up a couple of 
minutes of his time.  
Unfortunately, in the exchange of gunfire, Arroyo 
eventually fatally shot Wilson. With police arriving, 
Arroyo fled the scene and was later shot to death by  
police as they pursued him.  

Neighbors described Wilson as “one of the nicest, 
sweetest guys I©ve  ever known.”  Others pointed out that 
“He©s not going to sit back and -- when he could do 
something about it, and just let it happen”  and called  
him a hero. It is not remarkable that someone such as 
Mark Wilson was there at the scene to stop the attack 
before police arrived. For example, in about 30 percent 
of the multiple victim public school shootings that have 
captivated American’s attention starting in 1997, people 
used guns to stop the attacks before uniformed police 
were able to arrive on the scene. Few people know about 
these cases because only about one percent of the news 
stories on these cases mention how the attacks were 
stopped. What is remarkable is that this heroism--an act 
of defensive gun use did receive some national attention. 
Undoubtedly, much of the coverage came from the fact 
that Mark Wilson was killed by Arroyo, but it still 
doesn’ t take away from the fact that many stories 
admitted that he had saved at least one life and a few 
stories quoted police saying that he had probably saved 
multiple lives. Of course, gun control advocates draw 
their usual conclusion from all this.  
Kristen Rand, legislative director for the pro-gun control  
Violence Policy Center in Washington, D.C., claims the 
Tyler shooting last Thursday shows that  criminals are 
undeterred by people potentially carrying concealed 
weapons.  But, in fact, more nearly the opposite is true. 
When Arroyo faced the choice of continuing to shoot 
others or defending himself, he was forced to defend 
himself. Making Arroyo©s attacks more risky caused him 
to change his behavior. More generally, though, it is 
strange that Rand points to one case as evidence that 
deterrence doesn©t work. In the book, The Bias Against  
Guns, Bill Landes of the University of Chicago Law 
School and I examine multiple-victim public shootings 
in the United States from 1977 to 1999 and find that 
when states passed right-to-carry laws, these attacks fell 
by 60 percent. Deaths and injuries from multiple-victim 
public shootings fell on average by 78 percent. Many 
people find it hard to believe that 18 national surveys by 
academics as well as national polling organizations show 
that there are 2 million defensive gun uses each year. 
After all, if these events were really happening,  
wouldn©t we hear about them on the news? Yet when 
was the last time you saw a story on the national evening 
news (or even the local news) about a citizen using a gun 
to stop a crime? ABC’s and NBC’s news coverage 
continued this pattern, but at least some CBS and CNN 
news  reports provided some balance and Fox News 
website also gave the full story. This misreporting 
actually endangers people©s lives. By selectively  
reporting the news and turning a defensive gun use story 
into one that  merely says "police shot him dead," the 
media give misleading impressions  of what actions 
saved the lives of people confronted by violence. As 
Wilson©s case demonstrates, defensive gun use is not a 



guns-rights myth.  Guns have been and are used by law 
abiding citizens to protect and save their own lives and 
the lives of others.  
 
Bikers Get Too Hard-Headed

For years, waves of motorcycles roared into Austin in a 
noisy attempt to convince lawmakers to overturn Texas© 
helmet law. These Texas bikers were rewarded in 1997 
when Texas© 8-year-old helmet law was struck down. 
Lawmakers don©t like competition when it comes to 
gaseous auditory dissonance. This year, in a surprising 
turn of events, many of the same bikers were back at the 
state Capitol, blipping their throttles and yelling from the 
visitors gallery in the House chamber.  Now the bikers 
want lawmakers to repeal the lingering provisions of the 
1997 law that allows motorcyclists to ride without a 
helmet if they have a $10,000 insurance policy or have 
taken a rider safety training course. They should have 
quit while they were ahead. As my grandfather used to 
say, "When you hit oil, stop digging." As a motorcyclist 
who chooses to wear a helmet, there is no question in my 
mind that helmets are an extremely important piece of 
safety gear. Nevertheless, I supported the effort to repeal 
Texas© helmet law. If an argument can be made that 
women have the right to choose what they do with their 
own bodies, the same freedom of choice should be 
extended to adult motorcyclists. A few motorcyclists 
argue that helmets can be dangerous. They claim that 
helmets can limit peripheral vision, reduce hearing or 
cause whiplash. If helmets were that dangerous, then 
motorcycle racers would race with bandannas tied to 
their heads.  
 
