LETTER FROM THE EDITOR

It works! Ask for a jury trial; speeding ticket 
dismissed! 
 
Last August 23, 2003 at 6:00 p.m. northbound I-45 I was 
pulled over by a Corporal p***k and his a*****e buddy 
representing the Hutchins police department. I was driving 
my full size Dodge truck with a Florida license plate. As 
soon as I stopped, I exited the truck and announced loudly 
“I have a firearm and I have a Texas Concealed Handgun 
License!”.  I then went to the rear of my truck and stood at 
the passenger side.  I was wearing a shirt and long pants. 
The p***k then asked for my TDL and insurance. I gave 
him those and my CHL.  
 
P***k then come back from his police car and requests me 
to sign a citation stating I was speeding 70 in a 60 zone. 
P***k stated he had used a laser gun to determine my 
speed. After I signed, p***k and a*****e left.  
 
These two nominees for the “Too Stupid Too Breathe 
(TSTB)” award never asked to see my firearm, never 
looked into the truck, and never asked to search the truck. 
There could have been drugs, weapons, WMD, or a bound 
child in back seat.  
 
I attended the preliminary hearing, pled “not guilty”, and 
requested a jury trial. The jury trial was set for 9 a.m. 
March 23, 2004, seven (7) months later. 
 
I wrote a letter to the Hutchins police department 
requesting a copy the videotape of the p***k’s dashcam 
only to be told it was destroyed after ninety (90) days. 
Sixth amendment to the Constitution violation. 
 
On Tuesday, March 23, 2004 at 9:00 a.m. I appeared with 
thirty (30) residents of Hutchins summoned for jury duty. I 
approached the prosecutor and in a LOUD voice with the 
jury pool present, asked who he had retained as laser 
expert to testify, the state of Florida does not issue or 
require a front license plate, and the truck was parked 
outside so the jury could see it for themselves.  
 
Knowing that the p***k would have to lie under oath and 
all the jurors would already know he was lying, he 
dismissed the case. 
 
The thirty (30) residents began complaining about 
“missing work for nothing”.  I told them in a LOUD voice:  
“They’re your cops; you don’t like it, MOVE!” I reminded 
them that they can’t summoned for Hutchins jury duty 
again for 3 years.

The World Health Organization is meeting to set an 
international transportation rule to prevent accidents. 
These rules are offered for youths. Offered. A multiple-
stage graduated licensing system for young drivers that, at 
a minimum, authorizes the issuance of an initial license or 
learner's permit to a driver no earlier than the driver's 16th 
birthday, makes it unlawful for a person under age 21 to 
operate a motor vehicle with a blood alcohol 
concentration of .02 percent or greater, provides for a 
learning stage of at least six months and an intermediate 
stage of at least 6 months, and applies the following 
restrictions and features to such stages and to such other 
stage or stages as may be provided under State law: 
`(i) A restriction that no more than 2 passengers may 
occupy a vehicle while it is being operated by a young 
driver. 
`(ii) Nighttime driving restrictions applicable, at a 
minimum, during the hours between 10:00 o'clock p.m. 
and 5:00 o'clock a.m. 
`(iii) Special penalties (including delays in progression 
through the stages of the graduated licensing system) for 
violations of restrictions under the system and violations 
of other State laws relating to operation of motor 
vehicles.'.  
Five key areas that nations need to address when 
developing their transportation systems are speed 
controls, alcohol, seatbelt use, helmets and visibility. 
Can anyone tell us how a seatbelt or helmet will prevent 
accidents? Norman Mineta will be there so you can bet he 
will let them set the rules that Americans must live by. 
TIME FOR A CHANGE!! 
 
The U.S. House of Representatives passed a bill that 
increased fines nearly 20 times what they are now for 
broadcasting indecent material. The Senate version of the 
bill, if passed, promises to go after radio and TV station 



owners, music performers, comedians, and more. It also 
provides for doubling already outrageous fines if the 
"indecency" was planned in advance. Does another man 
have the right to set my moral standards as long as others 
are not forced to participate. I don't think so.

Jumpstart Our Business Strength (JOBS) Act - S.1637 
  
The Senate may take up this bill again this week that 
would repeal the Extraterritorial Income Exclusion Act, a 
corporate tax break law that has prompted the European 
Union to enact trade sanctions against U.S. goods. A failed 
cloture motion on March 24 halted action on the bill. This 
administration passed the law giving tax breaks to those 
corporations who take their jobs off shore. The European 
Union slapped trade sanctions on several products but not 
the ones getting the government tax break. Why in hell 
should we here take a beating on prices to make the 
corporate raiders happy? Let your voice be heard.  Call our 
senators and ask how they voted. 
 
