Sputnik 
  
We attended the Thunder in The Hill Country Rally this 
month. It was like riding into the Twilight Zone. Mike 
and his crew treated us very well with free entry and a 
premier indoor booth space. Nancy and George of G&N 
ruined our diet with Chicken & Dumplings and breakfast 
burritos. Just couldn’ t resist that fine cooking.  There 
was a truly large turnout and about 90% of those present 
did not know us and had never heard of TMRA 2. This 
area definitely needs a lot more advertisement from the 
association. We did sign a few members and passed out 
literature to many more. We shall make it a priority to 
attend any function we hear about in that area and try to 
make TMRA 2 a household name. We highly 
recommend the Thunder Rallies. These are well 
organized and truly fun events. Mike is also a strong 
supporter member of TMRA 2.   
 
Upon returning to the office we learned there had been 
about 70 riders stopped for no helmets and many had 
received illegal tickets during a Rally at Lake Sam 
Rayburn that same weekend. The complainant said he 
would send a list of names to the office for possible 
lawsuit but just like everyone else they failed to follow 
through. Where have all the BIKERS gone? We had 
three riders in Frio County get stopped and ticketed 
despite having Blue Cross/Blue Shield insurance. 
Thankfully one of them has agreed to follow through 
with a suit. 
 
We attended the LongRiders Rally this past weekend. 
Those folks are really great hosts. There were over 800 
participants at this event and we signed 8 members. Not 
many but three of those new memberships came from 
the Cossacks M/C chapter in that area. They said they 
will make it mandatory for all their members to be 
TMRA 2 Warriors. Also spoke with some of the folks 
from the East Texas Motorcycle Enthusiasts and they 
may come on board as supporters. While at the 
campgrounds dozens of riders came in complaining of 
being stopped by DPS officers who had set up at the 
entrance and were stopping everyone who didn’ t have an 
exemption sticker. We went out to work our magic and 
the stops ceased. They announced on the microphone for 
everyone who had gotten stopped to come by the booth 
and give their name. With all the complaining not one of 
them came by the booth. Oh well we can only keep 
trying.   
 
Barring any unforeseen circumstances HB 264 should 
have passed the House by the time you read this and 
hopefully the senate also. The Bill is out of committee 
and in Calendars at this moment. The Calendars Chair 

has said the Bill sounds reasonable to her. 
 
HB 3277 the insurance Bill has been sent to Sub 
Committee and all three members are supporters. We 
asked today that they send the Bill back to full 
committee as soon as possible with a do pass 
recommendation. They will next meet on the 21st and 
we hope it gets action then. 
HB 514 the failure to yield Bill is still in committee. We 
are planning to ask for a hearing within the next 10 days.  
Rep. Keel introduced HB 823 to allow for carrying a 
weapon in your vehicle without a permit. We attended 
the hearing on that Bill and asked for some changes in 
the Bill. Chairman Keel asked if that was our only 
problem with the Bill and we said it was. He said we 
will hold this Bill in committee and you come by the 
office in the morning. We’ ll make the changes. The 
changes were made and he passed it out that morning. 
It is a very tough session for everyone but we are 
making headway. A Bill has been introduced to not 
allow passengers under the age of 15 on your 
motorcycle. We will meet with the Author explain the 
Biker lifestyle to him. That will be one of the hardest 
things to do this session as we have not been able to 
explain it to most of those who ride motorcycles in this 
state today. None the less we will try and then ask him to 
pull his Bill. Sorry Warriors but your old chairman is 
getting pretty sick of being around the whining would be 
bad asses in this state. 
 
We have reason to believe we have the votes to kill the 
three Road Block Bills that have been introduced this 
session. Hope to see many of you at the State Meeting in 
Brady on May 21st. We will count the ballots, install the 
new officers and then get down to the serious business of 
redefining the association and rededicating ourselves. 
Hopefully we will be celebrating some legislative 
victories as well. 
 
Thank those of you who have responded so rapidly to 
the requests for action this session. You are the ones 
who make the difference. 
 
Update 4/22/05 - 
 
Received a call from the House Floor by Rep. Joe 
Moreno. He is a very good friend who plans to purchase 
a Harley as soon as the right color is found. Rep. 
Moreno was reading our website and wanted to know 
what was ging on with Chairman Dunnam opposing HB 
264. He asked for particulars of the Bill and why we 
believed Chairman Dunnam was opposing the Bill. After 
a full explanation he said he would speak with Chairman 
Dunnam and get right back with us. 
 



