LETTER FROM THE EDITOR

Fighting Spam 
 
It has been estimated that 80% of all email is now 
“spam”.  
 
I forward all spam I receive to www.spamcop.net. This 
group determines the actual originating email address 
and notifies its ISP for action. If you look carefully, you 
will see that the spam you receive is not addressed to 
you.  
 
NEVER follow the “ remove”  instructions in a spam 
email because this gives the spammer a valid email 
address; they then can claim you “opted-in”  so they use 
your email address for other spam and sell it to other 
spammers.  
 
Every so often I receive an email from a spammer I have 
reported. The best responses so far are they were going 
to have me “arrested” , they were married with three 
children and this was their sole means of income,  and 
what was my email so they could delete it from their 
database (my response was I have multiple emails so 
delete all of them in their files to be sure of getting the 
right one).  
 
Why are you allowing this to occur? 
 
On April 21-25, 2004, Dawgs on Hawgs held their 8th 
annual rally at Lake Somerville, Burleson county, north 
of Houston. A portion of the entry fee was donated to 
charity. DPS sent over a dozen troopers to unlawfully 
harass, arrest, and search participants. Young female 
participants were forced to disrobe on the side of a 
public highway by DPS troopers which was videotaped 
by other rally participants. Further information can be 
viewed at www.dawgsonhawgs.com.  
 
A ride to the DPS Internal Affairs division in Austin 
from several Texas cities to file 1000 written complaints 
was held on Friday, May 21, 2004. Sputnik participated 
and addressed the group at DPS while TV cameras 
rolled.   
 
The ONLY reason anyone allows themselves or their 
loved ones to be unlawfully harassed, searched, or 
arrested by a LEO in the state of Texas is because they 
are allowing it to occur .   
 

The following is an excerpt: 
 
TEXAS PENAL CODE SECTION 9.31 – SELF 
DEFENSE 
 
The use of force to resist an arrest or search is justified: 
(1) if, before the actor offers any resistance, the peace 

officer (or person acting at his direction) uses or 
attempts to use greater force than necessary to make the 
arrest or search; and  

(2) when and to the degree the actor reasonably believes the 
force is immediately necessary to protect himself 
against the peace officer’s (or other person’s) use or 
attempted use of greater force than necessary.   

(d) The use of deadly force is not justified under this 
subchapter except as provided in Sections 9.32 – DEADLY 
FORCE IN DEFENSE OF PERSON and 9.34 – 
PROTECTION OF LIFE OR HEALTH  
 
Anyone who fears LEO actions in the State of Texas needs 
to obtain a Texas Concealed Handgun License (CHL), even 
if you don’ t like guns.  The DPS activities at Dawgs on 
Hawgs probably would not have occurred had every person 
stopped been armed or DPS thought they were.    
 
There are over 250,000 regular CHL and 1,500 Instructor 
licenses issued in Texas. An issued CHL is part of your 
drivers license online record.

CHAIRMAN’S CORNER 
Sputnik Strain 
 
Missouri riders of FORR have been waging a tough 
battle for their right to choose this year. With the session 
coming to a close in three days, they have cleared the 
House and the committee in the Senate. The Bill must 
come to a Senate Floor vote and pass no later than April 
13th. They need 18 votes to pass the Bill and have 20 
committed Senators for yes votes.  Let©s cross our fingers 
and watch the results of this one. 
 
HR 2844 passed in the House, has been read twice in the 
Senate and placed on the legislative calendar.  This bill 
sets a time frame for special elections to fill vacancies in 
the House in emergency situations.  
Part of Article I, section 2 of the Constitution states 
"When vacancies happen in the Representation from any 
State, the Executive Authority thereof shall issue Writs 
of Election to fill such Vacancies."  There is no reason to 
appoint members of the House, as the "Continuity of 
Government Commission" wants. The Constitution is 
clear, does not need to changed, and we sure won©t 
disintegrate if we take a few days and elect new 
representatives. 
 
