Louisiana riders have lost their right to free choice 
as the 1999 helmet choice law has been repealed!  
Governor Kathleen Blanco will sign the bill revoking 
motorcyclist’s  “Right to Choose”.  
 
This month’s Warrior contains reports from both the 
Republican and Democratic state conventions.

Just when you think it is safe to ride: A DPS trooper 
stopped TMRAII member Randy Wheeler outside of 
Weatherford for “not wearing a helmet”  – the only 
reason. TMRAII’s response was to assist Mr. Wheeler 
with pleading not guilty, requesting a jury trial, filing a 
written Internal Affairs complaint with DPS, and 
complaint letters to his State Senator Craig Estes and 
Representative Phil King. At press time, no response 
received from anyone.  
 
Time to switch: TXU has requested their fourth rate 
increase in 24 months, another 6% effective August 1, 
2004.  Their last increase was May 2004. 
TXU current rate is 10.39 cents kWh with an average 
use of 1000 kWh per month. 
TXU is allowed two increases per year. You can count 
on them to keep raising rates. Green Mountain Energy 
(866-785-4668 M-F 7-7 CT) is 10 cents kWh.  Wind and 
sun are still free. 
 
There is a simple way to finance Texas schools – 
legalize casino gambling. An outdated estimate was $30 
million a DAY is spent in Louisiana casinos by Texas 
residents.  
 
“ There is always that possibility” . 
 
In the opening scene of the 1969 movie “Butch Cassidy 
and the Sundance Kid” , a card player says to Butch 
Cassidy “ If I draw on you, you’ ll kill me.” . The reply is 
“There’s always that possibility.” .  A CHL Instructor is 
required by law to have access to a DPS inspected and 
approved firing range where they teach the DPS 
approved “Basic Handgun Marksmanship”  class. It is a 
given that if you have access to a firing range, you 
would be inclined to use it two or three times a week. 
 
As of May, 2004, there are 241,000 CHL holders and 
1,400 DPS certified CHL Instructors in Texas. When 

you become a CHL Instructor, all you receive is a paper 
certificate. There is no designation on a CHL or in 
computerized records available to a LEO as to who is a 
CHL Instructor.  
 
All LEO officers are taught that, according to FBI 
statistics, anyone, with some practice, can draw a 
handgun from a place of concealment, aim, and fire in 6 
tenths of a second. A handgun equipped with a laser 
sight eliminates any need for marksmanship.   
 
Several LEO’s who are also CHL Instructors have told 
stated what they fear the most is another CHL Instructor.   
 
Anyone can join the Texas Concealed Handgun 
Instructors Association whose dues are $20.00 per year.  
They have available a really nice 3 inch round patch 
which is red, white, and gold on a blue background for

CHAIRMAN’S CORNER 
Sputnik  
 
Democratic Convention Repor t 
 
What a pathetic turnout for the Convention this 
weekend. The weather was bad but not nearly as bad as 
it was for Dream Town ’94 in FT. Worth but where were 
the Warriors?   We can only hope they were at Bucks on 
the Brazos or at Old Sawmill Town giving support to our 
cause. Those in Houston were in for the fight of their 
lives due to the drop in numbers during the day and the 
time of their lives at KOA during the off duty hours. 
Friday we rode in to the assigned parking place, except 
for your chairman who was chauffeured to the front door 
in Greg’s sidecar. This was just one of the firsts for us 
during a convention. Speakers talked before your 
chairman addressed the group. Our Caucus had several 
speakers including Robert Fletcher, President Texas 
Confederation of ABATE. His was a rousing call to 
arms and now I know what people mean when they say 
“That’s a tough act to follow.”  Chairman Soechting 
spoke of continued involvement in our goal of 
government by the people. He congratulated us on our 
achievements in the political arena. Ro spoke of the 
support for our effort from NWTCOC. He invited all to 
attend the Rock The CapRock in Levelland next 
weekend. Tonya then spoke of the Central Texas 
Democrat Motorcyclists Association and invited others 
to form such a group in their area. It was then my turn to 
offer another first. We welcomed two fighters for 
Liberty to our Caucus in absenteeism. Mike Rizzo and 
Penny Adams were officially given the run of the Floor 
during the convention.    
 
