The Supreme Court ruled that Cities could take private
property by the use of Eminent Domain for Economic
Development. The ruling came about asthe result of a
lawsuit by homeownersin New Boston Connecticut
when the city decided to take their land and sell it to
Pfizer Corporation because they would pay more taxes
on it than the current homeowners are paying. Asa
result of thisruling our state legidators have introduced
several Billsto keep that from happening in Texas.

Y esterday HIR 19 passed out of committee by
unanimous vote. Today SIR 9, SIR 10 and a substitute
for SB 62 also passed out of committee in the senate by
unanimous vote. While | believe this issue should be
addressed by a constitutional amendment | also think
that given the time limitation SB 62 as substituted is the
best way at the present time. SB 62 can take effect in the
next two weeks whereas a constitutional amendment
could not even be settled until the November e ection.
The Substitute for SB 62 should be up onlinein a
couple of days. We will send it out as soon as we can get
acopy of it. The governor just agreed to put the issue on
the agenda for thisfirst called Specia Session. That
means that the Bill will be passed into law and Take
effect in July if it receives the necessary votes. If not
then it will take effect November 1st.

TO THE EDITOR:
Homecoming for the Troops

July 3rd there were about 280 troops coming into the
DFW airport for 2 weeks R& R. We got a decent size
group to show up and welcome them home. Although
the sports bike rider club was the ones originally to start
this ride, we overwhelmingly out numbered that club
and they were happy everyone that had showed up.
Probably close somewhere around 75 to 100 bikes
showed up. Not bad for just 1 week notice, a holiday
weekend, and the Texas heat. When | got there just
around 8:15 the officer directing traffic pulled me over.
I@n thinking what did | do now and | did get all that stuff
out of my saddle bags didn®I? The officer said the
parking lot was full. He told me to pull into an angle and
park along the street. So | got to be the first bike parked
along street side, but there were more to be parking there
soon. | wastold the troops had already landed. We were
told that they were going thru customs. Remembering
how the military customs works | was sure this was
going to be arealy long wait. I'm sure it was to the
troops. However by 9am they were starting to come out.
We wound up splitting up into 3 different groups, just
the way the airport is setup. The first group was the
people on theinside of the terminal until that area was
full. The second group was located just outside the
terminal and the third group was located in the parking
area where the troops could go and get some bar-b-que
sandwiches and drink. Consider these troops state of
mind when they arrived. They®@e been on a couple of
long plane rides, from the middle-east to Ireland and
then from Ireland to the US. A few of these people are
home in Texas, but others would then be getting on
connecting flights to home. So they are pretty tired at
this point and most would be in azombie like state.
When they first came into the terminal areathey are
surprised by all the clapping, cheering, hugs,
handshakes, thank-you®, and pats on the backs they
could possibly get. You would see the surprise grow into
some of the biggest smilesyou could ever see. Those
that had loved ones at the airport would meet them in the
terminal. The stories from inside the terminal were
touching and brought tears to the eyes of many.
Something you have to experience and not just talk
about. Once they left the terminal areathe troops
probably thought that wasit. No, because we were
outside the terminal and started the whole scene over
again as soon as they walked out. Again we saw those
smiles. Those cheers, hugs, handshakes, thanks-you®,
and pats on the back started all over again. If they would
walk over to the parking area, then that group would
startit all over again.

When the last of the troops came through we al stood
around for awhile and talked about what we saw. Some
of the troops hung around and talked with us; others
went home or got on connecting flights. A group of us
made a stop at Wilhoite' sin Grapevine for brunch and
swap stories. We all felt it was a good event and we
want to do it again. Amazing how such little time it takes
and the good will it gives to make a day seem worth
while. Maybe one weekend soon I'll go up with just the
boys so they can also be there and see this. They give
autograph cards to the kids so the troops can sign the
Autographs of Heroes.

We spoke with one of the volunteers that work the
Welcome home troops on aregular basis. Troops come
into one of two airports when re-entering the US, the
DFW airport or the Philadel phia airport. She said that
the troops that come into DFW are overwhelmed by the
people welcoming them back.

DFEW chapter minutes for July 13, 2005

We had asmall turnout this month at the meeting, but
we had a good discussion on issues. We went over the
bills the governor signed, ignored and vetoed. Here are
their current status.

HB823 (update to travelers gun law) Passed Governor
signed.

SB1311 Relating to the establishment of an al-terrain
vehicletrail and recreational area program; providing a
penalty. Passed Governor signed.

SB1195 (requiring aperson to sign aform prior to a
search) Governor vetoed.

