Y ou
appreciate that the Road Block Bill did not pass and
that you can carry a concea ed weapon. Mostly you
appreciate not having to put forth any effort or money
to make these things happen. If you truly appreciate
what we do you would join the association and get
involved by putting forth your share of the time, effort
and money it requires to be effective.” They could
very quickly find areason to be elsewhere when asked
tojoin and help out. Attended the COC meeting in
Whitehorse on Sunday and Karl Ford made it to that
meeting.. We laid it on the line by giving them allist of
candidates running in the east Texas districts and what
we knew of their records or their stated positions. In
the House district 05 race between Mark Breding and
Bryan Hughes, we received a call from Chairman
Soechting just prior to the meeting, that Mark Breding
has withdrawn from the race. We are told Bob Glaze

will file for the Democrat candidate position this week.

The meeting was informational, well attended and by
our standards very long. One breath of fresh air for this
meeting was the

number of new members attending. It appears we may
be about to get a new chapter starting up in San
Antonio. Mr. Stateson and his two sons were present
to discuss the possibility.

Another highlight of the meeting was when Mando,
our District 29 Advisor, showed up he was being
chauffeured by none other than Da Lady (Rep.
Chavez). The El Paso chapter had done afund raiser
and turned in $941 to the state office. They had
designed a nice T-shirt for the event and we will see
about getting some made as a state product.

The upcoming campaigns and elections were the
primary topic of conversation Actually you might say
the lack of campaigns was the most striking newsto
those present. Our main concentration is of course on
the state legidature. We have 15 Senate seats up for
re-election this year. Of those 15 only 4 districts ( 10,
26, 30 and 31 ) are contested..

That means that nearly 75% of the seats are walk ins.
It was agreed that of those four, district 10 should be a
priority. We supported Senator Brimer last time based
on hisrecord as a State Rep. His ascension to Senator
was followed by arrogance and a downright go to hell
attitude. We feel he should be met with the same go to
hell attitude during this campaign. A win for his
opponent is the way to do

this.

The House races offer no better story than the Senate.
Of 150 House seats up for eection, 92 arewalk ins.
This leads usto determine that we have been teaching
thefirst part of “Five Steps’ long enough. It is now
time to concentrate on Step Five. We shall put together
another booklet and call it “ Take The High Ground” or
some such and will deal with becoming alegidator.
Uncontested seats can no longer be acceptable.

Four of our Warriors arein contested races this year.
Of course we all agreed that we stand by our own. We
can't afford to lose either of these seats. If you livein
Cherokee, Houston, Panola or Rusk county you are in
House District 11. Warrior Chuck Hopson needs your
support. Contact his campaign at 903-586-2208 in
Jacksonville and offer your help.

If you livein Liberty, Polk or the Eastern part of
Montgomery county you are in House District 18.

Stunt Motorcyclists Blamed in Serious Accident
Wreck forces SUV off road, injures five people

Authorities are searching for a pack of highway stunt
motorcyclists blamed for awreck that serioudly hurt
five people in a sport utility vehicle.

A handful of motorcyclists were on Highway 364
Saturday when they changed lanes and cut off a Ford
Explorer, forcing that vehicle to swerve to the right
and hit a Chevrolet Suburban.

The Suburban tumbled down an embankment, gecting
most of its eight occupants. Five people in that vehicle
were serioudly injured; the other three sustained | esser
harm. Only one was wearing a seat belt.

"There®a common misconception that if motorcyclists
arein an accident, they@e going to only hurt
themselves. This proved that wrong," Missouri State
Highway Patrol Trooper Brian Geier said Tuesday.
"Now the public is more aware that these types of
stunts cause these accidents.”

By some accounts, a chase vehicle was filming the
motorcyclists.

Witnesses said the motorcyclists were "riding
wheelies, showing off, doing stunts," with another
vehicle following them, Patrol Cpl. Jeff Myers said.
He called the antics "total disregard for the safety of
others."

In many cases, "extreme motorcyclists' -- thrill-
seekers who pop wheelies while pushing their
machines to the max, at times over 100 mph, and film
their exploits for display, at timesfor online sale.

