Have been spending a lot of time watching C-Span and 
C-Span 2. The House just passed a Bill to weaken the 
gun control laws of Washington DC. They said that DC 
had the toughest gun laws and the highest crime rate in 
the country so that proves stringent gun laws don©t work. 



Imagine that. Most of our congressmen were in favor of 
the Bill. 
The Senate is arguing S2845 this week. This Bill deals 
with the Intelligence gathered in the country and one 
major part of the Bill would make it harder to stamp 
information with a classified status. A committee would 
study every item set for being classified and report to the 
president who would have the final say. In the same Bill 
it would give the Intelligence Director the power to 
transfer money between the military and civil 
intelligence agency. The amount would be made public 
but the details would remain secret. To know what your 
congressman is doing go to the following site. Keep up 
with your local congressman and share the information 
with all of us 
http://www.yourcongress.com/register2.asp 
We have determined that our communication between 
chapters, advisors and the state are still lacking. I will be 
contacting each chapter and each advisor and requesting 
that each have a report in every Warrior. The reports are 
to be sent to our editor Garry and cc©d to the chairman at 
chairman@tmra2.org. It is imperative that we share what 
is happening in our areas. 
 
S2845 passed in the Senate today with a 96-2 vote. It is 
still way too early to think that it will be anything close 
to what it now reads. Two Amendments were pulled 
down to allow for an early vote and they will be brought 
up during the conference committee hearing. Sen John 
McCain said he has problems with the Bill but they can 
be discussed after the Bill is passed. This type hidden 
negotiation is harmful to the citizens of this country. The 
Senate was given notice by Senator Frist that there was 
another security Bill which must be passed by Friday in 
time for adjournment despite there being 50 
Amendments pending for the Bill. He assured the Senate 
they would be heard but it had to be done in one day so 
don©t drag it out. This must be done by his order despite 
him keeping a Bill with a majority of both Parties ready 
to pass a Bill to cut tax breaks for companies doing 
business from a PO Box in the Bahamas to avoid paying 
taxes. 
 
Meanwhile Rep. Tom DeLay let it be known that the 
House will pass a much more restrictive Intelligence Bill 
by Friday and he would not be willing to make 
concessions to the Senate Bill during the Conference 
Hearing. The House also was given notice by the 
Majority leader that they had three more Bills to get 
passed by Friday and if they didn©t get finished they 
would stay there until they did. This is the time when we 
all get hit hard by legislators voting without being aware 
of what they are voting on. All the Bills passed at this 
time will go to Conference and come back being what 
the majority Party wants. 

The TEA has not even come close to coming out of 
Conference and has just been extended until May of next 
year under its current rules. This is good for us as the 
more stringent NHTSA guidelines can not be 
implemented probably before January at the earliest. We 
will deal with that issue again immediately after the 
elections. 
"...Connecticut©s Supreme Court, by a 4-to-3 ruling, 
allowed theNew London Development Corp. to use laws 
of eminent domain to condemn much of the city©s Fort 
Trumbull neighborhood, near a $270 million Pfizer 
research facility, and lease it to luxury hotel, 
condominium and office building developers. New 
London, Conn., is hard up for tax revenues, and if the 
property is taken away from middle-class homeowners 
and transferred to wealthy interests, it will yield the city 
more tax revenue. The Fifth Amendment is very clear 
about takings. It says, in part, "nor shall private property 
be taken for public use, without just compensation".  The 
essential phrase is public use.  Public use means uses 
such as roads, bridges, military installations and public 
buildings.  The Connecticut Supreme Court held that the 
only requirement for the taking of private property is 
that there is some public benefit.  With that kind of 
reasoning, no one©s private property is safe because what 
is a public benefit is subject to wide interpretation.  This 
kind of despotism is rife.  Unfortunately, our courts have 
increasingly become tools for powerful vested interests, 
and the constitutional protections of private property 
mean less and less each day.

We had a very cordial meeting with Chief Beckworth of 
DPS yesterday.  We addressed several issues including 
the stop on Gypsy Hadie, the recurring problem  
with the officer in Brownwood, the Dawgs on Hawgs 
Report and the senseless hassle on some of the no helmet 
stops.  After a long meeting we set up a very nice 
working relationship with the Chief. He told us he would 
check on some of the things and get back by phone 
today. He was true to his word. He called us back today 
to let us know he has spoken to the Captain in the 
Brownwood Region and told him to put a stop to that 
officer©s behavior.  Since we discussed the  
ridiculous hassles and unnecessary warning tickets of 
traffic stops for no helmets, Chief Beckworth said he 
would put out a memorandum in their next monthly 
bulletin that if an officer sees the sticker he is to pull 
away with no stop.  
Also after you show your proof of compliance when you 
don©t have a sticker and the stop was for no helmet, they 
are to terminate the stop.  
 
