CHAIRMAN’S CORNER 
Sputnik 
 
The elections are over and of course no one is 100% 
happy with the results. Some of the ones I personally 
was involved with went both ways. Thanks to all riders 
no matter how few for their involvement in the 
campaigns. The hardest losses to take were the loss of 
Warriors Dan Ellis and John Mabry. Dan was the one we 
called off the Floor when we learned our Funds 
dedicated to Rider Training had been taken to help 
balance the budget. Thanks to Dan and his staff along 
with Da©Lady and her staff the Funds were rededicated. 
We now have about $5 million in that Fund. I am 
shamed to say we could get only 2 riders from the entire 
Houston area to take a 30 minute ride to support Dan 
after all he has done for us. Thanks to Dana Young and 
his son-in-law who had broken ribs and one arm in a full 
cast for giving their best at a time when needed. 
We won some good races also. Thanks to all the riders 
and non-riders alike who worked so hard for the Chet 
Edwards campaign. Many of you were not in that district 
which makes your help even more satisfying. Chet 
defeated Arlene Wohlgemuth who had become even 
more powerful in the House than the Speaker. She was 
being called Congresswoman Wohlgemuth even before 
the redistricting Bill was signed. Now they can just call 
her Mrs. Wohlgemuth. Another powerful Representative 
Talmadge Heflin, Chair of the Appropriation Committee 
was unseated by freshman Hubert Vo of Houston. 
Galveston News reports that Chairman Heflin is 
considering a vote recount or he may take the vote to the 
House of Representatives and ask that they demand 
another election in that district. First he wants to learn 
how many illegal votes were counted for Mr. Vo and 
how many legal votes that went for him were cast out. 
Congressman Lloyd Doggett was another sweet victory 
winning his new district. Tom DeLay chose three 
Congressmen as prime targets for removal from office. 
These two weathered the storm. I call that a victory. 
Unfortunately Tom DeLay managed to keep his seat 
with President Bush and both our US Senators in his 
corner. It will now be up to the courts to decide whether 
he keeps that seat for the full two years. I©m not saying 
Republicans or Democrats are better at serving their 
constituents. I am saying that Tom DeLay, who is a 
Republican, tried to buy Texas and take Democrats out 
for purely partisan reasons. No consideration was given 
to how it would affect Texas, only how it could increase 
his personal power base in Washington DC. At every 
public hearing on the matter Texans overwhelmingly 
said no to redistricting.  No one, Republican or 
Democrat should be allowed to buy Texas for their 
personal gain. 
Finally we managed to keep Warrior Patrick Rose in his 
seat though he was an underdog in the press. He ran one 

of the cleanest campaigns I have seen in my lifetime and 
I am proud we were able to help his campaign. These are 
exactly the type campaigns we would like to see all 
candidates run. Especially any who go into the race as 
members of TMRA2.. Hopefully many of you worked 
the campaigns of your choice and are ready now to do 
your part during the Session. 
 
We held a very lightly attended Advisor meeting today. 
Without question this was the most important meeting 
held by the association in at least 4-5 years. Mando & 
Debbie came from El Paso, Mike Alvey, Dee McClure, 
Greg Bodovsky, Dean Maltsberger and Ron Ashmore 
rounded out the list of advisors present. Our five guests 
included Mr. Boyd, a newspaper reporter from San 
Angelo who wanted to learn more about our association. 
I believe he got an earful as did all who were present. 
After Dean gave the Invocation and we said the Pledge 
your chairman started the meeting with a brief history of 
the original intent of the association, our rise to a power 
to be reckoned with and our fall over the past 2 1/2 
years. Reasons for the decline were offered by the chair 
and then the bomb was dropped. Sputnik explained it 
was time to totally revamp the association and bring it 
back to it©s original course. He made the announcement 
that just weeks ago he had decided that he simply was no 
longer able to serve the members properly and one of the 
Advisors could give it a try. He stated he felt he was 
physically and mentally unable to run the office and 
perform the duties required of his position and both were 
suffering. However after due consideration Sputnik 
stated he had decided to stay on and seek another term 
However there was no point in anyone trying to lead a 
dead horse so the association needs to be revitalized or 
put to sleep. Putting the association to sleep is not an 
acceptable option so some changes were introduced. 
Advisors received a list of personal goals for 2005 as 
well as a stronger list for the chair.  
This tack was then put on hold as we discussed some of 
the pre-filed Bills. All were in agreement on how each of 
these should be handled. Mike then presented changes 
we were planning to propose on our Failure To Yield 
Bill. We will change the point in the law where we insert 
the Bill to make it cover a wider range of infringements 
and ask that a first time offender have their license 
suspended and pay $500 fine into an Safety and 
Awareness account along with any other penalties 
imposed. The second offense would carry the same 
penalty but increase the suspension to one year and must 
also include a minimum of 30 days in jail with no 
release provisions of any kind. It was agreed we would 
continue to work with Chairman Smithee on our 
Insurance Bill to come up with something he will bring 
to the committee and support. It was also decided that 
unless something unforeseen happened early in the 
session we would not use time for the 450-600 meetings 