--Experts support helmet safety--  
 
Having spent a considerable amount of money attending 
high-performance motorcycle schools at race tracks 
around the nation, I have never met any instructor, racer 
or student who thought properly fitted, industry-
approved helmets were a safety hazard.  The question for 
me and many other motorcycle riders is not whether 
helmets improve safety but whether the government 
should impose a law that punishes adults who choose to 
accept the risk of riding without a helmet.  The issue is 
personal freedom versus punitive government laws 
designed to protect people from themselves. When 
Texas joined most states west of the Mississippi River in 
repealing its helmet law, lawmakers threw a bone to the 
mandatory-helmet crowd by requiring that motorcyclists 
older than 21 show they have a paid-up $10,000 
insurance policy or proof that they completed a state-
approved motorcycle training course.  The bikers now 
complain that small-town cops in particular don©t know 

the law and continue to give them tickets for violating 
the helmet law. Therefore, the Texas bikers want the 
remaining helmet restrictions lifted.  A way to improve 
safety and still allow adults the freedom to risk their 
bodies if they choose would be to require that riders pass 
a thorough motorcycle training course before qualifying 
to take a comprehensive riding examination to earn a 
motorcycle license. The state would conduct the written 
and riding tests and would approve the private riding 
schools. As it is now, it©s easy for youngsters and geezers 
to walk into motorcycle showrooms and ride off on 
machines that can outrun $250,000 sports cars without 
demonstrating they have the skills to handle their 
purchases. The National Highway Traffic Safety 
Administration has figures that show the annual number 
of motorcycle fatalities among 40-plus riders tripled 
over the past decade.  Boomers with disposable income 
are buying powerful motorcycles as a hobby, but they 
don©t have the training or skills to handle their machines.  
* I love motorcycles. I am not picking on motorcyclists. I 
think the requirements to get a driver license for 
automobiles and trucks should be much tougher as well. 
Poking around the block and parallel parking does not 
make a competent automobile driver. We don©t hand out 
pilot licenses like bingo cards. Neither should we do so 
for motorcycles and cars.  
Sputnik’s response: 
 
Mr. Nethaway; 
 
What an opinionated, one sided article you had in the 
Waco paper. Anyone not knowing about the political 
involvement of bikers would assume from your one 
sided article that a group of rowdy thugs invaded the 
capitol halls because of the helmet law. Not quite 
correct. 
 
We go to the capitol on the fourth Monday of each 
session to apprise our legislators of issues that directly 
affect us as Texans. Riders worked to help pass the 
Right To Carry Bill with Senator Patterson. We got  
handicap license plates for motorcycles along with 
several worthwhile Bills throughout the years. We have 
also worked to stop lunatic Bills from becoming law. We 
vigorously opposed the Pay-at-the-pump No Fault 
insurance Bill that was successfully killed in committee 
two sessions in a row. We were on the winning side in 
killing the Red Light Camera Legislation and the Road 
Block Bill last session. We will be working on the same 
side concerning those Bills again this session. Trying to 
make us appear to have been rowdy while in the House 
Gallery was a real tribute to your innuendo type 
message. In truth Rep. Chavez had introduced us to the 
House the same as most Reps. do with groups from their 
districts. We were simply cheering for our Warriors on 
the House Floor. Had you spoken to the Reps or the 



Troopers inside the capitol you would have been 
informed that our group is the most orderly and well 
informed of any group coming to the capitol. 
 
We have a presence in the capitol every day the 
legislature is in session and during the off session we 
attend committee meetings dealing with issues that we 
believe are important to our well being.

The Chairman 
has been approached by a training site owner who says 
they are supporting that Bill and wanted us to support it 
also. It was agreed by all present that we would not 
support mandatory training as it was against what we 
stand for and there would be no guarantee the classes 
would be available to supply the required training. This 
will be conveyed to Cliff Burdette and others Monday 
morning. 
We received word from Mr. Chapman that he would be 
interested in trying another Rally at his ranch if we 
would be interested in the possibility. Pros and cons 
were discussed by those present of having an April Fools 
run in Hondo in 2006. It was decided that we would 
meet with Mr. Chapman and see exactly what could be 
worked out and then discuss it again. Probably at our 
May meeting May 21st. It was agreed that District 
Advisors would set up a data base of Email addresses for 
the members in their districts and pass on updates to 
those members as they are sent out from the state office. 
The state will be responsible for members in districts 
with no Advisor. Addresses would come from the 
member list given to each Advisor during the meeting 
and mailed to those who weren©t present. This will give 
Advisors more contact with their members and get 
members used to communicating with their advisors. We 
reported that The Aces & Eights M/C in Fredericksburg 
were going to start a new chapter in Fredericksburg and 
we received seven new member applications from Joe & 
Mama Blue today from there. Meeting adjourned at 
2:13pm. On a personal note it was very disheartening to 

have such a poor turnout after the successful Legislative 
Day. El Paso and Lubbock traveled several hundred 
miles to be here while two Advisors from right here in 
Austin didn©t make it. Dean and Preacher were the only 
ones who contacted the office saying they couldn©t be 
here. Perhaps we can Have a better turnout for the May 
meeting. Only two Advisors have asked to be on the 
Ballot for the May election. Hopefully more will step 
forward.