"The FEA is looking for easier and cheaper ways to test 
for drug use.

I have had my computer set up to notify me about the 
Committee hearings coming up at the capitol for a good 
while. Remember that is how we caught Lon's Pay-At-
The-Pump insurance Bill. We attended a hearing of the 
Appropriations Sub Committee on Dedicated Funds today.  
Seems they want to learn how many there are and their 
balances. (what can they take) Here is a couple of things 
we learned. There are hundreds of Dedicated Funds 
outside the general treasury and the comptroller's office 
doesn't really know how much they have. These are 
primarily the institutes of higher learning. You know the 
ones who just raised tuition by 20-40%. It sounded like the 
last time they really audited all their assets was in 1994. I 
wonder how they knew the colleges needed to raise more 
money? 
It gets better, the Dedicated Funds that are in the general 
fund total 250, that includes our Motorcycle Training 
Fund. The total amount of money in these 250 funds is $ 
2.6 Billion - with a B. That money can be borrowed by the 

general fund and they are supposed to pay interest on the 
money. Now as I understood the man to say(and I 
sometimes can understand them) if you remove those 250 
funds out of the general account the general account 
would be 0 ZERO!!!  
For a state that cannot operate without a balanced budget, 
they kind of sound like the federal government. 
Something stinks down town and it ain't the food. We got 
the phone number of the man who can give us the balance 
currently in our account when this thing wraps up. They 
are doing more figuring right now. And we will keep you 
posted. 
 
Here are just a few of the things going on in other states 
right now.  
 
Nebraska will hopefully know by the end of the week if 
they are gonna win the battle to remove their helmets. 
Missouri is still fighting, but the latest I hear is they might 
actually get it done again (last time the Gov hit 'em with a 
veto). Fast Fred and South Carolina are fighting and 
currently winning the battle against the primary seat belt 
law. PA modified their helmet law last fall. MA is getting 
closer all the time, but is needing some help. CA is 
beginning to fight handlebar height restrictions. SD just 
passed a law allowing blue-dot tailights. WIS just passed 
a law making it illegal for juries to reduce awards in civil 
suits where an accident victim was NOT wearing a 
helmet. And TN is getting  
closer everyday to getting their helmet modification 
through. Take heart there are many around the 
Country fighting for the same things we are. 
  
 And finally - To learn what is really going on from some 
of the sharpest Rights Leaders in the country sign up to be 
on the Sons Of Liberty Riders list. This is not just bikers 
rights but government change. SOLR members have 
proven that they meet very strict standards and 
membership is by invitation only. Your chairman was 
proud to be chosen for membership. It was also a proud 
day when Mike Alvey was accepted as an Extreme 
Activist.  
Anyone can get on the E list by asking but there again 
there are rules of conduct to follow. Only get on the site if 
you have time to read lots of email as the list includes 
leaders from every rights group in the country. Of course 
you can delete any you don't wish to read.

At Your Door  
 
In any given police visit to your home, with a few notable 
exceptions, the below rules will help protect your civil 
rights and improve your chances of leaving safely—so you 
don’t have to be a legal expert to do the right thing. 
 
1) Keep Your Private Items Out of View 
 
This is common sense: Always keep any private items that 
you don’t want others to see out of sight. Legally speaking, 
police do not need a search warrant in order to confiscate 
any illegal items that are in plain view. Bear in mind that, 
without a search warrant, police cannot enter your home 
under any circumstances. Still, if they see something 
suspicious in the proximity of your house, they could 
arrive with a warrant quickly and unexpectedly. 
 
2) Do Not Let Them In! 
 
Exit the house, close and LOCK the door, if possible, 
behind you before greeting the officer. Regardless of what 
the officer says, there is no reason they need to be allowed 
into your home. Permitting an officer to enter your home is 
the equivalent of waiving your Fourth Amendment right 
against unreasonable searches and seizures. Without a 
warrant, police officers absolutely cannot enter your home 
unless you say it is ok for them to do so. 
 
3) Be Courteous & Non-Confrontational 
 
If a police officer contacts you at your home, remain calm. 
Ask the Officer “How can I help you?” While you may 
not be pleased to have the police at your door, it is best to 
treat them as you would any other unexpected visitor. You 
have nothing to gain -- and everything to lose – by 
allowing hostilities to emerge. 
 
Even if the officers are being belligerent it’s always in 
your best interest to remain calm, courteous and non-
confrontational. 
 