When he called back Rep. Lon Burnam was there and 
spoke to us. He was very irate and said he had neither 
planned to oppose HB 264 on the Floor nor had he told 
anyone he planned to do so. Rep Moreno then told us 
Chairman Dunnam said he had no opposition to the Bill 
nor had he stated to anyone that he had plans to speak 
against HB 264 on the Floor. It appears there has been 
some miscommunication somewhere in the capitol and 
we will try to sort it out next week. 
 
In the meantime we have never had any reason to doubt 
the honesty of either of these men and I therefore 
apologize to each of them for the information previously 
posted and ask their forgiveness. We look forward to 
face to face meetings with both men in an attempt to lay 
this issue to rest. Thank those of you who responded to 
our request for action but we ask that no further calls be 
made to Rep. Burnam or Dunnam and that you accept 
my apology for the good faith request for action.

TO THE EDITOR: 
 
Goodbye Simon 
 
Simon Milward passed away following a road accident 
on the 4th of March 2005 near the city of Kayes in Mali 
(Africa). Simon was forty years old. Before I say more 
let me give you the basic history of Simon. “ In 1989 
Simon quit as quality control manager with a leading 
British reprographic printing company to concentrate on 
something he believed in and where he thought he could 
do something useful. Simon started a fulltime career 
working for the interests of motorcyclists with the 
Motorcycle Action Group United Kingdom. In 1992 
Simon established the Brussels headquarters of the 
Federation of European Motorcyclists (FEM) in Brussels 
and became FEM©s General Secretary. Finding his way 
through the EU maze he started coordinating efforts 
towards specific legislatory targets. This resulted in 
bikers being among the first citizens to benefit from the 
democratic changes of the Maastricht Treaty and due to 
Simon©s never ending work, FEM became a well-known 
and effective lobby group in the EU institutions. In 1998 
FEM merged with the EMA (the European 
Motorcyclists Association) to form the Federation of 
European Motorcyclists© Associations (FEMA). Simon 
Milward became FEMA©s General Secretary. Affiliated 
to FEMA today are 22 national riders’  rights 
organizations from 18 European countries. On January 
1st 2000 Simon left Europe to fulfill a lifelong dream: to 
ride his handmade motorcycle around the world on a 
humanitarian mission. His journey was supposed to last 
for 18 months, but it turned into a five year long 
odyssey. Simon was expected to arrive back in the UK 
around October 2005. 
With the passing away of Simon Milward, the European 
motorcycle community has lost a true rider and a pioneer 
in the riders© rights movement. Simon always inspired 
those who have had the honor and the privilege to work 
with him and we will never forget him. We have lost a 
friend.”  Now most of you probably don’ t know or have 
never met Simon. I had the pleasure of meeting him 
when he passed through the D/FW area. He was there to 
promote his Millennium Ride  at a Motorcycle show and 
needed some assistance getting stuff in the D/FW area. 
So happens we were having our chapter meeting soon so 
Simon showed up to pick up the stuff and give us his 
presentation. It was a very interesting show of his travels 
and the people he met along the way. All the people that 
had helped him and the people he was raising money for. 
I talked to him for a little bit after the presentation and 
he told us he was keeping a diary of his journey. 
Although this diary was the G-rated version and not 
necessarily the full accounting of his experiences, it still 

would make for some interesting readying. I remember 
telling him that if he wrote a book about his journey that 
I would be in line to buy it here in the US. Simon was 
one of those few people who was truly dedicated to biker 
causes. He gave up everything for what he believed in 
and ultimately like so many others truly dedicated to this 
lifestyle, his life ended on the road. There are so few like 
him out there that when his light goes out, it truly gets 
darker for the rest of us.  
Luckily we have a few here in Texas with that kind of 
dedication and commitment. They are the torches that 
bring us the light. But we don’ t need a few torches, we 
need 10,000 candles. If only one torch is around and 
should it go out, we will be without light. However if 
10,000 candles are lit and one goes out, we shall be 
saddened, but the light shall prevail. Although Simon 
never said this, I believe it was in his heart. That’s why 
he rode the world to inspire and raise awareness for the 
charity. That’s why his 18 month journey turned into a 5 
year odyssey. At least we can say the Simon really did 
live, he didn’ t just take up space on this earth. Simon is 
gone, he will be missed, his light is out, hopefully there 
are enough candles lit to take his place.