Judiciary Committee chairman F. James Sensenbrenner 
(R-WI) Put it best below,  "Let©s be clear.  Any 
constitutional amendment denying the right of elected 
representation would accomplish what no terrorist could, 
namely striking a fatal blow to what has otherwise 
always been ©The People©s House.©" Let our US Senators 
know we want our officials to continue to be elected, not 
appointed. Act quickly and ask them to vote NO on HR

Washington, DC, Apr. 27 (UPI) -- Lawmakers in California 
are considering a proposal to make it illegal to light up in a 
private car if children are present. The legislation, which is 
being proposed by Assemblyman Marco Firebaugh, D-Los 
Angeles, would make California the first state in the nation 
to permit police to cite motorists for smoking a pipe, cigar 
or cigarette in a car with children under 19 present. 
Supporters of Firebaugh©s bill, the Sacramento Bee reported 
Tuesday, say it is a crucial step forward in the campaign to 
protect children from the allegedly damaging effects of 
second-hand smoke. "It just seemed to me that it was one 
effective, intelligent way to reduce the risk to kids," said 
Firebaugh, who argues that asthma is common among 
children in his home district in southeast Los Angeles.

One of those Big Brother traffic cameras in Washington, 
DC, snapped a picture of my wife©s car allegedly 
speeding.

AWARENESS MONTH. The Resolution passed the 
senate unanimously and awaits the President©s signature.

Missour i Helmet Law 
 
In Missouri the House has passed a Bill to allow those 
riders 21 years of age or older to choose whether to wear 
a helmet. This has been a long time coming but it still 
needs to be voted out of the Senate to become law. 
Congratulations FORR members and good luck with 
your Senate. 
 
Big Brother  is watching! 
 
MANALAPAN, Fla. (AP) One of the nation©s wealthiest 
towns will soon have cameras and computers running 

background checks on every car and driver that passes 
through. Police Chief Clay Walker said cameras will take 
infrared photos recording a car©s tag number, then software 
will automatically run the numbers through law 
enforcement databases. A 911 dispatcher is alerted if the car 
is stolen or is the subject of a "be on the lookout" warning. 
Next to the tag number, police will have a picture of the 
driver, taken with another set of cameras upgraded versions 
of the standard surveillance cameras already in place. If 
there is a robbery, police will be able to comb records to 
determine who drove through town on a given afternoon or 
evening. 
"Courts have ruled that in a public area, you have no 
expectation of privacy," said Walker, one of 11 sworn 
officers who protects Manalapan©s 321 residents. Still, 
Walker says Manalapan©s data will be destroyed every three 
months. Manalapan©s town council authorized $60,000 in 
security upgrades last week after three burglaries this winter 
robbed residents of $400,000 in jewelry. The town averages 
two or three burglaries per year and residents demanded 
swift response, Town Manager Gregory Dunham said. 
The 2000 Census listed Manalapan, about 15 miles south of 
West Palm Beach, among the nation©s richest cities, with 
two out of every three homes worth more than $500,000. 
  
MRF Beast Of The East 
 
We were asked to attend the MRF Beast Of The East in 
Canindiagua New York this weekend and do a workshop. It 
was hosted by the Ontario Chapter of New York ABATE. 
The facilities were sensational and the Bros and Sisters of 
NY were outstanding hosts. Karen Bolin, President MRF, 
let everyone know there would not be any of the past 
happenings take place during her watch. We shall attend the 
MRF Meeting of The Minds in September and I shall 
become a Sustaining Member. We joined the host, Ontario 
Chapter, and are now ABATE Members of New York. I 
could see only two things that could have been better. There 
was a big lake out behind the Inn with a large open Patio, 
tables, chairs and umbrellas. The problem, they wouldn©t 
even allow smoking outside on the patio. The AMA did a 
workshop on Motorcyclists Matter. They named the states 
whose governors had issued Proclamations this year, those 
who had motorcycle information in their drivers manuals 
and those who had gotten media coverage for Safety and 
Awareness. They also named those states that had put up 
signs or Billboards for motorcycle awareness. TEXAS was 
not mentioned. When I tried to explain about B.A.N.D. and 
how we did it by cities with media coverage his response 
was I guess you could do that. He didn©t even ask to explain 
it to others in the class. He wanted them to do everything by 
AMA©s guideline. Shows how petty they are.  
The Sons of Liberty Riders had a good turnout for the event 
and were highly praised for their actions in the brutal war 
for Liberty. Those guys are a very special addition to the 
information flow necessary to keep riders enjoined in the 



political battles across the nation. All in all it was a huge 
success and we have received many congratulatory 
Emails from those who were present.   
 