We then broke out into our SD Caucus meetings. The 
race for SDEC Female, dist. 11, had our own Janet 
Mayeaux in the running for that position. Two men 
opposed her right to the position and it turned into a 
battle. Your chair was across the room as Janet stood up 
from her chair, walked up face to face and gave them a 
tongue lashing. I stepped out the side door, circled the 
room and entered the door at her back. Janet said when 
she glimpsed the Mohawk she knew her back was 
covered and she really dressed them down, demanding 
an apology for her county caucus. I had told her, win or 
lose don’ t cry.”  As she turned to walk away from them 
she faced me and said “and I didn’ t cry.”  I then 
explained to the leader how rude he had been and that he 
owed Janet a personal public apology. I invited him to 
let’s go outside and have a cigarette but he chose not to 
go. He did apologize to Janet and seconded her 
nomination. At that point Janet accepted his apology and 
offered her hand, which he accepted. She won by a 
landslide. Another first for us at a convention. We now 
have her Royal Highness Janet Mayeaux in our midst. 

 
Back at camp we had beer butt chicken, baked potatoes, 
corn and lot’s of fun filled chatting. Her Royal Highness 
knighted a few subjects after our meal. Early Saturday 
morning we headed back to town for the committee 
hearings, especially the Resolution Committee. We had 
five members on the committee with Mike as our 
spokesperson. All three Resolutions we had offered were 
passed. A group had introduced a Resolution for the 
Party to support legalizing the use of medicinal 
Marijuana in Texas. Mike and our Warriors then offered 
up a Minority Report to bring the Resolution directly to 
the Floor. It was great to watch the reactions of the new 
delegates during the committee hearings. Your chairman 
was suffering greatly reduced breathing ability due to 
constant running between committee hearings and the 
Floor and the high heat and humidity. It became 
necessary to delegate some of the running and I am 
proud of the way our Warriors responded. 
We were allowed to commandeer a table in the eating 
area where we placed free food for bikers only during 
the hearings. This allowed our members to have a 
private table where they could stop for a bite to eat and 
some of the women, headed by Tonya, delivered plates 
to those of our group serving on committee. Another 
first for the Warriors. Now it was time to head to the 
Floor. 
 
Speeches and elections carried the first part of the Floor 
proceedings and then it was down to the Resolutions. 
We have several members going to Boston, including 
Warrior Charles Soechting as Chairman of the Texas 
DNC. Another first. We passed all three of our 
Resolutions on the Floor after a hard fought battle on the 
Failure To Yield Resolution. This time we were not 
successful based on our numbers present but rather by 
our reputation and the fire in the guts of those Warriors 
who took the time to take the fight to them. All three 
votes could have gone either way. We could easily have 
been set back 10 years due to the majority of the 
Warriors, ABATE members and COC members lack of 
involvement. I am confident this will not happen in 
2006.

Melt in your 
mouth brisket and all the trimmings served to cancel our 
hunger and the music from Colorado and band 
entertained us with Patriotic song. Those in attendance 
agreed they had the same feelings as in ’94. It was truly 
inspiring to hear those first timers try to express their 
feelings of pride at what they had been a part of for the 
past three days. It is my hope that God grant me the 
ability to be present at the next such gathering as those 
who will be the leaders of this army continue to learn. 
God Bless Texas and those who fight to reaffirm our 
constitutional REPUBLIC

It is time for us to awake and realize that the pledge we 
took when becoming Warriors is a pledge to the never-
ending war for the future of our grand children. We 
searched for the enemy and realized that it was our lack 
of involvement. Thanks to our high level of involvement 
we have seen many changes in Austin. You have 
become true Legislative Warriors and now victory is 
ours to win or lose, between now and next May.