HIPPA Correction Bill US Representative Michagel
Burgess (R-TX) and Ted Strikland (D-OH) jointly
introduced the legidative fix (HR 2793). This|egislation
is nothing new when it comes to motorcyclists, in fact
the only difference this Congressis the bills main
Republican sponsor. Burgess, a medical doctor from
Lewisville, Texas, isin his second term and has the
exact committee assignments that will be necessary to
move this legislation through the process. HR 2793 is
nearly identical to the legidation that was good enough
to gather 177 co-sponsors last Congress. As of press
time only two sponsors and one additional member of
congress had signed on in support of the legidation. That
needs to change, please call your Member of Congress
and ask them to co-sponsor HR 2793. To learn more
about the legidation use the Library of Congress
website, http://thomas.loc.gov, and enter the bill number.
We need another large showing of support for the
legislation this Congress in order to guarantee
movement. On the Senate side the companion legislation
(S577) has six co-sponsors. No hearings or markups
have taken place on either side of Capitol Hill.

Since the US Supreme Court has once again violated
state’ s rights, the House (HJR 19) and Senate (SJR 9 and
SIR 10) have put in bills to help put a Band-Aid on the
eminent domain issue. But these bills cannot be heard
unless the Governor adds them to the session. Please call
the Governor’s office (512-463-2000) to get this issue
added to the agenda.




HB 3, the House Tax Bill has passed third reading and is
ready to be sent to the Senate. Proponents claim this as
the biggest property tax decrease in history. Opponents
point out that it will be atax decrease for those making
over $100,000 per year and a large tax increase for the
middle class. The opponents are correct. It is of course a
long Bill with two very noticeable tax increases for the
common man. The tax on apack of cigarettes will be
raised by about 350% to $1.41 per pack. The state will
also set aVaue Base on used vehicles. If you pay more
than the value base you will be charged sales taxes on
that amount. If you pay less than the Value Base you
will be charged sales tax on the State Vaue Base unless
you can show through a dealer or a certified appraiser
that the true value is less than the Value Base. The sales
tax would be raised by one cent and would include
several items not currently covered such as mechanic
work, bottled water etc. There was avery disheartening
action took place during this vote. Rep. Jim Pitts of
Waco had signed an agreement with Rep Dawnna Dukes
who was going on vacation. If the vote came up while
Rep Dukes was out of town Rep Pitts would not vote
thereby canceling out her missed vote. The agreement
was notarized and filed with the House clerk but is not
binding. Jim went back on his word and voted yes.
Immediately following the vote Jim told the press a man
has to do what he has to do. Whether that was his
intention all along or not, whether it was a binding
agreement or not aman is only as good as his word.
Despite the support we have received since 1995 | fedl
he can no longer be trusted.

Ten Things All Drivers Should

Know Ahout Motorcycles

Ten Facts and Tips all Car and Truck Drivers should know about Motorcycles

There are a lot more cars and trucks than motor-
cycles on the road, and some drivers don't "recog-
nize" a matarcycle - they ignore it = usually
unintenticnally.

Look for motorcycles, especially when check-
ing traffic at intersections.

2 A motorcyde may look farther away than it is. [t
may also be difficult to judge a motorcycle’s speed.
When checking traffic to turn at an intersec-
tion or into or out of a driveway, realize that
a motorcycle is closer than it looks,

3 A motorcycle can be easily hidden in a car's blind
spots or masked by objects or backgrounds outside
a car such as bushes, fences and bridges.

Take an extra moment to thoroughly check

traffic, whether you're changing lanes or
turning at intersections.

4 A motorcycde may seem to be moving faster than it
really is.

Don't assume all motorcyclists are speed
demons.

5 Motorcydists often slow by downshifting or merely
rolling off the throttle, thus not activating the brake
light. '
Allow more following distance. At intersec-
tions, expect that a motorcyclist may slow
down without visual warning.
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Turn signals on a motorcyde usually are not self-
canceling, thus some riders — especially beginners —
sometimes forget to turn them off after a turn or
lane change.

Watch for other signs that the motorcyclist is
making a turn.

Maotorcyclists often adjust position within a lane to
be seen more easily and to minimize the effects of
road debyris, passing vehicles and wind.

Understand that motorcyclists adjust lane
position for a purpose, not to allow you to
share the lane with them or to be reckless or

show off,

Maneuverability is ane of a motorcycle’s better
characteristics, especially at slower speeds and with
good road conditions.

But, don't expect a motorcyclist to always be
able to dodge out of the way.

Stopping distance for motorcycles is nearly the
same as for cars, but slippery pavernent makes
stopping quickly difficult.

Allow more following distance behind a
motorcycle because it can‘t always stop “on
a dime.”

Motorcydists are more vulnerable to injury in traffic
collisions than other roadway users since they don't
have the advantage of being surrounded by 3,000
pounds of steel.

When a motorcycle is in motion, think of it as
a person.