Safety advocates are quick to point out that
motorcycling is no game, with fatalities nationwide
having risen every year since 1997. The number
jumped from 2,116 in 1997 to 3,661 in 2003. It®not
clear how many of those deaths were related to
extreme motorcycling, said Judy Stone of Advocates
for Highway and Auto Safety, a Washington-based
lobbying group funded by the insurance industry.
During athree-hour drive home last weekend from
Pennsylvania, she said she saw motorcyclists "going
so fast, weaving in and out of traffic. It was so
outrageous. They had to be going 80, 90, 100 miles per
hour."

"It®totally irresponsible and very dangerous,” she
said. "Clearly, you®e seen the results of that."

In June 2003 near Omaha, Nebraska, 34-year-old John
Reid Jr. was standing on a road videotaping
motorcyclists performing stunts and racing when he
was run over and killed by motorcyclist Michael
Wilkes. Investigators said Wilkes was driving as fast
as 150 mph; he pleaded no contest to misdemeanor
motor-vehicle homicide, a charge reduced from a
felony.

In Arizona, things got so bad that law enforcersin
2002 created a task force targeting sport bike riders
that police and motorcyclists agreed were pushing the
limits on that state®roads.

Sometimes, authorities said, packs of 10 or 15 sport
motorcyclists have raced on Phoenix-area highways,
terrifying other motorists. Often, one officer lamented,
"their kick is to find cops, race by them, give them the
middle finger salute or wave at the officer. They are
out of sight in the blink of an eye."

Credit Bureaus Shun Identity Theft Weapon

Little by little, aweapon against identity theft is
gaining currency — but few people in the United
States know about it.

It©called the security freeze, and it letsindividuals
block accessto their credit reports until they
personally unlock the files by contacting the credit
bureaus and providing a PIN code.

The processis ahit of ahassle, and the credit-
reporting industry believesit complicates things
unnecessarily. But it appears to be one of the few ways
to virtually guarantee that a fraudster cannot open an
account in your name.

The freeze became an option in Californiaand Texas
last year, and Louisianaand Vermont will alow it
beginning next July. However, the T exas and Vermont
laws apply only to people who already have been
victimized by identity theft.

Only 2,000 Californians and 150 T exans have taken
advantage of the freeze, according to Experian Inc.,
one of the three major credit bureaus.

But identity theft watchdogs say usage islow simply
because the credit bureaus don®publicize the option.
With identity theft apparently growing, the advocates
hope the freeze gains national momentum. Congress



resisted calls for afreeze rule during debate over a
major credit law last year.

"[t®the best protection we have," said Linda Foley,
executive director of the Identity Theft Resource
Center in San Diego.

While the freeze may be an extreme step, its backers
say it is necessary because the existing systemis
broken.

The Internet and consumer databases have made it
easier than ever to find someone else®social security
number and apply for accounts in that name.
Meanwhile, obtaining credit is a breeze, as zero-
percent financing offers crowd our mailboxes and
appliance stores make no-money-down come-ons.

People who suspect trouble can place fraud alerts on
their credit reports. But identity theft watchdogs say
the derts are often ignored by creditors who are
willing, say, to gamble that the potential plasma TV
purchaser in front of them islegitimate, and write off
any losses that might occur if the person turns out to
be a con artist.

That scenario is "unfortunately not uncommon,” said
Joanne McNabb, chief of the California Office of
Privacy Protection.

A 2003 study for the Federal Trade Commission
determined that in the previous year, 3.2 million
Americans@ersona information had been stolen by
thieves who opened new accounts or loans. On
average, victims lost $1,180 and spent 60 hours
resolving the problem.

The freeze costs nothing for 1D theft victimsin the
statesit is allowed. Louisiana®freeze is also free for
people 62 and ol der.

For everyone else in Cdiforniaand Louisiana, the
initial freezeis $10. Unfreezing it temporarily is $8in
Louisianaand up to $12 in California. But the cost of
each step is multiplied by three because it must be
performed with all three major credit bureaus,
Experian, Equifax and TransUnion.