Another thing we learned was that after taking the time 
to go down to DPS for the Dawgs on Hawgs complaints 
and continually checking to see when the report would 
be coming out, that it has already been issued. DPS had 
told me that they sent the report out to the person on that 
report. That would be Steve Rolliard of Dawgs on 
Hawgs. When I checked with Steve, I was told that he 
had not received the report. I had DPS re-check their 
records. Chief Beckworth found that the report had 
actually been sent to Daniel Nobra, the person who 
presented this incident to DPS. Nobra had requested that 
DPS send the report to him.  Nobra evidently failed to 
notify anyone else when he received this report.  
 
I also want to share some news with Gypsy MC about 
their sister who was stopped by DPS. Chief Beckworth 
said that after his review of the tape, this DPS officer 
was found to be way out of line in his treatment of a 
citizen.  
 
The Chief is reviewing the stop in Ingleside and said he 
would get back with me on that. He also said that we 
should keep an open line and when something like this 
comes up I should contact him and see if it can be 
worked out. My thanks to Chief Beckworth for showing 
that there are some caring officers at the top who don©t 
condone sloppy work. Just be certain if you file a 
complaint with me it is honest and the officer©s name, 
date and location are included. 
 
There will be a more detailed report when I return from 
the Mid South Mile in Wichita. 
 

Have I done that which I can do to the best of my 
ability?

Motorcycle wor ld abuzz at biker©s 205 mph ticket 
  
People across the United States are shaking their heads 
over the kid ticketed for allegedly riding his motorcycle 
at 205 mph -- some out of disapproval, others because 
they doubt he went that fast. 
 
Ever since a State Patrol pilot clocked Samuel 
Armstrong Tilley©s 2002 Honda RC51 going a quarter-
mile in 4.39 seconds on September 18, people in chat 
rooms, garages and biker bars from Sturgis, South 
Dakota, to Los Angeles have been buzzing about the 
alleged feat on Highway 61 near Wabasha. 
 
"Certainly anyone who flouts the law to that extent is 
seen by some as a latter-day Robin Hood, flying in the 
face of authority and doing stuff we all want to do but 
common sense stops us from," said David Edwards, 
editor-in-chief of Cycle World, a magazine based in 
Newport Beach, California. 
 
Edwards is among the many experts who doubt Tilley©s 
bike could have gone so fast. "More likely, the cop with 
the stopwatch had an itchy trigger finger," he told the 
Star Tribune of Minneapolis. 
 
"There are lots of guys who have been spending a lot of 
money and a lot of years at the Bonneville Salt Flats in 
Utah trying to join the official 200 Club and most still 
haven©t done it," Edwards said. He said Tilley©s bike 
would have needed an add-on turbo charger to go above 
165 mph. 
 
State Patrol pilot Al Loney, a 27-year veteran, and his 
superiors stand by their report. 
 
Tilley, who graduated from Stillwater High School last 
year, hasn©t returned numerous calls seeking comment. 
He©s due to appear in Wabasha County Court on October 
25. 
 
Tilley purchased his motorcycle last summer from 
Tousley Motorsports in White Bear Lake, where he once 
worked. 
 
Tousley President Larry Koch said Tilley is a nice guy, 
"but I really want to ask him: ©What in the hell were you 
thinking?"© 
 
DARRELL SCOTT TESTIMONY  
 
Darrell Scott, the father of Rachel Scott, a victim of the 
Columbine High School shootings in Littleton, Colorado 
, was invited to address the House Judiciary  

Committee©s subcommittee. What he said to our national 
leaders during this special session of Congress was 
painfully truthful. They were not prepared for what he 
was to say, nor was it received well. It needs to be heard 
by every parent, every teacher, every politician, every 
sociologist, every psychologist, and every so-called 
expert! These courageous words spoken by Darrell Scott 
are powerful, penetrating, and deeply personal. There is 
no doubt that God sent this man as a voice crying in the 
wilderness. The following is a portion of the transcript:  
 
"Since the dawn of creation there has been both good & 
evil in the! hearts of men and women. We all contain the 
seeds of kindness or the seeds of violence.  The death of 
my wonderful daughter, Rachel Joy Scott, and the deaths 
of that heroic teacher, and the other eleven children who 
died must not be in vain. Their blood cries out for 
answers.  
 