each Bill takes to work on an Equal Access Bill with 
Rick Perry still in office. We also discussed changes 
which may be made to the Warrior in the near future. 
The meeting then moved on to consideration of hiring a 
state secretary. First off the Advisors were informed that 
despite being voted a salary by them the last check 
received by the state chair was for August 1st. We had a 
photo copy of the bank statement dated 11/10/04. Our 
Balance on hand as of this meeting is $988.61 Yet to be 
paid this month are: 
Bank Card    $650.00   -   Office Elec.  $ 56.12   -   Rent  
$600.00   -   Webhosting  $  25.00   Taxes Due   $2800 
And Dec. 1st will make four months past due for the 
chair©s salary. Jan©s final note said "WE NEED 
MONEY". The opposition to hiring a secretary was the 
lack of funds to even pay our current expenses. In 
support of hiring a secretary was the absolute need for 
office personnel and the fact that we never have enough 
money to do what needs to be done but somehow we get 
it done. The vote was one abstention and the rest voting 
Aye. This is going to require some tough decisions on all 
our parts but that is nothing new to yours truly. The lady 
approved to be our new secretary was Terry, the long 
time secretary of BIll Ley the well known biker lawyer. 
She worked with Cyndi routinely and will up to snuff 
quickly. Now it was Mike©s turn to drop his bomb. He 
started off with saying I am going to propose a battle 
that will be like tackling a barrel full of broken glass. 
When we accepted the helmet Bill in 1997 we said we 
would come back and address it again. I propose that the 
time is now and I make a motion we readdress changing 
the helmet law. PRAISE THE LORD I HAVE WAITED 
FOR THIS MOMENT SINCE OUR WARRIORS 
VOTED TO ACCEPT IT IN ©97. Here is the release put 
out by your state chair based on what was agreed to 
during the meeting. 
Today during the TMRA 2 Advisor meeting we 
discussed original purpose for the founding of the 
association. The intent was to work within the system to 
initiate changes in a government that has gone far 
outside the bounds of our constitution with laws that 
should never even be filed. Seeing all the other states 
that have amended their helmet law being attacked and 
in the case of Louisiana, losing their right to choose we 
have chosen to take the offensive as the best defense. We 
no longer accept governments power to force us to buy 
insurance to ride our bikes that will not cover injuries 
while riding a motorcycle. We tried to get the insurance 
law changed so they would have to cover injury received 
while involved in any legal activity and the state said no. 
Just as they refused to institute more severe penalties for 
those who failed to yield right of way and caused serious 
injury or death to innocent victims during traffic 
violations or denied us the same protection under the law 
as others who can not be denied services at a Place of 
Public Accommodations. 

We have determined that our Legislative Warriors will 
no longer accept Senator Jeff Wentworth©s Bill as we did 
in the past. Be it known to all riders that the Legislative 
Warriors of TMRA2 will file a Bill this Session to: 
REPEAL THE AMENDMENTS TO THE TEXAS 
HELMET LAW!! 
Riders 18 and over could ride without a helmet, period. 
Mike Alvey stated that introducing this Bill will be like 
putting a $100 bill in a barrel and pouring broken glass 
on top. As state chair of TMRA 2 I will gladly spill my 
guts on the Floor of both Houses to retrieve OUR Bill . 
Will any of you out there join our army and cover my 
back? The question is are you willing to put your money, 
time and energy to work to become the Warriors this 
organization has become known for. Chapters need to 
pledge $100 per month and keep that pledge to pay for a 
secretary. All members need to go out among the 
uninformed and register members for our army. 
Legislative Day needs to be our top priority for the next 
event we attend. You are all needed and I am asking that 
you step up to the plate. Talk to businesses and clubs to 
become Supporter members at some level. The higher 
level the better.  
Introduction by Mike of this idea has given back the 
high energy level and determination your chair once had. 
Having you active will allow me once again to draw 
energy from you as was done during the original helmet 
battle. Stand proud Brothers and sisters.