Write to Ride 
 
How to wr ite a letter  to Your  Lawmaker 
It takes only a few minutes to write a letter, but those few minutes can make a big difference. When members of 
the House of Representatives or US Senate received enough letters on a particular issue, it does influence their 
vote. Unless they hear from you, many legislators may not be aware of how strongly their constituents feel 
about a particular issue. Your words can sway them and help them to understand why an issue is important to 
the folks back home. Here are some suggestions on what will give your letter the greatest impact: 
 
User  your  own words and your  own stationary: 
A handwritten or neatly typed letter is best, so long as it is legible. Form letters, photocopies, and preprinted 
postcards are of very limited value. 
 
Be concise: 
A one-page letter is more likely to be read than one that is longer. 
 
Personalize your  message: 
People tend to remember a good story, and one told from the heart is better than shock effect. Let your 
lawmaker know why the issue matters in your life. 
 
Mention your  involvement in local organizations and groups: 
If it’s pertinent. It is less important to mention affiliation with national conservation organizations like the 
National Wildlife Federation. 
 
Identify your  subject clear ly: 
If possible, refer to legislation either by its bill number or by its popular name, such as the Clean Water Act. 
 
Discuss only one issue in your  letter : 
For example, avoid mentioning takings and superfund reauthorization in the same correspondence. This ensures 
that your letter will be seen by the right staff member. 
 
Ask the lawmaker to do something specific: 
For example, ask him or her to vote for a particular amendment, request hearings or cosponsor a bill. 
 
Ask for  a reply to your  requests and questions. 
 
Be sure to include a return address on your  letter . 
 
I f you have time, avoid sending your  letter  by fax or  e-mail: 
Most Congressional offices pay more attention to letters that arrive by mail.

Para 2. Why this bill is impor tant to you: personalize your  letters. 
I’ ve been stopped and ticketed for not wearing a helmet. I had the proper insurance and documents, but was still cited. I 
had to take off work in order to go to court just to have the ticket thrown out. The total frustration of having to go to court 
and lose a day’s pay because an officer doesn’ t understand the law is unacceptable. 
 
Para 3. What’s wrong / r ight with the bill: 
Currently State law says riders must carry medical insurance to ride without a helmet. The Federal govt. says group 
medical policies must be available for riders but insurers need not pay benefits for injuries incurred while riding a 
motorcycle. Therefore this state law mandates that riders purchase a product that does not meet the requirements of the 
law. 
During the 2001 Session Representative Chavez introduced and the House passed HB 2585 to rectify the existing 
problem. Again the Senate changed the Bill to make it less explicit and the problem has continued to escalate. Officers 
still do not know the law and continue to write illegal tickets. Stops for non-helmet usage turn into fishing expeditions in 
some cases resulting in illegal searches. Judges admit to not knowing the law. Riders are forced to ride hundreds of miles, 
not once but twice, to plead their case in court. Though knowing the case will be won in court most just choose to simply 
pay the fine rather than go through the motions of a trial. It is far cheaper than losing two days work and spend those days 
traveling and sitting in courtrooms. 
 
Para 4. Reaffirm your commitment to this issue. 
I cannot emphasize to you the importance I put on your vote for H.B. 264. After 7 years, this law needs to be changed to 
make it easy for everyone to understand it. 
 
Para 5. Ask for  a response. 
I look forward to hearing your position on this issue.

Tips on Phoning Your Texas State Legislators 
 
To find your state legislator’s phone number, you can use the online state legislature directory at 
http://www.capitol.state.tx.us/fyi/fyi.htm or call the state’s switchboard at 512-463-4630 and ask for your 
Senator and / or Representative’s office. 
 
Keep in mind that most state legislatures are only in session part-time, so to get the number for your legislator’s 
district office. 
Telephone calls are often taken by a staff member and not the actual legislative member. Ask to speak with the 
aide who handles the issue to which you wish to comment. If they are not available, you may also leave a 
message. If you speak with someone other than your legislator, take down their name and title. 
 
Upon reaching your state legislator on the phone, it’s easiest to follow the four basic steps: 
 
IDENTIFY yourself by name and the organization (if any) that you represent or the town from which your are 
calling. 
 
EXPLAIN why you are calling: “ I am calling to support / oppose HB____ / SB ____.”  Be polite and concise. 
Creating 1 or 2 talking points will focus the content of your message. Too much information may confuse your 
message. Ask your legislator his / her position on this issue. Don’ t assume that your legislator has prior 
knowledge of your issue. Be calm, respectful, and be prepared to educate, use local examples to accentuate your 
point. 
 
REQUEST a written response to your phone call if you did not speak to your legislative member. If the 
legislator requires further information, provide it as soon as possible.