4) Determine the Reason for the Officer’s Visit 
 
In many cases, the Officer’s visit will have nothing to do 
with you personally. They may be seeking information 
about a crime committed in your neighborhood, etc. In 
other instances, they may have concerns about activities 
taking place in your home. While you are under no 
obligation to answer questions from the police, it will often 
be possible to terminate the encounter simply by agreeing 
to turn down your music or bring your barking dog in from 
the backyard. If the police officer indicates that he or she 
would like to enter your home, you have become a 
criminal suspect and must be prepared to exercise your 
constitutional rights. 

 
5) Just Say “No” to Warrantless Searches 
 
Warning: If a police officer asks your permission to 
search your home you are under no obligation to consent. 
The only reason he’s asking you is because he doesn’t 
have enough evidence to search without your consent. If 
you consent to a search request you give up one of the 
most important constitutional rights you have—your 
Fourth Amendment protection against unreasonable 
searches and seizures. 
 
A majority of avoidable police searches occur because 
citizens naively waive their Fourth Amendment rights by 
consenting to warrantless searches. As a general rule, if a 
person consents to a warrantless search, the search 
automatically becomes reasonable and therefore legal. 
Consequently, whatever an officer finds during such a 
search can be used to convict the person. 
 
Don’t expect a police officer to tell you about your right 
not to consent. Police officers are not required by law to 
inform you of your rights before asking you to consent to 
a search. In addition, police officers are trained to use 
their authority to get people to consent to a search, and 
most people are predisposed to comply with any request a 
police officer makes. For example, the average motorist 
stopped by a police officer who asks them, “Would you 
mind if I search your vehicle, please?” will probably 
consent to the officer’s search without realizing that they 
have every right to deny the officer’s request. 
 
If, for any reason you don’t want the officer digging 
through your belongings, you should refuse to consent by 
saying something like, “Officer, I do not consent to any 
searches of my private property.” If the officer still 
proceeds to search you and finds illegal contraband, your 
attorney can argue that the contraband was discovered 
through an illegal search and hence should be thrown out 
of court. 
 
You should never hesitate to assert your constitutional 
rights. Just say “no!” 
 
6) Do Not Answer Questions without Your Attorney 
Present 
 
There is no reason to worry that your failure to answer the 
officer’s questions will later be used against you. The 
truth is just the opposite: Anything you say can, and 
probably will, be used against you. 
 
In just about any case imaginable, a person is best off not 
answering any questions about his involvement in 
anything illegal. Assert your Fifth and Sixth Amendment 



rights by saying these exact words: “Officer, I have 
nothing to say until I speak with a lawyer.” 
 
*Remember- If you do choose to answer any of the 
officer’s questions, always be honest. Police are not easily 
tricked and will often become hostile if they feel 
disrespected. If you feel it is best not to answer truthfully, 
then don’t say anything at all.

FLORIDA BILL WOULD FUND ABATE SAFETY 
PROJECTS   
 
Trauma centers around the state of Florida would get a 
much needed financial boost from some of their most 
frequent patients -- drivers who run red lights -- under a 
bill that jacks up the fines for the crime.  And House Bill 
65, sponsored by House Speaker Pro Tem Lindsay 
Harrington (R-Punta Gorda) would also turn the 
motorcyclist advocacy group American Bikers Aiming 
Toward Education into a major educator. 
 
Under an amendment tacked onto the bill Tuesday, 
February 17, ABATE of Florida would receive $1 million 
per year "for the purpose of fostering motorcycle safety 
awareness, education and research programs relating to 
accident prevention." 
 
Last year, the organization had to "rob Peter to pay Paul" 
in order to spend about  
$150,000 on education programs, James "Doc" 
Reichenbach II told Greg Martin, a staff writer for the 
Sun-Herald.  Reichenbach is the State President of 
ABATE of Florida, its capital lobbyist, and Chairman of 
the Board of the National Coalition of Motorcyclists  
(NCOM). 
 
"I want to see this thing go to billboards," Reichenbach 
said of the education campaign, noting that ABATE would 
post 250 billboards to remind motorists to watch for 
motorcycles.  "I want to send my people into high schools.  
I want to hold safety seminars to see what we can do to 
reduce accidents and injuries." 
 
His comments came after the House Transportation 
Committee voted unanimously to pass the  
bill.  Next, it must survive a review by the Finance and 
Taxation Committee before going to the House floor.  A 
Senate version must travel a parallel road. 
 
If passed, the increased penalties would generate an 
additional $57.6 million, according to an analysis by 
transportation committee staff.  All but $1 million for 
ABATE would get put into a trauma center trust fund to be 
disbursed to each of 22 trauma centers in the state.  
 
Harrington, who is confident of passage, said he sponsored 
the bill at the request of ABATE which expressed concern 
over judges who had fined motorists as little as $80 in  
accidents that killed motorcyclists.