Officer  disciplined for  stopping doctor  on way to 
bir th 
  
FORT LAUDERDALE, Florida -- A police officer who 
stopped a doctor for speeding on his way to deliver a 
baby, and then took him to the maternity ward in 
handcuffs, has agreed to an unpaid suspension for lack 
of judgment. Dr. Anthony Chidiac was driving his 
motorcycle 10 miles above the 25 mph speed limit last 
March when he was stopped by 15-year veteran Officer 
William Lilliston. According to records released 
Monday from an internal police investigation, when the 
doctor explained he was going to a delivery, the officer 
allegedly asked if he was delivering a pizza and later 
said, "If you©re a doctor, I©m Mickey Mouse or Joe 
Blow." 
Lilliston called the hospital to confirm Chidiac©s story, 
and drove him to the hospital as the baby©s head was 
showing. The officer then asked to see the doctor©s 
driver©s license before letting Chidiac change into scrubs. 
Chidiac delivered the baby 15 minutes after the 
handcuffs were removed. The officer, who said the 
doctor had been slow in pulling over, later wrote Chidiac 
a traffic citation. 
The officer agreed last month to serve a 16-day unpaid 
suspension under a negotiated settlement, said Jack 
Lokeinsky, his union©s president. The case is scheduled 
to go before a Citizen Review Board on April 11. 
Lokeinsky said Lilliston©s actions did not warrant a more 
severe punishment because the doctor should have 
pulled over immediately and shown his identification. 
"We strongly feel if he had been dismissed, it would 
have been overturned on arbitration," Lokeinsky told the 
South Florida Sun-Sentinel newspaper. 
Lilliston does not have a listed phone number and could 
not be reached for comment Tuesday. Chidiac was on 
vacation and also could not be reached, his office said. 
 
Trooper  Says ©Too Bad© To 911 Caller  After  Deadly 
Crash 
 
LISBON, Conn. -- A Connecticut state trooper has been 
suspended for 15 days without pay after he was heard on 
a 911 tape saying "too bad" to a caller seeking help for a 
man injured in a motorcycle accident.  
State police said the dismissive answer by Trooper 
Robert Peasley did not affect the response time to the 
accident. Justin Sawyer, 21, died of a severe head injury 
a week after the crash last August. Peasley was 
suspended on Monday.  
Russell Shepard, a friend of Sawyer©s, called 911, which 
was routed to the state police barracks in Montville, 
Conn. When he reported the accident, Peasley said, 

"Yeah ... too bad," and hung up, according to a tape 
obtained by WTNH-TV.  
Shepard said he was shocked, believing he reached a 
wrong number.  
Another friend made a second call. "Yeah," the officer 
responded. "Help will get there. Shouldn©t be playing 
games." A third emergency call was answered by a 
different dispatcher, who asked about Sawyer©s condition 
and advised those nearby to not touch him. "I am 
absolutely outraged every time I hear that ©too bad© and 
then click," said Sawyer©s father, Jim Sawyer. "I only 
know that I would have felt a whole lot more 
comfortable if I had heard people responding on the end 
of that 911 call with some heart and caring."  
State police said the comments by Peasley, an 18-year-
veteran, were unprofessional, and the agency apologized 
if "our actions added to the family©s pain." 
 
News Article by Sputnik - TMRA2 Chairman 
 
Many are the inspiring words of our founding fathers but 
none have shaped the biker political scene in Texas like 
those uttered by US Senator Dave Durenberger in 1992. 
 
"Bikers are the Last hope of America to remain a free 
country." With these words a fire was built in the heart 
of Sputnik that ignited a burning desire in the soul to 
wrest Texas from the hands of career politicians and 
return control to the people. From these flames the Texas 
Motorcycle Rights Association was founded and fanned 
the flames of Liberty in the hearts of Texas riders that 
has spread throughout the country. Unlike most SMRO©s 
the goal of this association was not just biker©s rights but 
to take control of Texas Politics and return Texas to the 
Republican form of government envisioned by our 
founding fathers and renew the chains enumerated in the 
constitution which bind them from interference in States 
Rights. The first Bill we worked was SB 60 to renew 
Texans right to carry a concealed weapon as laid out in 
the constitution. Then came handicapped license plates 
for motorcycles. Both were successful. We worked to 
increase funding for our Rider training program and to 
open HOV lanes to motorcycle traffic, as well as to 
modify the state helmet law and again our Bills were 
passed and signed by then Governor George Bush. 
During the time frame of his tenure we increased our 
Training Budget by $300,000 the first biennium and 
another $498,000 the next biennium bringing the total to  
$1,000,020 per year and built a $3,500,000 surplus in 
our Fund. During our first eight years of existence we 
had introduced 15 major Bills and all had been passed by 
both Houses. This was done by getting involved at the  
Party level and by working campaigns. Our members 
were taught that we are not offering government for sale. 
That has been the case for much too long.  Politics is a 
hands on sport and personal participation is a must. We 