Poor , broke oil companies 
 
The Senate has just passed a Bill giving 14 trillion 
dollars in tax cuts to oil companies to help lower gas 
prices. It is very doubtful that this will help anyone 
except big oil companies. Oil is currently selling at over 
$40 per barrel. Oil companies showed a 962% increase 
in profits the first quarter as compared to the first quarter 
of 2003. There is something more than our interest 
involved in this giveaway. 
 
The District Director for KMA/KBA Louisville District, 
David Newman, sent word that he had gotten re-ignited 
when we were last in Kentucky. He sent a copy of one of 
his Campaign Flyers for us to see.

Louisiana riders have once again managed to dodge the 
bullet, for this year at least.  At the last minute the Bill 
was voted down. Three cheers for those Coonass riders 
for their tenacity and commitment. 
 
According to the Talon News 4/29/04 Each morning 
since 1988 the US House has recited the Pledge of 
Allegiance., alternating from Republican to Democrat 
legislators to lead it. Congressman McDermott did not 
say "under God" as he led the Pledge on Tuesday 
morning.  C-Span2 verified that he indeed omitted the 
words but said not one citizen had called in to complain. 
Congressman McDermott said the omission was because 
the issue is under review by the High Court. The journal 
for the day failed to show the words were omitted and 
wrote them into the record. 
 
I know we have all heard about the statement by Tim 
Buche (president MSF) before a congressional 
committee that Rider Training only lasts at most 10 
months. Several individuals and media have begun to 
question whether MSF is truly concerned about rider 
safety or are they headed toward trying to sell 
motorcycles. This question has come up by the fact that 
MSF is run by a manufacturers board. The Riders Edge 
program by Harley is admittedly aimed at selling the 
Buell. We are all aware of the ties to MIC(Motorcycle 
Industry Council) and the Manufacturers. The MIC 

publishes the statistics on motorcycles by state. These facts 
do not always match the stats we find in our state records.  
It is now known that these two groups share the same office 
and the same  president (Tim Buche.)  Does this create any 
concern anyone?

While enroute to Abilene for the city council meeting we 
received a call from a lady with the Wall Street Journal. She 
said she had been looking for me and found my cell number 
on the website.

We have learned that USAA will no longer sell insurance 
policies for motorcycles unless you wear a helmet. We 
haven©t seen a policy written under these rules but assume 
they will have a non-payment clause if you are not wearing 
a helmet. I called Joyce Hayes, my agent, and she says 
Progressive does not have this type rule. 
 
Members in Central Texas have started a new group called 
Central Texas Democratic Motorcyclists Association.  For 
the most part they are in a Republican run area but are 
looking to change that. You can check their website at

During the 2003 session (9 months) we sat in the Gallery of 
both House and Senate and watched those elected officials 
make a mockery of our State constitution and hide their 
actions from the public. Nearly every member of the 
legislature took part in these travesties whether willingly or 
from cowardice in fear of reprisals from those in control. 
This has been the worst session we have attended since our 
inception in 1993. Here is just a fraction of what goes on in 



your State Capitol. First off there must be a quorum to 
start a session. In the Senate when the chair says "clerk 
will call the Roll, she starts reading and he immediately 
bangs his gavel and says "there being a quorum present 
the Senate is now in session." It doesn©t require a 
mathematical genius to see there may only be about a 
dozen senators present. 
In the House they issue Roll Call and maybe 35 people 
rush around pushing buttons on each desk to show a 
quorum and they aren©t even close. This means that most 
Bills are run illegally but no one will call a point of 
order.  
 