These people ride around pretending to be 
brothers who are bonded by interest in the welfare of 
others when in fact they do not understand the meaning 
of brothers. They have no idea how they got the right to 
ride without helmets, pay less than $2000 per year for 
their bike insurance and cruise up and down the Houston 
HOV Lane. My guts were in turmoil by the time I 
reached the office. 
 
My next evaluation comes on Tuesday the 8th. If I tell 
Dr. Baker the way to ease my depression is to allow me 
to see proof at least one day a week that our Warriors are 
indeed taking their pledge as Warriors seriously and 
have made a difference each month. Of course I©m sure 
he would say he couldn©t follow through on that type 
prescription and he would be right. But you can. 
 
Last months Warrior is the largest and most 
informational newsletter to date. Thanks to the Chapters 
and District Advisors who provided reports this month. 
Keep it up. Those who failed to provide information 
please correct that oversight next month. Thanks to Tony 
and Garry for their work on our behalf. 
 
When was the last time you personally signed one of 
your riding friends to membership? Do it this month. 
Send in your renewal along with a membership 
application from a friend. If you are a Life member then 
send in two applications from your friends. I will ask 
Mike to keep records of who does this and post it in the 
Warrior. You will also receive a certificate proclaiming 
you as an Exemplary Warrior. We are the best and now 
it is time we become the largest. To do this we must 
work with others of like mind. I received a complaint for 
having Northwest Texas Confederation of Clubs on the 
back of our new shirts. NWTCOC not only provided the 
idea and the art work for the original shirt but made 
alterations to their shirt at my request. They ordered the 
shirts AND PAID FOR THEM! They co-host the Rock 
The Caprock Rally and as we do not purchase beer, they 
supply the beer at no cost to us. For everyone’s 
information if not for the financial support we receive 
from NWTCOC the office would already have been 
closed months ago. Look in the Platinum Members list 
and note the expiration date. Read all the names listed on 
the Supporter pages and see how many clubs, whose 
runs you attend, are not listed. Time to stop and think, do 
you try to get them involved or look at the Clubs that do 
support us. I wear my new shirt proudly and thank the 
NWTCOC for the opportunity to do so.

State Inspection WARNING!  
 
A friend in Corpus called about some rules for 
inspections on motorcycles that we were unaware of. He 
was taking classes to become an Inspection Station at his 
shop.  
 
A tail light must measure at least 15" from center to 
ground. A bike must have both Front and rear brakes. 
One rule that he didn©t know yet, that to pass a safety 
inspection the handlebars can be no more than 15" above 
the seat. I was told of one location that has been shut 
down for improper inspections.  
 
These are not laws. The law allows the agency to set 
guidelines and they use a national standard. Seems we 
have another fish to fry in Austin.

Just one of many 
companies moving overseas to cut the amount of taxes 
on their profit. According to CNN they work for eleven 
other governments. Legislators say the work will be 
done in America, by American citizens but this seems to 
be a dangerous precedent. No company hired by 
government has yet lived up to the contract terms. 
 
We spent a good bit of time interviewing Mr. Morrison 
in District 22 Congressional district this past week. This 

is the new district created by the redistricting vote during 
the first three special sessions. We asked some really 
hard, pointed questions of Mr. Morrison and he 
answered as passionately as any candidate we have ever 
interviewed. We did inform the candidate of our goals 
and our passion to achieve them. Mr. Nickerson is the 
next candidate your chair hopes to grill in the next 
couple of weeks. If you have the opportunity to 
interview any of the candidates in your district please do 
so and pass along the information. 
Next week we will begin checking out the candidates in 
the House races with no incumbent. These will be 
important to our goals for the state. 
 
We stopped by the KOA Campground Sunday to check 
out the facilities. The only draw back we found was the 
distance from the camp area to the restrooms. We shall 
see about putting some Port-A-Pots in our area (at our 
cost of course.) If you haven©t made reservations time is 
running out. At least the cabins are directly adjacent to 
the camping area. 
 