With the freeze on, if someone appliesfor credit in
your name, the creditor will be unable to check your
history, and the applicant will get rejected. (The freeze
won®keep credit card offers out of the mail — those
are generated through a " prescreening” process that
doesn®require full examination of your credit until
you actually apply for the card.)

If you want to apply for credit or let someone run a
background check on you, you have to call the credit
bureaus, provide the PIN, and say who — alandlord,
for example — will be inquiring about your history.
Or you can thaw the credit report for a given period of
time — aweek in which you@e shopping for cars, for
example.

"It®like putting a new lock and key on your security
files," said Bridget Thomas of Prairieville, Louisiana,
who labbied for the freeze in her state after awoman
with the same name — but a different middle initial —
got Thomas@ocial security number and went on a
spending spree that wrecked Thomas@redit status.

"This gives you a modicum of control. Instead of the
social security number being the old key, thisPIN is
your new key."

The time or money required to freeze and unfreeze
credit reports probably will dissuade many people
from doing it unless they®@e already been badly stung
by ID theft. Foley, who has frozen her files, says it®
probably best for people who are older, settled in life
and unlikely to open new accounts or apply for credit
very often.

The credit bureaus think it isn®wise for anyone.

The industry has fought the freeze, contending that
fraud aerts and new protectionsin last year©federal
Fair and Accurate Credit Transactions Act offer
significant defense against identity theft.

In testimony to a Louisiana legislative committeein
May, Eric Ellman, alobbyist for the Consumer Data
Industry Association, called freezes "the most
dramatic and draconian alteration" ever to hit the
credit reporting system.

Consumers are accustomed to quick mortgage
approvals and other conveniences that exist because
banks, retailers and insurance companies have efficient
access to credit histories, Ellman said. The freeze, he
said, would only gum up the works and confuse
people.

"[t®using a machine gun to get at afly," he said.
That argument angers victims like Thomas, who says
the best that the existing system offersis detection of

the crime, while a freeze brings invaluabl e protection.

"The only thing you have in thisworld," she said, "is
your name."



Share The Road

| serve on the Board of Directors of the Texas
Motorcycle Roadriders Association. Safety and
Awareness has been a"work in progress' for TMRA
since it’sinception for the past 31 years. We have
tried various methods, including Proclamations from
cities al over the State proclaiming “May” of each
year, as Motorcycle Safety and Awareness month.
Every year we go back to cities and request these
proclamations in the hope that people will seeitin
their newspaper, or read it in our organization's
newsletter or see the Proclamation displayed in their
city government building. The Proclamation is
wonderful, however, that just doesn®seem to be
enough. The magjority of injuries and deaths sustained
in motorcycle and conventional 4 wheeled vehicle
accidents happens because the four-wheel driver "did
not see" the motorcyclist. We have road signsto
watch for (1) ice on bridges; (2) dick roads when wet;
(3) pedestrian crossings; (4) trucks that May be
crossing the road; and even (5) aduck crossing in
Carrollton, Texas. What we don®have road signsto
watch for are motorcyclists. As the proclamation
states, "motorcyclists are roughly unprotected and
much more likely to beinjured or killed in a crash than
other vehicle drivers,” and "it is the responsibility of
al who put themselves behind the wheel, to become
aware of motorcyclists, regarding them with the same
respect as any other vehicle traveling the highways of
this country,”" we are now urging al citizens of our
community to become aware of the inherent danger
involved in operating a motorcycle and give the
operator the respect on the road they deserve. The
citiesin Texas can help by simply erecting the " Share
the Road" signs at the mgjor entrances and exitsto the
City. These signs are approved by Texas Department
of Transportation and the first was installed in the City
of Watauga.

| would ask this Assembly to please seriously consider
putting up as many signs asit believes the City would
need to help protect the motorcycliststhat live in
community aswell as those visiting and those simply
passing through.

TXU setting rates outside North Texas based on
credit histories

TXU Energy Co. LLC, asubsidiary of Dallas-based
TXU Corp. (NYSE:TXU) and the largest electric
utility company in Texas, said Thursday that it plansto
set electric rates for customers who live outside of
North Texas based on their past credit scores.