The first recorded act of violence was when Cain slew 
his brother Abel out in the field. The villain was not the 
club he used. Neither was it the NCA, the National Club 
Association. The true killer was Cain, and the reason for 
the murder could only be found in Cain©s heart. In the 
days that followed the Columbine tragedy, I was amazed 
at how quickly fingers began to be pointed at groups 
such as the NRA. I am not a member of the NRA. I am 
not a hunter. I do not even own a gun. I am not here to 
represent or defend the NRA - because I don©t believe 
that they are responsible for my daughter©s death. 
Therefore I do not believe that they need to be defended. 
If I believed they had anything to do with Rachel©s 
murder I would be their strongest opponent.  
I am here today to declare that Columbine was not just a 
tragedy-it was a spiritual event that should be forcing us 
to look at where the real blame lies! Much of the blame 
lies here in this room. Much of the blame lies behind the 
pointing fingers of the accusers themselves. I wrote a 
poem just four nights ago that expresses my feelings 
best. This was written way before I knew I would be 
speaking here today:  
 
Your laws ignore our deepest needs,  
Your words are empty air.  
You©ve stripped away our heritage,  
You©ve outlawed simple prayer.  
Now gunshots fill our classrooms,  
And precious children die.  
You seek for answers everywhere,  
And ask the question "Why?"  
You regulate restrictive laws,  
Through legislative creed.  
 And yet you fail to understand,  
That God is what we need!  
  



Men and women are three-part beings. We all consist of 
body, soul, and spirit. When we refuse to acknowledge a 
third part of our make-up, we create a void that allows 
evil, prejudice, and hatred to rush in and reek havoc. 
Spiritual presence’s were present within our educational 
systems for most of our nation©s history. Many of our 
major colleges began as theological seminaries.  
This is a historical fact. What has happened to us as a 
nation? We have refused to honor God, and in so doing, 
we open the doors to hatred and violence. And when 
something as terrible as Columbine©s tragedy occurs -- 
politicians immediately look for a scapegoat such as the 
NRA. They immediately seek to pass more restrictive 
laws that contribute to erode away our personal and 
private liberties. We do not need more restrictive laws. 
"Eric and Dylan would not have been stopped by metal 
detectors.

20, 1999, at Columbine High School prayer was brought 
back to our schools. Do not let the many prayers offered 
by those students be in vain. Dare to move into the new 
millennium with a sacred disregard for legislation that 
violates your God-given right to communicate with Him. 
To those of you who would point your finger at the NRA 
- I give to you a sincere challenge. Dare to examine your 
own heart before casting the first stone!  
My daughter©s death will not be in vain! The young 
people of this country will not allow that to happen!"

Chicago Sun-Times columnist Neil Steinberg labels 
motorcyclists as organ-donors 
 
If you believe Chicago Sun-Times columnist Neil 
Steinberg, motorcycle riders are pretty sure bets to 
become organ donors simply because they ride 
motorcycles.  
 
As a motorcycle rider, you know that©s not true. But if 
you©re not a motorcyclist, like most of his readers, you 
may take the ill-informed comment to heart.

In a column with the headline "Hop on a motorcycle, fill 
out your donor card," that appeared in the September 22 
issue of the Chicago Sun-Times, Steinberg wrote: "Why 
are there many more heart transplants performed in the 
summer than in the winter?  
 
"It©s one of my favorite brain teasers, good to toss out at 
parties. It almost always stumps people." he wrote. "I 
like to give them a moment to think hard, squirm, then 
give up, before I spring the answer -- so obvious in 
retrospect:  
"Motorcycles."  
 
Steinberg goes on to say in his column that he has 
daydreamed about getting a motorcycle but abandons the 
thought when he thinks about hitting "the twig, or 
pothole, or whatever" that would "send me flipping into 
the guardrail, the flash of which would be my last sight 
on Earth."  
 
Steinberg added: "Besides, there are already too many 
dumpy middle-aged guys racing on motorcycles, 
dreaming they©re something they©re not."  
 
Outraged, AMA Public Information Director Tom 
Lindsay dashed off a quick e-mail to Steinberg to set 
him straight.  
 
"Speaking on behalf of this nation©s seven million 
motorcyclists, we found your characterization of 
motorcyclists-as-organ-donors insulting and ill-
informed. Perhaps your intent was dark humor or 
tongue-in-cheek commentary -- but comments like yours 
are irresponsible and promote a malicious and 
unjustified bias against motorcyclists.  
 
"Motorcyclists are doctors and lawyers, office staff and 
factory workers, and probably your colleagues at the 
Sun-Times. We©re among the most safety-conscious 
motorists on America©s highways," Lindsay wrote. "And 
while you©re making light of the recent increase in 
fatalities, responsible motorcyclists -- and responsible 
journalists -- are joining us in an effort to reduce them.  

 
"Please set the record straight with your readers. We 
look forward to reading your retraction."  
 
Steinberg©s response: "Thank you for your comment.  
There will be no retraction."  
 
Sun-Times reader ’s response to Steinberg: 
 
Individuals such as you are one of our country©s leading 
problems!  Uneducated in subjects that you write about 
and making a stand for nothing.  You have not made 
your readers ponder your question, as you say, but miss 
informed who ever is stupid enough to think you know 
anything about motorcyclists and just basic human 
rights!

We will work on the helmet 
bill in 2 years.