I guess its easier to come 
out and talk to people when you can©t see the big scary 
bikers. Some military people did try to register at the 
hotel, but guess what, no power. So we invited them to 
our hospitality suite for some food and drink. Everyone 
welcomed them there. People were helping to make sure 
they were taken care of. Warms the heart to see our men 
and women of the service treated so well by the biker 
community. Later in the evening we were told to keep it 
down. The skaters were trying to get some rest. Skaters? 
What skaters? We didn©t see any other groups of people 
hanging around earlier. In my mind all I could think of 
was 20 kids huddled in one room scared that the evil 
bikers were going to be coming after them. More than 
likely the Asian family was telling them of their 
experience with one of us and they would be lucky to 
live thru the night. 
Somewhere along the way the ride, food, and drink all 
caught up to me and I had to crash. Robert told Ken to 
drag me back to the room. 
 
Global Situation Seminar 

Theo Beeidens led this seminar.  It was most informative 
and gives us an insight as to what to expect here in the 
states. With the globalization of all products, many 
manufacturers are behind the one product scenario and 
are pushing our legislatures to adopt the European 
standards or at least get involved so that there is only 
one standard. 
Many of the things that FEMA has been fighting in 
Europe have started to come over here in the US. We©ve 
already seen what the EPA wants to do, In Texas we©ve 
passed a law that states that if a vehicle is found that it 
cannot pass inspection that the state can confiscate the 
vehicle. FEMA has been fighting this over in Europe in 
the 90©s.  They have won several battles, but then the 
have lost some too and they are depending on us to hold 
the line on the ones they lost. 
Before the European Union the governments didn©t get 
along and everyone had their own standards.  This meant 
each manufacturer would have to build a product for 
each county and in the case of motorcycles, that product 
couldn©t ship and be sold in a different country. Now 
with the European Union and the standardization, any 
product in any of those countries can be bought and sold 
anywhere. The European Union has made the total 
population greater than the US which makes the 
motorcycle industry purchasing power around 5,000,000 
motorcycles a year versus the US at around 300,000. 
Whose standard do you think the manufacturers are 
going to go after. 
Current issues facing FEMA and MAG. 
· Brakes on Motorcycle are going to be ABS 
· Power of Bike versus weight of person. Basically a 
small person couldn©t purchase a touring class bike. 
· Germany requires any changes to a bike other than 
cosmetic to go thru an official inspections for each and 
every item. 
· Type and Brand are fixed for Tires. This means if you 
got Dunlop on your bike when it was purchased new, 
then that Brand and type is all you can ever buy. 
· Some major parts are no longer available in after 
market (carburetor, heads). 
· Loud pipes lead to Bike confiscations 
· On the Road Inspections and if it fails it is hauled 
away, at your expense 
· Honda is now putting airbags in some of their bikes. 
· WHO now covers motorcycle accidents. This is an 
organization which has no elected official and can in 
some cases put laws into place without justification. 
 
The first complete European in-depth study of 
motorcycle accidents is http://maids.acembike.org/ 
The results of this study are what we expected, however 
the implementation for the fixes are nuts.  In such cases 
as when a driver turns left in front of a motorcycle and 
an accident occurs what are the conditions for the 
accident.  The driver didn©t see the motorcycle and 



turned left.  The motorcycle was unable to stop in time 
and avoid the accident.  The resolution by the lawmakers 
are to require antilock brakes on the motorcycle and 
require all motorcyclist to take more in-depth rider 
training on accident avoidance methods. No one even 
addressed the negligent driver issue. This is why we stay 
busy, trying to educate our lawmakers.