coined the name for our members as "Legislative 
Warriors" as we built an army of active Warriors to take 
back Texas. Today we have Warriors in both Parties 
including Charles Soechting, State Chair of the 
Democrat Party. Six of our Warriors are State Reps in 
the Legislature and one is a State Senator. This has been 
accomplished, not with money or PAC©s, nor with a lot 
of rules to govern our actions. Our Constitution and By-
laws are two pages long and our budget is around 
$50,000 per year. Success has come from the dedication 
and hard work willingly put forth by our Warriors. By a 
total lack of personal ego on the part of all involved. 
Working with Texas ABATE Confederation and the 
Regional Confederations of Clubs, jointly we have 
become one of the most respected activists groups in the 
country. Our top goal is to teach others how the political 
process works and how to use it. At the beginning of 
each session we have 4-5000 riders inside the  
capitol on Legislative Day to make our wishes known to 
those who are elected to serve. TMRA ll has a full time 
office and a daily presence in the capitol. We do a 
weekly TV Show, "Texas Politics - Biker Style", that is 
watched by many legislators as well as a host of others. 
We share our views with all riders as well as lecture 
government classes at colleges. We are featured with 
seven pages in the new Texas College text book, 
Practicing Politics in Texas. The association has been 
the subject of stories on Fox national news as well as the 
Today Show, most recently appearing on the front page 
of Wall Street Journal. We have received prestigious 
Awards from across the country. All this recognition has 
been great but nothing has been so important to our 
Warriors as the words of Senator Durenberger which 
started us down this path and our own rules of 
governance. 
"We each must do, that which we can do to the best of 
our ability. No man can ask more and only each of us 
know if we have accomplished that feat. We  
devised a daily test of our compliance called the mirror 
test. Beginning each day by looking in a mirror, directly 
in our own eyes and ask ourselves if we have done that 
which we can do. It is impossible to lie to one©s self. This 
simple test spurs each Warrior on to greater deeds. 
God Bless all who have made this new concept of biker 
activism successful.  
Remember that the rider who becomes a Warrior 
tomorrow is just as important to our success as is the 
Founder of Texas Motorcycle Rights Association. It is 
an honor to serve in this army of the few who willingly 
give all for what we believe. 
 
Ted Nugent to Fellow NRAers: Get Hardcore  
 
HOUSTON - With an assault weapon in each hand, 
rocker and gun rights advocate Ted Nugent urged 
National Rifle Association members to be "hardcore, 

radical extremists demanding the right to self defense." 
Speaking at the NRA©s annual convention Saturday, 
April 16, 2005, Nugent said each NRA member should 
try to enroll 10 new members over the next year and 
associate only with other members. "Let©s next year sit 
here and say, ©Holy smokes, the NRA has 40 million 
members now,©" he said. "No one is allowed at our 
barbecues unless they are an NRA member. Do that in 
your life." Nugent sang and played a guitar painted with 
red and white stripes for the crowd at Houston©s 
downtown convention center.  
He drew the most cheers when he told gun owners they 
should never give up their right to bear arms and should 
use their guns to protect themselves if needed.  
"Remember the Alamo! Shoot them!" he screamed to 
applause. "To show you how radical I am, I want 
carjackers dead. I want rapists dead. I want burglars 
dead. I want child molesters dead. I want the bad guys 
dead. No court case. No parole. No early release. I want 
them dead. Get a gun and when they attack you, shoot 
them." 