Our Texas Constitution requires that each Bill must be 
read and voted on three several days. This was put into 
the constitution to be certain that each legislator has time 
to listen to what each has to say about the Bill and time 
to really understand what is being voted on. It allows 
time for misinformed legislators to hear of things in the 
Bill that were added quietly and possibly change their 
vote on the next day. It protected the public from 
chicanery. Both Houses consistently suspend this 
requirement without even voting to do so. They then 
pass the Bill, once again without a vote. Here is how it 
works: Immediately after the Bill receives it©s second 
vote, the author asks for unanimous consent to suspend 
the rules and vote for final passage. The chair ask if 
there be any objections, immediately pounds his gavel 
and says "There being none, so ordered." Same thing 
immediately happens again and again it passes on third 
reading by unanimous consent. Any one can voice 
objection and they then have to actually take the vote. 
I asked one Rep. why no one objected and made them 
vote on every Bill. His reply was "You don©t rock the 
boat if you can keep from it." Piss poor reasoning I say. 
When a Roll Call vote is called the Senate clerk starts 
reading the names and the chair immediately bangs his 
gavel and says something like " There being 28 Ayes, 2 
Nays and one not voting the Bill has passed." No one 
even bothered to say anything and several were not even 
there on most Bills. 
In the House a Roll Call vote is done electronically. 
When a vote is called for, people once again scuttle like 
mice punching buttons. A constituent is never aware that 
his Rep or Senator never even came to the Floor for the 
vote.  
 
Committee hearings a farce. 
 
On first reading a Bill is sent to a committee. The Bills 
are brought up for public testimony during the hearings. 
Maybe! If the Bill is not to the liking of the chair or their 
superiors the Bill dies without a Committee hearing. 
However if the Bill does not receive action in a specified 
time frame it can, by rule, be removed and placed in 
another committee. Same thing happens here. I spoke 

with some legislators on this omission while our Bills died 
in committee. I asked one legislator if that wasn©t the rule 
and was told yes but nobody uses that rule. Next question, 
why not? The answer once again was "You don©t want to 
piss off the chairman of a committee and if you did, you 
would be branded a trouble maker, and no other committee 
chair would bring it out." This is just a small part of what is 
wrong in our state capitol. Each legislator, some more than 
others, will base their actions on getting re-elected. Stay for 
at least ten years and you retire with a magnificent package 
of money and perks for life. I believe it is time that we put a 
biker in office with the explicit purpose of challenging these 
violations at every turn. We can attract media attention and 
let the people who are ignorant of what really happens in 
their capitol learn the truth. A big majority of Bills are not 
passed or killed by their content but by what is good for 
their personal safety. You would never get a Bill passed but 
you could accomplish the will of those who put you in 
office. Until such time let©s try the first step. Attend every 
political function possible and ask the candidates if they 
would support requiring a record vote on each Bill and 
Amendment. Ask those currently in office if they would 
support a Bill to require recorded votes to allow their 
constituents to check their voting record so they could 
gauge the legislator©s honesty and integrity….  
Let us know the answers you receive.

NEGATIVE PROPAGANDA ABOUT TEXAS 
INSURERS 
 
Editorial:  Reforms backfire

2004 
  
Insurance reforms in Texas have produced windfall 
profits for the insurance industry but have not resulted in 
the expected drop in insurance rates. If the Texas 
Department of Insurance cannot adequately protect the 
public, the Legislature must again take up insurance 
reform. In the auto insurance field, 1995 tort reform 
legislation was supposed to give a break to Texas 
insurers as a step toward passing savings along to Texas 
policyholders.  
Instead, according to consumer groups, that insurance-
friendly legislation has resulted in a windfall of more 
than $2 billion that was not passed along to consumers. 
In a recent study by consumer groups, according to D.J. 
Powers, executive director of the Center for Economic 
Justice, Texas car insurance customers were overcharged 
$900 million in 1996 and $1.2 billion in 1997, resulting 
in adding more than $2 billion to the bottom line of 
insurance companies because of sharply reduced payouts 
starting in 1996.  
These windfall profits, according to Texas Citizen 
Action, were sent out of state rather than passed along to 
Texas consumers.  
Representatives of Consumers Union©s Southwest 
Regional Office joined consumer groups in calling on 
insurance companies to immediately lower Texas 
automobile insurance rates and return two years of 
excess premiums. The powerful senior-support 
organization AARP joined with consumer groups in a 
call for greater reform of Texas© homeowners insurance 
industry, which continues to have the nation©s highest 
insurance rates despite legislative attempts to protect 
Texas consumers. Again, if the Texas Department of 
Insurance cannot hold insurers accountable, then 
lawmakers must reconsider this issue. Officials with the 
Texas Watch consumers group report that Texas 
homeowners pay an average premium of $1,200 a year 
compared to a national average of $569.  
While 2003 insurance reforms were supposed to give 
state regulators the authority to hold insurers who write 
home policies accountable, not much progress is evident. 
State Farm and Farmers insurance companies have filed 
court challenges to rate rollbacks.  
Other insurance companies selling homeowner policies 
negotiated with state regulators for a better deal for 
themselves and a worse deal for consumers, according to 
Texas Watch.  