Watch the news tomorrow to see how the House votes 
on appointing Congressmen rather than waiting for an 
election. Hopefully you have all contacted your 
congressmen/women concerning. Of course should this 
HJR pass it would require a constitutional amendment 
but it is pretty hard to believe the public would get 
informed or even bother to vote. 
 
Received word from Del that Cindy©s mother has passed 
away and they will be out of state for a while. 
Condolences to both and to Cindy©s family also.  Keep 
them in your prayers that their trip be as comfortable as 
circumstances permit. 
 
Starting Thursday our schedule will negate our being in 
the office for about ten days.  The cell phone will be on 
and we will respond to email as often as we can get to a 
computer. Due to the cost of gasoline we will try to cut 
back on any but absolutely necessary travel. It will be a 
hard determination to make as each trip furthers our 
future successes.  
If you live in a Representative district with no incumbent 
get out and talk to the candidates. That could save a trip 
from the office to that district but somehow or other 
these interviews are a necessary part of what we do. We 
have about two months to choose which races will 
receive most of our attention, especially State House 
races.  
 
NATIONAL FOCUS 
 
The Border Patrol is touting their new Employment 
Authorization Document, formerly known as the Green 
Card. It will have all the safeguards such as finger print, 



facial scan, etc. And why is it so important to the Feds 
that these cards be virtually impossible to counterfeit? 
By their own words they want to be sure the right people 
are receiving US benefits. 
 
Also along the border Mexican officials say they are 
concerned about a growing presence of members of the 
criminal gang, Maras Salvatrucha. According to officials 
this gang©s members are moving up from Central 
America to establish smuggling lanes for drugs and 
humans. The Maras Salvatrucha was established in Los 
Angeles during the ©80s and matured in El Salvador and 
Honduras after being deported by INS. 
Maras members are easily spotted because their heads, 
necks and arms are often covered with elaborate tattoos 
bearing symbols of the gang’s three main groups: “MS,”  
“13,”  “18. They also have tattoos depicting dice, 
crossbones or daggers. 
The gang reportedly has at least 200 cells along the 
border with each cell having at least 20 members. 
Reportedly they have established lanes in Matamoras 
and San Benito, Texas. One Border Patrol Agent said he 
hasn©t seen any in custody but he has seen them. The 
Maras Salvatrucha is said to be one of the most deadly 
gangs anywhere. That means at least 400 blood thirsty 
criminals are poised to cross the border at will and have 
apparently already done so in some cases. It©s time for 
the Feds to do what the constitution laid out for them to 
do.    
  
New Jersey Clubs will stop having Ladies Night or face 
charges of Civil Rights violations. They are 
discriminating against men by charging them $10 cover 
charge while allowing women in for free. 
 
In a special election to fill the seat vacated by 
Congressman Jankelow the voters of South Dakota have 
elected Stephanie Herseth to the seat. This is the second 
special election in which voters have replaced 
Republicans with Democrats. The way things are being 
battled around in DC right now I don©t see that it makes 
much difference. 
 
Speaking of special elections, the House is apparently 
killing the HJR to amend the constitution to allow for 
House members to be appointed rather than elected if 
half of them should be killed in an emergency. This is 
really great news for all of America but there is also 
some not so good news for Texans. An amendment 
Resolution to accomplish the same thing has been 
introduced in the Senate. Death of the House Resolution 
will also kill the Senate Resolution offered by none other 
than Texas© own Senator John Cornyn. I can©t even feign 
surprise. 
 

And once again comes sad news of a hero being 
investigated for a political crime in Washington DC, the 
cesspool of the world. US Senator Ben Nighthorse 
Campbell is being investigated for lobbying for a 
company to get a $1,000,000 contract without being bid. 
It is charged that he tried to get the contract for a friend 
who was his highest campaign contributor. 
He is innocent until proven guilty but chances are he will 
be charged. What a shame. 
 