TXU, thefirst energy company in the state to base
rates on customers@redit histories, is expected to start
applying the new rates to Dallas-Fort Worth area
families once state regulators allow it to set new rates
in its home region, consumer advocates say. Ratesin
North Texas currently are partialy regulated.

The consumer advocacy groups, who charge that the
rate plans are unfair and violate the law that
deregulated the energy market, have asked the Texas
Public Utility Commission to investigate the pricing
plans.



Under the new plan, which will take effect Sept. 27,
TXU® South Texas customers -- who switched from
their area providersto TXU to save money on their
electric bills-- will be sorted into categories based on
their credit histories.

Although all of its 183,000 customers outside of North
Texas will seetheir rates increase, those with the best
credit ratings will be offered an electricity ratethat is 8
percent lower than that offered by the local utility, a
rate that is known as the price to beat.

Customers judged to be in the middle range, about 15
percent, will be charged arate that is 4 percent better
than the priceto beat, while thel5 percent with the
worst credit histories will be charged the price to beat.

New customers who try to sign up with TXU also will
be scored and put in the three categories with those
who fall in the lowest group being denied service.

TXU manages a portfolio of competitive and regulated
energy businessesin North America, primarily in
Texas, including TXU Energy, TXU Energy Retail,
TXU Power, and TXU Electric Delivery Co. TXU
sells electricity and services to more than 2.6 million
electricity customersin Texas, more customers than
any other retail electric provider in the state. TXU
Energy had 2.2 million residential customersin Texas
through the end of June.

Because of its size and its status as aleader in the
energy industry, TXU®plans will probably end up
being the standard for the state, consumer groups say.

TXU, however, says the plan was designed to keep the
company competitive. With deregulations, the
companys says, customers who don®like the plan
have the option of switching to another provider.

“Check 21" Act

Starting Oct. 28, the Check Clearing in the 21st
Century Act - or "Check 21" - kicks in and lets banks
instantly process your checks electronically and return
adigitally-imaged "substitute check” instead of the
original.

Y our check will clear the moment a creditor images it
to your bank, denying you those extra days of "float"
between the time you write the check and the

money actually gets subtracted from your bank
account, increasing the likelihood you may "bounce” a
check. Writing a personal check will now be the same
asusing a debit card with the instant transfer of funds
from your bank account.

Perry zooming down road?

Constable®log indicates a speeding biker who got
away was the governor.

Gov. Rick Perry nearly got ticketed for speeding on a
motorcycle last month, alaw officer said, though Perry
said Tuesday he couldn®recall any close call of that
sort during a weekend ride on a scenic byway.

Bill Schlueter, a Travis County deputy constable, said
he was driving east on Southwest Parkway around
3:45 p.m. on July 3 when he saw a solo motorcyclist
wearing ahelmet "cruising” west at 75to 80 mphina
55-mph speed zone.

The hilly road, with three lanes in each direction, juts
from Austin more than eight miles southwest of the
Governor®@Mansion, ending at Texas 71 between
Austin and Llano. The parkway, past limestone bluffs
and close to Barton Creek, frequently draws hobby
bicyclists and motorcyclists.

Schlueter said the motorcycle was out of sight after he
turned around, but he pulled over ablack SUV trailing
about a quarter mile behind. The driver identified
himself as a Department of Public Safety trooper with
Perry. "I didn®get a good clock on the governor, but
he was over the speed limit," Schlueter said. "I did get
agood clock on the trooper behind him." Perry®office
said the DPS trooper was in the second of two vehicles
trailing Perry and was not told that he was speeding.
The trooper could not be reached Tuesday.

Schlueter said the trooper did not get aticket because
he was on duty providing security. "l just let it go,"
Schlueter said. Schlueter, the Republican nominee for
Hays County constable, Precinct 4, said Perry didn®
get aticket because he was "gone" from view. "If 1@
have stopped him, he@ have gotten aticket because



he®not alaw enforcement officer in the line of duty,"
Schlueter said.