High court orders redistricting review 
 
The new lines for Congressional redistricting in Texas 
will get a second look after the U.S. Supreme Court 
ruled today that the bitter battle will go back to a lower 
court.  
 
While the decision comes on the first day of early 
voting, the November 2 election will not be affected.  
 
The Supreme Court ruling forces three federal judges to 
reconsider issues surrounding the Republican-drawn 
redistricting map in Texas.  
 
Renea Hicks, an attorney for Texas Democrats, said the 
timing makes it a bittersweet legal victory. "I don©t think 
it should ever have happened, but there will be more 
sweetness than bitterness if we ultimately undo it," he 
said.  
 
Republicans were not pleased with the decision.  
 
"We©re going into a legislative session where we have a 
lot of work to do on important issues like school finance 
and Child Protective Services," said state Sen. Jane 
Nelson (R-Flower Mound). "I hate that we©re going back 
and bringing up the redistricting issue again, because it 
is very divisive."  
 
The issue of redistricting was so divisive that Democrats 
in Austin twice left the state in an effort to kill the 
Republicans© plan.

NEWSARTICLES  
 
Injured Mar ine Semper  Fi Fund 
 
Today more than 174,000 active duty and 37,000 reserve 
Marines protect the United States of America. A 
significant percentage of them deploy overseas to 
bravely serve our nation in hotbeds of violence like Iraq 
and Afghanistan. This commitment is not without a cost. 
In fact, Department of Defense statistics indicate 1,854 
Marines wounded in Operation Iraqi Freedom from 19 
March 2003 through 4 September 2004. 
 
These battle-injured warriors are returned to the United 
States after being stabilized at military hospitals in 
Germany. Upon arrival in the United States, initial 
critical care is typically provided at the National Naval 
Medical Center in Bethesda, Maryland. Depending on 
the type and severity of the injuries, initial or continued 
hospitalization may occur at other military, civilian, or 
veteran hospitals located throughout the United States. 
Hospital stays can extend for months and follow-on 
rehabilitative care for years. 
 
Injury to a Marine causes an immediate crisis for their 
entire family. Loved ones will travel at a moment’s 
notice, and often a great distance, to be at the bedside of 
their wounded Marine. These hospital stays are almost 
never short. While they support their Marine, families 
stay in hotels, drive rental cars, pay for three meals a day 
and incur numerous additional living expenses. Not 
infrequently, one or more family members have to take 
leave without pay from their job. These circumstances 
create an unexpected financial hardship during what is 
already a very stressful time.  
 
The Marine Corps goes above and beyond to support 
Marines and their families but there are limits to the 
amount of funding available to accommodate the 
families of injured Marines. The Marine Corps can only 
provide financial assistance to two family members for a 
limited period of time. However, Marines typically need 
the support of more than two individuals over the course 
of their recovery. For example, a young married Marine 
with a wife and two small children may at first require 
the support of his spouse. Eventually the Marine©s 
spouse must return home to care for the children and 
parents may step in to provide comfort to the injured 
Marine. As time passes, Mom and Dad may need to 
return to work and a sibling may arrive until the spouse 
can return again. Defense Department funding is not 
available to extended family members or for the 
reimbursement of expenses for rental cars, long-term 
childcare, or lost income. 
 

In recognition of this obvious shortfall, on May 18, 2004 
a small group of concerned Marine Corps spouses 
founded the Injured Marine Semper Fi Fund to provide 
financial assistance nationwide to individual Marines 
and Sailors, and families of those injured serving our 
Nation. In the summer of 2004, the 29th Commandant of 
the Marine Corps, a retired sergeant major, and two 
retired general officers joined them. By late September 
2004 the Injured Marine Semper Fi Fund had already 
assisted over 100 families with more than $165,000. 
 
The Injured Marine Semper Fi Fund provides financial 
grants and other resources to injured Marines, Sailors, 
and their families. The Fund works closely with the 
Marine Corps, Navy, and hospitals nationwide to 
identify and assess the needs of specific families. The 
application process for a grant is simple yet thorough, 
and assistance is typically delivered in less than 72 
hours. The mission is to provide immediate and real 
financial assistance during this extraordinarily stressful 
time. The Fund’s mission is accomplished when the 
financial stresses are alleviated so our brave Marines and 
Sailors can focus on the important job of physical and 
emotional healing.