MRF State Representative 
The Blonde Bomber 
 
The 109th congress convened in January.  The 
Transportation Equity Act (TEA), otherwise know as the 
Highway Bill (H.R. 3), passed the US House of 
Representatives in record time as the current TEA is 
about to expire.  The Highway Bill managed to pass the 
House with the Motorcycle Safety & Awareness 
language and funding in tact.  The Senate has vowed to 
keep the TEA within budget, therefore it may cut our 
funding if we do not act, and start contacting Senators 
Hutchison and Cornyn, and urge them to preserve the 
“pro motorcycle safety”  language in the bill.  The time to 
act is now, because, as I said, the old TEA bill is 
expiring soon, and this will be a priority in the Senate.  
As of the writing of this report the last major action in 
the Senate took place on 4-6-05.  The bill had been read 
twice in the Senate and has been placed on the Senate 
Legislative Calendar under General Orders (Calendar # 
69). 
Thank goodness for people like Sputnik and Jeff Hennie 
(MRF VP of Government Relations/Lobbyist), who have 
the ability and comprehension to cover thousands of 
pages of legislative text, and make sense of it all.  I 
looked over the Senate’s version of TEA (S.732) and 
found very little to do with motorcycles, other than crash 
causation studies.  The wording in H.R.3 is essential for 
Motorcycle Safety.  S.732 has also been placed on the 
Senate Legislative Calendar under General Orders 
(Calendar # 68).  Don’ t be too shy to recruit your friends 
and relatives from other states, and have them contact 
their Senators also.  The House version of TEA passed 
the House 417 yeas to only 9 nays, so with persistence, 
perhaps we can swing some Senators or way.  The last 
thing I have to say about TEA is that I would like to put 
a rumor to rest.  Many of you have contacted me and ask 
about that ‘good ole Federal blackmail’  issue.  Our 
people in D.C. have assured me, that the new TEA bill 
CONTAINS NO Federal mandates that will pull 
highway funding if a state refuses to pass a mandatory 
helmet law.  Consider that rumor squashed. 
As you remember in the 108th Congress, the Senate 
passed a bi-partisan HIPPA Correction bill that 
specifically addressed motorcyclist and ATV users.  The 
bill passed the Senate unanimously in both committee 
and before the full body without amendment.  The 
problem with the bill was timing.  It did not reach the 
House, until after thanksgiving break.  The session 
ended on 12-21-04, so the bill never had time to be 
heard.  This session Senator Susan Collins (R-ME) and 
Senator Russ Feingold  (D-WI) are again leading the bi-
partisan charge with S.577.  S.577, the HIPAA 
Recreational Injury Technical Correction Act, is the 
exact same bill that was introduced last session.  We 
hope to push it through in a more timely fashion this 

time.  So again get on the horn to your Senators, and let 
them know their Texas Constituents want them to 
support this bill. 
  Don’ t forget to continue to support HIPPA reform on 
the state level, as this is the key to our success.   Biker 
Rights Activist in Washington State has contacted their 
insurance commissioner to review state statutes.  Their 
state statutes do protect them against source injury 
discrimination under current state guidelines.  Biker 
Rights Activist in Oregon is currently lobbying for a 
HIPPA Correction Bill and is doing quite well in their 
effort.  To date, Colorado is the only state in the Union 
to pass a HIPPA Correction bill with a great deal of 
effort from ABATE of Colorado.  Texas and Oregon are 
the next two in line for this success.  I sure would like to 
see Texas be the second Sate to pass this legislation 
successfully.  Call you Representative and get them on 
board for HB 3277, the Texas HIPPA Correction Bill.  
Although those of you who know author Carl Isett (R – 
Lubbock) may see him as our ‘ace in the hole’  on the 
Insurance Committee, we still need to keep those letters 
coming, because the Biker Rights Community from 
across the nation is watching Texas on this particular 
issue.  We need this bill. 
  In closing I will give you some thoughts on the Gang 
Enhancement Bills.  If you read the short title of either 
the Senate version (S.155) or House version (H.R. 970) 
of the Gang Enhancement Bills you would wonder why 
anyone would oppose such a bill.  The fact of the matter 
is that the bills disregard our constitutional values and 
have terrible definitions of a gang.  By their definition, 
not only could a motorcycle club or biker rights group be 
classified as a gang, but the 1st Methodist Church, the 
PTA, MADD Mothers, and even Congress itself could 
be classified as a gang.  The language in these bills is 
horrible and fringes upon unconstitutionality, and some 
of it is in fact unconstitutional.  The gang enhancement 
bills are sugar coated on the outside for the sheepish 
general public, but continue the silent encroachment 
upon our rights on the inside.  I hope you will join with 
the majority of Biker Rights Activist and oppose these 
bills.

Write to Ride 
 
How to wr ite a letter  to Your  Lawmaker 
It takes only a few minutes to write a letter, but those few minutes can make a big difference. When members of 
the House of Representatives or US Senate received enough letters on a particular issue, it does influence their 
vote. Unless they hear from you, many legislators may not be aware of how strongly their constituents feel 
about a particular issue. Your words can sway them and help them to understand why an issue is important to 
the folks back home. Here are some suggestions on what will give your letter the greatest impact: 
 
User  your  own words and your  own stationary: 
A handwritten or neatly typed letter is best, so long as it is legible. Form letters, photocopies, and preprinted 
postcards are of very limited value. 
 