A Texas AARP official, according to The Dallas Morning 
News, has declared that the insurance companies have all 
but ignored the Texas insurance commissioner©s rate 
rollback announced last August.  
Texas Watch, the nonpartisan consumer research 
organization, estimates that property and casualty insurance 
companies have posted 900 percent profits between 2002 
and 2003 while ignoring demands for lower home, auto and 
medical malpractice insurance rates.  
Consumers deserve better.  
 



U.N. Cr ime-Fighting Treaty Spells Disaster  for  
America

The United Nations threatens to chip yet again from 
America©s Constitution 
and its system of individual rights, as a 2000 treaty 
aimed at combating crime on the global level has reared 
its menacing head in the Senate Foreign Relations 
Committee. 
 
The U.N. Convention Against Transnational Organized 
Crime, a measure adopted 
Nov. 15, 2000 at the General Assembly©s 55th session 
and signed by the United States three months later, holds 
potential to destroy our judicial system, ravage our 
individual rights to privacy and boost the powers of the 
international police force – and it now rests in a senate 
committee, step one toward ratification. 
 
The intent of the UNTOC is to "promote cooperation to 
prevent and combat 
transnational organized crime more effectively." The 
treaty purports only to concern itself with the prevention 
of "serious crime" committed by an 
"organized criminal group" that crosses national 
boundaries – but herein 
lies the first of many problems with the document. The 
treaty does not even 
clearly define what constitutes "serious crime." 
 
"Serious crime shall mean conduct constituting an 
offense punishable by a 
maximum deprivation of liberty of at least four years or 
a more serious penalty," Article 2 reads. Look hard at the 
choice of words, "a maximum...of at least." What does 
that mean? On one hand, serious crimes are those worthy 
of at least four years imprisonment; on the other hand, 
serious crimes are defined as those that are punishable 
by a maximum of four years imprisonment. Perhaps 
clarification of what constitutes a serious crime can be 
derived from the context of other Article 2 definitions. 
 
"Organized criminal group is a structured group of three 
or more persons, existing for a period of time and acting 
in concert with the aim of 
committing one or more serious crimes." Meanwhile, a 
structured group "does 
not need to have formally defined roles for its members, 
continuity of its 
membership or a developed structure." 
 
If these definitions are meant to lay the basis for the 
treaty©s jurisdiction, the document is off to a roaring 
confusing start that leaves 

little room for conclusion but that parties to this treaty have 
an open door to pursue a wide variety of crimes and vast 
majority of criminals across sovereign bounds. 
 
And it©s not that ridding the world of criminals is a bad idea. 
But how these crimes and criminals, as defined very loosely 
in this treaty, are 
actually to be exposed and apprehended leads this nation 
down a slippery slope of constitutional encroachment, with 
powers reserved normally to our 
elected officials and governments becoming slowly 
transferred to the United Nations. 
 
For proof of this potential, just read the treaty. 
 
Article 7 establishes an international intelligence agency "to 
serve as a 
national center for the collection, analysis and dissemination 
of information regarding potential money-laundering." This 
U.N. Agency is given authority to regulate and monitor all 
banks for "suspicious transactions" and to oversee bank 
customer identification programs. 
 