This from North Carolina: 
What a wonderful and hard- working legislative body we 
have these days. They spend lots of time debating the 
merits of mini-bottles, seat-belt laws and tattooing, but 
only a very short period discussing the merits of the 
governor©s veto of 156 budget items before the House 
overrode him on 155 of them. As one of our senators 
says, the governor stands on his principles, but we 
survive on pork. This is the same senator who will not 
debate his rival on the issues. Frankly, I think that we 
should throw all of the bums out. 
 
The Louisiana Senate passed HB109 but stripped it of 
the amendment allowing adult riders continue to choose. 
This is the same Bill already killed by the House once 
and the House sponsor says this move has killed the Bill. 
Maybe a hard ass Senator was good for riders this time. 
 
Heading for San Antonio in just a few hours. Hope to 
find a reasonable number of you there. 
 
Returned back to the office from San Antonio. The 
highlight of the weekend for me was a lesson on the 
Constitution by Congressman Ron Paul, Commissioner 
Jerry Patterson and State Rep. Hupp. The meeting was 
from 9-11:00pm. It was really great to see Tony & Linda 
Brownsword after so long a time. It was a real treat to 
see the new Warriors involved. The new female 
Warriors appeared less than impressed with how things 
were going. Spoke with Senator Hutchison this morning 
and we discussed Senator Campbell©s health. She said he 
is really feeling down about it.

We will be on air during the 
session again and hopefully be able to film Legislative 
day and run it.

WHAT ARE THOSE REPUBLICIANS UP TO?

Just got back from the 2004 Republican Party of Texas 
State Convention.  As you probably guessed, there were 
a lot of speeches, some voting and more speeches.  To 
sum it up simply, the theme of the entire convention was 
to get George W. Bush re-elected President.  I think the 
requirement to give a speech, was to talk about it.

"Foundation for Rational Economics and Education."  
This is a group organized by Congressman Ron Paul (R) 
Surfside, who is now one of my favorite politicians.  I 
would call him a "Constitutionalist."  Many of you have 
read some of his views and to learn more; contact him at 
Foundation of Rational Economics and Education, P.O.

Co-sponsoring this event was our 
good friend Land Commissioner Jerry Patterson (SB 99). 
 
Voting is always an important part of a political 
convention.  We voted on rules, delegates to the national 
convention in New York, national committee man and 
women, state executive committee members and of 
course the party platform.  The platform is 24 pages long 
so I will share only some of the highlights.  They are 
broken down like this: 
 
· Legislative Accountability - We support permanent 
legislative rules requiring that all votes on bills cast in 
the Texas House and Texas Senate be record votes that 
are freely available to the electorate.  Looks like one of 
our resolutions made into the Republican Party Platform.  
 
· Preserving National Security - The Party believes 
terrorism is the greatest threat to international peace and 
to the safety of our own citizens.  We also believe the 
current greatest threat to our individual liberties is 
overreaching government controls established under the 
guise of preventing terrorism.  We therefore urge: . . . 
review and revision of those portions of the USA Patriot 
Act, and related executive and military orders and 
directives that erode constitutional rights and essential 
liberties of citizens. 
 
· Government Lobbying - The Party supports legislation 
that opposes the hiring of lobbyists paid for by any tax 
dollars.  This is what bikers have been fighting for on the 
national level for years.  To stop the NHTSA safety crats 
and others from lobbing state officials to pass helmet 
and other ridiculous laws that restrict our freedoms.  
 
· United Nations - The Party believes it is in the best 
interest of the citizens of the United States that we 
immediately rescind our membership in, as well as all 
financial and military contributions to, the United 
Nations. . . . The Party urges Congress to evict the 
United Nations from the United States and eliminate any 
further participation.  This would certainly stop the 
NHTSA from getting in bed with the UN on mandatory 
use laws. 
 