A Travis County citation for going 75 mph in a 55-
mph zone would yield a $120 fine plus $87 in court
costs.

Schlueter said he had not replayed the stop — even to
colleagues — until areporter inquired. "1@ have never
thought in amillion yearsit was the governor."

Precinct 3 Constable Drew McAngus, Schlueter®boss,
was unaware of the stop, an aide said. McAngus@hief
deputy, Stacy Suits, said Schlueter could not have
chased Perry down after stopping the trooper.

"Y ou can®catch everybody driving down afreeway,"
Suits said. "There@e tons of reckless driversin this
town."

Perry, visiting San Antonio on Tuesday, indicated
through an aide that he had no recollection of the
trooper getting stopped and was unavailable for
guestions on motorcycling.

His spokeswoman, Kathy Walt, said later that Perry
acquired a motorcycle in 2002. He rides aHarley-
Davidson, she said. Walt said that on July 3 the
governor passed a speed trap on the parkway without
being pulled over. "Y ou®e talking about a traffic stop
that never occurred for a speeding violation that never
occurred," Walt said. "He wasn®speeding. Y ou€e
being grossly unfair with this approach.”

The July stop happened four years after Perry was a
passenger in a car stopped on U.S. 290 near Dripping
Springs. The driver, a Perry aide, was given awarning
for alegedly driving 75 mph in a 55-mph zone.
According to a DPS video of the June 2000 stop, Perry
told the officer writing the warning: "Why don®you
just let us get down the road?"

An activity log for July 3 filed by Schlueter states that
en route to Shady Hollow, a community he patrols, he
"observed motorcycle on SW. Pkwy" going " 75/80
mph. Could not turn on him. Heavy traffic. Did traffic
stop on black vehicle following motorcycle. Turned
out to be a DPS trooper with the governor®' security
detail. "Motorcycle rider was governor.” The account
concludes: "No ticket issued.”

Ten Things All Drivers Should

Know Ahout Motorcycles

Ten Facts and Tips all Car and Truck Drivers should know about Motorcycles

There are a lot more cars and trucks than motor-
cycles on the road, and some drivers don't "recog-
nize" a matarcycle - they ignore it = usually
unintenticnally.

Look for motorcycles, especially when check-
ing traffic at intersections.

2 A motorcyde may look farther away than it is. [t
may also be difficult to judge a motorcycle’s speed.
When checking traffic to turn at an intersec-
tion or into or out of a driveway, realize that
a motorcycle is closer than it looks,

3 A motorcycle can be easily hidden in a car's blind
spots or masked by objects or backgrounds outside
a car such as bushes, fences and bridges.

Take an extra moment to thoroughly check

traffic, whether you're changing lanes or
turning at intersections.

4 A motorcycde may seem to be moving faster than it
really is.

Don't assume all motorcyclists are speed
demons.

5 Motorcydists often slow by downshifting or merely
rolling off the throttle, thus not activating the brake
light. '
Allow more following distance. At intersec-
tions, expect that a motorcyclist may slow
down without visual warning.

Turn signals on a motorcyde usually are not self-
canceling, thus some riders — especially beginners —
sometimes forget to turn them off after a turn or
lane change.

Watch for other signs that the motorcyclist is
making a turn.

Maotorcyclists often adjust position within a lane to
be seen more easily and to minimize the effects of
road debyris, passing vehicles and wind.

Understand that motorcyclists adjust lane
position for a purpose, not to allow you to
share the lane with them or to be reckless or

show off,

Maneuverability is ane of a motorcycle’s better
characteristics, especially at slower speeds and with
good road conditions.

But, don't expect a motorcyclist to always be
able to dodge out of the way.

Stopping distance for motorcycles is nearly the
same as for cars, but slippery pavernent makes
stopping quickly difficult.

Allow more following distance behind a
motorcycle because it can‘t always stop “on
a dime.”

Motorcydists are more vulnerable to injury in traffic
collisions than other roadway users since they don't
have the advantage of being surrounded by 3,000
pounds of steel.

When a motorcycle is in motion, think of it as
a person.