Be concise: 
A one-page letter is more likely to be read than one that is longer. 
 
Personalize your  message: 
People tend to remember a good story, and one told from the heart is better than shock effect. Let your 
lawmaker know why the issue matters in your life. 
 
Mention your  involvement in local organizations and groups: 
If it’s pertinent. It is less important to mention affiliation with national conservation organizations like the 
National Wildlife Federation. 
 
Identify your  subject clear ly: 
If possible, refer to legislation either by its bill number or by its popular name, such as the Clean Water Act. 
 
Discuss only one issue in your  letter : 
For example, avoid mentioning takings and superfund reauthorization in the same correspondence. This ensures 
that your letter will be seen by the right staff member. 
 
Ask the lawmaker to do something specific: 
For example, ask him or her to vote for a particular amendment, request hearings or cosponsor a bill. 
 
Ask for  a reply to your  requests and questions. 
 
Be sure to include a return address on your  letter . 
 
I f you have time, avoid sending your  letter  by fax or  e-mail: 
Most Congressional offices pay more attention to letters that arrive by mail.

Para 1. Purpose of the letter : What you want your  lawmaker to do. 
I urge you to support H.B. 264, Helmet Reform Bill. 
 
Para 2. Why this bill is important to you: personalize your  letters. 
I’ ve been stopped and ticketed for not wearing a helmet. I had the proper insurance and documents, but was still 
cited. I had to take off work in order to go to court just to have the ticket thrown out. The total frustration of 
having to go to court and lose a day’s pay because an officer doesn’ t understand the law is unacceptable. 
 
Para 3. What’s wrong / r ight with the bill: 
Currently State law says riders must carry medical insurance to ride without a helmet. The Federal govt. says 
group medical policies must be available for riders but insurers need not pay benefits for injuries incurred while 
riding a motorcycle. Therefore this state law mandates that riders purchase a product that does not meet the 
requirements of the law. 
During the 2001 Session Representative Chavez introduced and the House passed HB 2585 to rectify the 
existing problem. Again the Senate changed the Bill to make it less explicit and the problem has continued to 
escalate. Officers still do not know the law and continue to write illegal tickets. Stops for non-helmet usage turn 
into fishing expeditions in some cases resulting in illegal searches. Judges admit to not knowing the law. Riders 
are forced to ride hundreds of miles, not once but twice, to plead their case in court. Though knowing the case 
will be won in court most just choose to simply pay the fine rather than go through the motions of a trial. It is 
far cheaper than losing two days work and spend those days traveling and sitting in courtrooms. 
 
Para 4. Reaffirm your  commitment to this issue. 
I cannot emphasize to you the importance I put on your vote for H.B. 264. After 7 years, this law needs to be 
changed to make it easy for everyone to understand it. 
 
Para 5. Ask for  a response. 
I look forward to hearing your position on this issue.

Tips on Phoning Your Texas State Legislators 
 
To find your state legislator’s phone number, you can use the online state legislature directory at 
http://www.capitol.state.tx.us/fyi/fyi.htm or call the state’s switchboard at 512-463-4630 and ask for your 
Senator and / or Representative’s office. 
 
Keep in mind that most state legislatures are only in session part-time, so to get the number for your legislator’s 
district office. 
Telephone calls are often taken by a staff member and not the actual legislative member. Ask to speak with the 
aide who handles the issue to which you wish to comment. If they are not available, you may also leave a 
message. If you speak with someone other than your legislator, take down their name and title. 
 
Upon reaching your state legislator on the phone, it’s easiest to follow the four basic steps: 
 
IDENTIFY yourself by name and the organization (if any) that you represent or the town from which your are 
calling. 
 
EXPLAIN why you are calling: “ I am calling to support / oppose HB____ / SB ____.”  Be polite and concise. 
Creating 1 or 2 talking points will focus the content of your message. Too much information may confuse your 
message. Ask your legislator his / her position on this issue. Don’ t assume that your legislator has prior 
knowledge of your issue. Be calm, respectful, and be prepared to educate, use local examples to accentuate your 
point. 
 
REQUEST a written response to your phone call if you did not speak to your legislative member. If the 
legislator requires further information, provide it as soon as possible.