Articles 9 and 34 intrude upon our sovereign rights to create 
our own laws by, respectively, requiring treaty participants 
to "adopt legislative, administrative or other effective 
measures to promote integrity and to 
prevent, detect and punish the corruption of public 
officials," and by mandating each nation to "take the 
necessary measures, including legislative and administrative 
measures...to ensure the implementation of its obligations 
under this convention." 
 
Why do we need the United Nations to tell us how to run 
our criminal system? This is a constitutional degradation 
that should not be tolerated, 
especially from a global entity that is historically incapable 
of keeping its own nose free of corruption (witness, for 
example, the on-going Oil for Food scandal). 
 
But wait, there©s more. . . 
Article 14 sets up a system of financial incentives for treaty 
nations to capture criminals and assets. Nations  
confiscating properties and cash can either donate seized 
booty to a global account for use by all treaty 
parties, or divvy it among other nations of choosing. Either 
funding choice is distasteful. 
 
The latter provides a powerful incentive for, say, poorer 
nations to obtain 
fast cash, as it conceivably turns international crime-
fighting efforts into little more than a system for aggressive 
bounty hunters to prowl for their next big pay-off. Article 
30 describes the other option. "State parties shall endeavor 
to make adequate and regular voluntary 



contributions to an account...in a U.N. funding 
mechanism." The money in 
this global account is then used to buy "modern 
equipment," like 
surveillance technology, and to fund investigative 
training programs for all treaty parties. 
 
Sounds like a well-funded, highly trained and elitist 
U.N. police force – and still the list of powers ceded to 
the global level continues. 
 
Article 20 suggests treaty parties share "special 
investigative techniques." 
Article 17 calls for cooperation among nations with 
"searches and seizures" 
and "examining objects and sites." Article 31 seeks to 
establish global regulations for "lawyers, notaries public, 
tax consultants and accountants" and other professionals 
with the potential to launder money or hide assets. 
 
With treaty provisions like this, it©s questionable how 
long constitutional 
protections, ranging from "innocent until proven guilty" 
to Amendments Four, Five and even Six – which 
recognize the concepts of "due process of law" and 
"unreasonable searches and seizures" – will remain 
intact. With the United Nations in charge, and socialist 
ideology at the helm, logic says not long. 
 
Overseeing all is the U.N. Secretary-General, who is 
tasked with running a 
"Conference of the Parties" meeting that brings together 
all the treaty nations for discussion and debate on how 
these global crime-fighting techniques might best be 
implemented, enhanced, strengthened and fine-tuned. 
 
But the real icing on the cake for Americans concerned 
with the future of our sovereignty is the dispute 
adjudication process. 
 
Nations in disagreement with "interpretation or 
application" of the treaty "may refer the dispute to the 
International Court of Justice," Article 35 
states. This is the court we as a nation refused to join 
because it places our citizens at the mercy of foreign 
judges who are mostly hostile to America©s interests and 
who care little for our constitutional protections. 
 
Kindly, the treaty also allows for nations to opt-out from 
this international court jurisdiction. But the questions 
then becomes, why join 
this convention at all? 
 
That, in fact, is the overriding problem with this treaty: It 
never makes clear the reasons America should ratify. 
International court concern aside, this treaty provides 

nothing that cannot already be achieved among nations with 
true intent to prevent and halt serious crime. Nothing 
currently 
prevents countries from assisting with the capture of 
criminals or tracking of crimes across state borders. 
Nothing, that is, except those barriers that even this treaty 
cannot overcome – like the inability of hostile nations to 
trust and cooperate. 
 
Is it really worth endangering our constitutional system of 
law and justice, and its inherent protections for the 
individual, for a risky international agreement that depends 
largely upon the honor of foreign and even hostile nations 
for its success? 
 