· Downsizing the Federal Government - The Party 
supports the downsizing of the federal government in 
order to re-establish states© rights guaranteed by the 
Tenth Amendment of the United States Constitution.  
We further support the abolition of federal agencies 
involved in activities not delegated to the federal 
government under the original intent of the Constitution 
including, but not limited to, ATF; Surgeon General; 
EPA; the Departments of Energy, Housing and Urban 
Development, Health and Human Services, Education, 
Commerce and Labor.  These authorities should be 

eliminated or, where needed, transfer to the state or local 
governments.  We also call for the de-funding and 
abolition of the National Endowment for the Arts and 
the Public Broadcasting System.  As mentioned above, 
the Foundation of Rational Economics and Education 
uses this as one of its philosophies, of getting back to 
following the Constitution, as a means of correcting a lot 
of what ails this country. 
 
· Rule No. 43 - Candidate Platform Review - This is not 
a new rule, but one they keep trying to reword.  It boils 
down to this; Candidates will be given the platform and 
the Party wants to know their stance on each plank.  Will 
this eventually be tied to campaign money from the 
Party?  Can we determine if the candidate is a 
Republican at all or someone using the Party just to get 
elected?  Don©t know but this is what this rule is trying to 
do.  Wasn©t this one of our resolutions a couple years 
ago?    
 
The best thing about these conventions from my 
perspective is accessibility.  That is access to all kinds of 
elected officials.  You run into them all over and they are 
very willing to get to know you because you are ones 
who are helping them get elected.  And in the end that 
maybe all they care about is getting re-elected.  So the 
second part of this theory is "being in their face."  That©s 
right, every time they turn around there is a biker.  We 
are everywhere, in their office, in the halls of the State 
House, at political gatherings, fund raisers, putting up 
their yard signs, you name it, and we are hounding them.

As I head off to Baghdad for the final weeks of my stay 
in Iraq, I wanted to say thanks to all of you who did not 
believe the media. They have done a very poor job of 
covering everything that has happened. I am sorry that I 
have not been able to visit all of you during my two 
week leave back home.  And just so you can rest at night 
knowing something is happening in Iraq that is 
noteworthy, I thought I would pass this on to you This is 
the list of things that has happened in Iraq recently:  
 
Over 400,000 kids have up-to-date immunizations. 
 
School attendance is up 80% from levels before the war. 
 
Over 1,500 schools have been renovated and rid of the 
weapons stored there so education can occur. 
 
The port of Uhm Qasar was renovated so grain can be 
off-loaded from ships faster. 
 
The country had its first 2 billion barrel export of oil in 
August. 
 
Over 4.5 million people have clean drinking water for 
the first time ever in Iraq. 
 
The country now receives 2 times the electrical power it 
did before the war. 
 
100% of the hospitals are open and fully staffed, 
compared to 35% before the war. 
 
Elections are taking place in every major city, and city 
councils are in place. 
 
Sewer and water lines are installed in every major city. 
 
Over 60,000 police are patrolling the streets. 
 
Over 100,000 Iraqi civil defense police are securing the 
country. 
 
Over 80,000 Iraqi soldiers are patrolling the streets side 
by side with US soldiers. 

 
Over 400,000 people have telephones for the first time 
ever. 
 
Students are taught field sanitation and hand washing 
techniques to prevent the spread of germs. 
 
An interim constitution has been signed. 
 
Girls are allowed to attend school. 
 
Textbooks that don©t mention Saddam are in the schools 
for the first time in 30 years. 
 
Don©t believe for one second that these people do not 
want us there.  I have met many, many people from Iraq 
that want us there, and in a bad way. They say they will 
never see the freedoms we talk about but they hope their 
children will. We are doing a good job in Iraq and I 
challenge anyone, anywhere to dispute me on these 
facts. So If you happen to run into John Kerry, be sure to 
give him my  address in Denison, Iowa. This soldier will 
set him straight. If you are like me and very disgusted 
with how this period of rebuilding has been portrayed, 
tell this to a friend and let them know there are good 
things happening.

Police can search parked cars 
 
Police can search a parked car for drugs, guns or other 
evidence of a crime while arresting a driver or 
passengers nearby, the Supreme Court ruled Monday. 
 
The high court has already ruled that officers can search 
a car when arresting someone inside, and the same rule 
now applies if a motorist or passenger gets out of the car. 
 