The answer is obviously no – but the fact that the future of 
this treaty, not yet ratfied, depends largely upon the decision 
of Foreign Relations 
Committee Chair Richard Lugar (R-Ind.) is unsettling, to 
say the least. Lugar has seemingly embraced all-things-U.N. 
these past few weeks, pushing to ratification a U.N. 
Protocol that gives global authorities greater power to 
inspect our nuclear sites and technology, while at the same 
time battling 
for senate passage of the U.N. Law of the Sea Treaty, a 
devastating compromise of American sovereignty that 
allows international oversight and regulation of the world©s 
waters, along with the air and space above. 
 
We can only hope Lugar©s binge of internationalist policy 
has ended because 
this latest U.N. measure makes the protocol and sea treaties 
seem like child©s play. 
 
MOTORCYCLE SAFETY UNIT 
Spring 2004 NewsBrief 
 
General. In this NewsBrief we©ll recap of our FY03 
accomplishments (funding, training etc.).  We©ll also discuss 
what we expect to see in 2004 and in general provide an 
update of what is going on in the motorcycle safety 
program. 
 
Budget. FY03.  We were budgeted $920,367 in FY-2002 
and spent about $657,000.  We surrendered over $262,000 
from our budget to help during the 2003 budget-balancing 
act.  We purchased and distributed 73 Kawasaki BN125 
training motorcycles for a total of $160,162, only that 
promotional material specifically called for in the law, all of 
the material necessary to convert the state training program 
to the Basic RiderCourse, 400 helmets to provide to our 
training sites and materials for the Experienced RiderCourse 
conversion.  We distributed a record amount of over 
300,000 pieces of promotional materials leaving our storage 
areas devoid of all promotional materials.   
 



FY04 Outlook.  Our FY-04 budget is $920,367.00.  
Appropriation comes from the Highway Fund (Fund 6) 
instead of our dedicated fund (Fund 501).  Of that 
amount, we intend to purchase approximately 100 
training motorcycles.  The new bikes will go to new or 
expanding sites or to those that have Honda CB125 units 
that are no longer feasible to repair. 
To date we have ordered 100 training motorcycles, 
60,000 Litter Bags, 40,000 Iron-on T-shirt transfers, 
40,000 CycleVision window decals, 40,000 CycleVision 
bumper stickers, 60,000 program decals, 40,000 program 
patches, 60,000 key fobs, 30,000 "Drive Aware" rulers, 
60,000 Program Lapel Pins, 20,000 Leather "Look 
Again" coasters and 250 replacement helmets.  Most of 
these items are now in stock so if you need some for a 
promotional event, let us know. 
 
Training:  There were 23,836 students enrolled in either 
the Basic or Advanced course.  This is another record 
high.  Since 1996, we have had a 391% increase in 
demand for training (6,045 in 1996 compared with 
23,836 in 2003).  The Basic Course enrollment increased 
11%, the Advanced Course enrollment decreased 3%, 
20,714 of the enrolled students completed their course 
for a pass rate of 93%, women accounted for 25% of the 
total students trained and 901 of the Basic Course 
students were minors.  We established new sites or 
improved the operation of sites in the following 
communities: Austin, Irving, Bedford, Mesquite, 
Arlington, Southlake, El Paso, Houston, Magnolia, 
Lubbock, Midland, and San Angelo.  We did not do any 
RiderCoach Training in 2003 but did update nearly 300 
RiderCoaches to the MSF©s new Basic RiderCourse.  
  
Basic RiderCourse Conversion:  The conversion to the 
Basic RiderCourse was our primary focus during 2003.  
All of our active Instructors completed a two-day 
curriculum update to become Basic RiderCourse 
RiderCoaches.  We had all of the ranges (70+ locations) 
repainted to the new course layout.  We expected the 
process to take a full year to complete but in reality, it 
only took about six months.  We still have some growing 
pains with the new curriculum, but for the most part our 
RiderCoaches are enthusiastic and dedicated to 
presenting the curriculum as designed. 
 
2004 Expectations:  We expect to strengthen our rider-
training infrastructure by placing more training bikes 
into the system, training nearly 85 RiderCoaches and 
adding more training sites during FY-2004.  We expect 
our training figures to break the 30,000-student mark by 
2005 and we need the additional resources to accomplish 
that goal.

Operator Training Courses are offered in the following