The 7-2 ruling addressed a common situation, in which 
police pull over a suspicious car or come upon it while it 
is parked. Sometimes motorists get out of the car before 
an officer approaches, and it was not clear until now 
whether police had leeway to search the car. 
 
"In all relevant aspects, the arrest of a suspect who is 
next to a vehicle presents identical concerns regarding 
officer safety and the destruction of evidence as the 
arrest of one who is inside the vehicle," Chief Justice 
William H. Rehnquist wrote. 
 
Once told he is under arrest, a suspect outside a car 
could still lunge inside for a weapon, Rehnquist wrote. 
 
"It would make little sense to apply two different rules to 
what is, at bottom, the same situation," Rehnquist wrote 
for himself and Justices Sandra Day O©Connor, Anthony 
M. Kennedy, Clarence Thomas and Stephen Breyer. 
Justices Antonin Scalia and Ruth Bader Ginsburg agreed 
with the outcome. 
 
The ruling would apply only when a suspect was 
arrested close to a car, and would not apply to an 
abandoned car with no driver or recent occupant in sight. 
 
Justices John Paul Stevens and David Souter dissented. 
 
The new rule invites too many problems, Stevens wrote. 
"We are not told how recent is recent, or how close is 
close," he wrote. 
 
The case involved the 2001 search of a Virginia man©s 
gold Lincoln Town Car. He had been driving in Norfolk, 
Virginia, when an officer noticed his flashy car and 
ordered a computer check that found the tag was issued 
for a 1982 Chevrolet. Before the officer could stop 
Marcus Thornton to give him a ticket, Thornton pulled 
into a shopping center parking lot and got out. 
 

The officer arrested Thornton after he found marijuana 
and crack cocaine in Thornton©s pocket. After 
handcuffing Thornton, the officer searched the car and 
found a gun. 
 
The case is Thornton v. United States, 03-5165.

Military vs. 9/11 Survivor Benefits

I think the vast differences in compensation between 
victims of the September 11 casualty and those who die 
serving the country in uniform are profound. No one is 
really talking about it either, because you just do not 
criticize anything having to do with September 11.  
Well, I just cannot let the numbers pass by because it 
says something really disturbing about the entitlement 
mentality of this country.  If you lost a family member in 
the September 11 attack, you are going To get an 
average of $1,185,000.  The range is a Minimum 
guarantee of $250,000, all the way up to $4.7 Million.  
If you are a surviving family member of an American 
soldier killed in action, the first check you get is a 
$6,000 direct death benefit, half of which is taxable. 
Next, you get $1,750 for burial costs.  If you are 
the surviving spouse, you get $833 a month until you 
remarry. And there©s a payment of $211 per month for 
each child under 18. When the child hits 18, those 
 payments come to a screeching halt. Keep in mind that 
some of the people who are getting an average of $1.185 
million up to $4.7 million are complaining that it©s not 
enough. Their deaths were tragic, but for most, they 
were simply in the wrong place at the wrong time. 
Soldiers put themselves in harms way FOR ALL OF US, 
and they and their families know the dangers. We also 
learned over the weekend that some of the 
victims from the Oklahoma City bombing have started 
an organization asking for the same deal that the 
September 11 families are getting. In addition to that, 
some of the families of those bombed in the embassies 
are now asking for compensation as well.  
You see where this is going, don©t you? Folks, this is part 
and parcel of over 50 years of entitlement politics in this 
country. It©s just really sad. 
Every time a pay raise comes up for the military, they 
usually receive next to nothing of a raise. Now the 

green machine is in combat in the Middle East while 
their families have to survive on food stamps and live 
in low-rent housing. Make sense?  However, our own 
U.S. Congress just voted themselves a raise, and many 
of you don©t know that they only have to be in Congress 
one time to receive a pension that is more than $15,000 
per month, and most are now equal to being millionaires 
plus. They also do not receive Social Security on 
retirement because they didn©t have to pay into the 
system.  
If some of the military people stay in for 20 years and 
get out as an E-7, you may receive a pension of $1,000 
per month, and the very people who placed you 
in harm©s way receive a pension of $15,000 per month. I 
would like to see our elected officials pick up a 
weapon and join ranks before they start cutting out 
benefits and lowering pay for our sons and daughters 
who are now fighting. "When do we finally do 
something about this?" If this doesn©t seem fair to you, it 
is time to forward this to as many people as you can. If 
your interested there is more. This must be a campaign 
issue in 2004. Keep it going. If enough people receive 
this, maybe a seed of awareness will be planted and 
maybe good changes will evolve. WE, each one of us 
can make a difference. How many people can YOU send 
to?

In times of peace, but especially in times of war, 
a tour of duty is hard; you spend months away from your 
family and friends in countries thousands of miles away, 
performing one of the most dangerous jobs on earth. In 
Vietnam, I learned about the promises that soldiers make 
to each other; the meaning of leadership; the dangers of 
a government that is not accountable; and the knowledge 
of what the costs of war are for the individual soldiers, 
their families, and our country. We can never let politics 
get in the way of what is best for our troops. We have to 
always put the life of a private on the battlefield, the 
sailor on a patrol, or the airman in the belly of a plane 
first. We need to make a commitment that we will never 
leave our veterans behind and must do our part to care 
for those who have faced the horrors of battle. This is 
not only about keeping our nation©s promises; but about 
honoring those who defend it. Our military must be 
second to none; our troops must be taken care of when 
sent into harm©s way, and when we bring them home, 



they should be given the respect they©re due. My Dad 
taught me these lessons when he served in the Army Air 
Corps during World War II. The Greatest Generation is 
passing on their torch and their sacrifice will live as long 
as freedom does. I remember my father and thank those 
who are still here for their service.

Kerry ©Flips Off© Vietnam Vet  
 
Former Congressman John Leboutillier reports on a 
Memorial Day confrontation between Sen. John Kerry 
and a fellow Vietnam veteran: Democratic senator - and 
certain presidential nominee - John F. Kerry gave the 
middle finger to a Vietnam veteran at the Vietnam 
Memorial Wall on Memorial Day morning, 
NewsMax.com has learned.  
Ted Sampley, a former Green Beret who served two full 
tours in Vietnam, spotted Kerry and his Secret Service 
detail at about 9:00 a.m. Monday morning at the Wall. 
Sampley walked up to Kerry, extended his hand and 
said, "Senator, I am Ted Sampley, the head of Vietnam 
Veterans Against John Kerry, and I am here to escort 
you away from the Wall because you do not belong 
here."  
At that point a Secret Service officer told Sampley to 
back away from Kerry. Sampley moved about 6 feet 
away and opened his jacket to reveal a HANOI JOHN  
T-shirt.  Kerry then began talking to a group of 
schoolchildren. Sampley then showed the T-shirt to the 
children and said, "Kerry does not belong at the Wall 
because he betrayed the brave soldiers who fought in 
Vietnam." Just then Kerry - in front of the school 
children, other visitors and Secret Service agents - 
brazenly ©flashed the bird© at Sampley and then yelled out 
to everyone, "Sampley is a felon!"  Kerry was referring 
to an incident 12 years ago when Sampley confronted 
Sen. John McCain©s chief aide, Mark Salter, in a Senate 
stairwell after McCain repeatedly offended POW 
families at a Senate POW hearing. Sampley, whose  
father-in-law at that time was MIA in Laos, followed 
Salter into the stairwell and, when they emerged, Salter 

had a bloody lip and a broken nose.  Sampley©s group, 
Vietnam Veterans Against John Kerry, has garnered 
huge national attention and has been featured in the New 
York Times, the Washington Post and on MSNBC©s 
"Scarborough Country." Tens of thousands of Vietnam 
vets have registered their opposition to Kerry through 
Sampley©s group. Clearly Sampley has gotten under 
Kerry©s skin once again.
