AMERICAN IRON HORSE FILES CHAPTER 11   

July 10th, 2009  

The latest chapter in an American motorcycle manufacturer will take place next week as they hold a 
liquidation sale on the road to re-organization. American Ironhorse Motorcycles of Forth Worth, TX, 
was considered by some as the largest manufacturer of custom motorcycles. Regardless of why the 
company arrived where it is today, the liquidation is the next step in Chapter 11 Bankruptcy as they 



express  public intentions to reorganize and continue manufacturing state of the art custom 
motorcycles in a new right-sized facility.  

The liquidation sale is being managed by Liquid Asset Partners who have been retained to sell 
American Ironhorse Motorcycles back log of over 100 custom motorcycles, excess manufacturing 
equipment and 7 million dollars in excess parts and accessories.  

 "This will represent one of the largest sales of custom motorcycles ever sold directly from a 
manufacturing facility," says Bill Melvin Jr, CEO of Liquid Asset Partners. "These Custom Choppers, 
which are rolling art, are selling at enormous discounts, right off the factory floor. For anyone who has 
enjoyed the Chopper Builders on TV, it©s really quite a sight to see a chopper factory in person. The 
public can buy not only the motorcycles but also the tools and parts from which they were made," 
Melvin notes.  

The Bankruptcy Court orders state most of the factory equipment must be sold, millions of dollars 
worth of parts as well as over 100 motorcycles. The liquidation sale starts Wednesday July 15th at 
the American Ironhorse Factory in Fort Worth, TX, and will remain open to the public everyday until 
everything is sold. Potential buyers may view bikes online or at the factory, where it’s possible to see 
where and how they were made  

"We have no illusions, the market is very soft and we are prepared to deeply discount everything," 
Melvin says. "It©s stacked high and we©re selling it cheap. Everything must be sold regardless of cost 
or loss."  

 

Really tough luck for a good group of bikers. Go by and buy something from parts to a complete new chopper and help 
them get started over anew while at the same time getting a bargain.

DFW Chapter Meeting Minutes July 8th 

Regular Legislative Session 

Wins 

Since we missed our June meeting we had to catch up on the info about the regular legislative 
session. There were a lot of good and bad bills that died at the end of the session. Some of them 
never had a chance while others just missed being completed. Looking at the number of bills that we 
supported that failed one would think we had a bad session. But one bill that covered several issues 
(which normally means several different bills) passed and gave us a big win this session. SB1967 had 
some close calls in the last week of the session (reports provided by our Chairman), but it came in 
under the wire and provided some much needed relief to all involved. 

Another big win for us was the Rider Training Fund. Every session we have to go back and get our 
money back and have it rededicated. Thanks to Rep Norma Chavez we are good for another two 
years. 

Sometimes it isn’t so much as a win but preventing a loss. Don’t know how much credit we deserve 
on this one, but at least our voices may have slowed down the process some to help kill it. The road 
block bill (SB369) came closer to passage this time around. The bill passed the Senate, sent to the 
House where it passed committee. It made it to House calendars (not long after SB1967). The 
democrats were doing their slowdown and both bills were looking for certain doom. The slowdown did 
its job to kill the voter id bill and SB1967 was able to make it to the floor. However SB369 wasn’t as 
lucky and died. So we can sort of thank the democrats for inadvertently killing the bill for us. This bill 
will be back the next session and I’m sure it’ll be modified even more to gather more support. We 
need to get people that support us voted into office in 2010 or get ready to face road blocks. 

 



The one that got away 

Although there are many bills out there that most of us oppose, this is one that directly deals with the 
motorcycle community. 

HB 4449 (young passengers on a motorcycle) was stalled in calendars committee. Knowing his bill 
would face opposition when it came to the floor, Rep Bolton decided to add her bill as an amendment 
to another bill instead. This bill (HB 537) was about young passengers using seat belts in a car. The 
amendment he added basically states that no child under 5 years can ride as a passenger on a 
motorcycle unless they are riding in a sidecar. 

The bill took a while before passing in the Senate and the Senate did add some other amendments. 
The House didn’t concur so it looked like we had a chance of this bill dying since it was just a few 
days before the end of the session. But unfortunately the House and Senate worked out the 
differences and the bill was passed on May 31st, just one day before the end of the legislative 
session. 

Round 2 (1st Special Session) 

We knew this was coming. The House and Senate failed to pass the bills to keep the state running. 
Several departments would no longer exist after September 1st. 

The Governor called the special session starting July 1st. Guess he figured if they want to go home 
they better get the job done fast. He only specified 3 items and voter id was not one of them. He 
wanted the session to be a success and didn’t want the voter id to cause the session to fail. 

The 3 items were to keep the departments in the state running, authorize the purchase of bonds for 
road construction and repair, and to allow toll roads to be sold to the highest bidder for 50 years. 
Although that’s not his wording, but that was the basis. 

With all rules suspended the House and Senate passed the first two items quickly, both were sent to 
the Governor on July 2nd. The third issue was going to be contentious so the House and Senate 
decided they couldn’t do it quickly and ended the special session. 

Now we’ll have to wait and see if the Governor calls a special session to work on voter ID and toll 
roads issues.

COMPREHENSIVE CRASH CAUSATION STUDY 

Among the study©s key findings:  
Roadway condition is a contributing factor in more than half-52.7 percent-of the nearly 42,000 
American deaths resulting from motor vehicle crashes each year and 38 percent of the non-fatal 
injuries. In terms of crash outcome severity, it is the single most lethal contributing factor-greater than 
speeding, alcohol or non-use of seat belts. 
Motor vehicle crashes in which roadway condition is a contributing factor cost the U.S. economy more 
than $217 billion each year. That is more than three-and-one-half times the amount of money 
government at all levels is investing annually in roadway capital improvements-$59 billion, according 
to the Federal Highway Administration. This societal cost includes $20 billion in medical costs; $46 
billion in productivity costs; $52 billion in property damage and other resource costs; and $99 billion in 
monetized quality of life costs. 
 American businesses are paying an estimated $22 billion of the annual economic cost of motor 
vehicle crashes involving their employees in which roadway condition is a contributing factor. This 
includes almost $10 billion a year in health-related fringe benefit expenses for insurance ($6.0 billion) 
workers© compensation claims ($1.2 billion), 
sick leave ($1.7 billion) and Social Security ($920 million). These crashes cost government 
(taxpayers) at all levels $12.3 billion.

So I just wanted to thank you for 
getting me out of there.

(CDAs) proved so unpopular that the bills didn©t even make it out of committee. 

 

Strong Arm Tactics Fail 

The Governor and TxDOT©s desire to continue business as usual without further Legislative 
discussion or oversight failed today. Pressing the legislature to act quickly before a holiday weekend 
backfired. Neither the Senate nor the House were interested in allowing additional use of CDAs 
before they return in 2011. 

 

Once again TxDOT asked legislators to just take their word that if these CDAs were not extended the 
construction of some highways across Texas would grind to a stop. Problem is TxDOT has lost their 
credibility, and rightly so. When pressed during testimony before the House Transportation 
Committee TxDOT could not name specifics and apparently thought telling the body, "I©m sure there 
are others that would be delayed" but being unable to name any, was good enough. It wasn©t. 

 

Like the leopard, TxDOT has not changed it©s spots. Inflated numbers, implied threats, and 
misinformation still flow freely. This Special Session is Over You can expect another Special Session, 
or two, but this one is over. Delayed Sunset Reforms Are Still Urgently Needed TxDOT must expect 
that a two-year delay of the proposed Sunset reforms will allow the storm of criticism during 2009 to 
blow-over and that most, if not all, reforms will fall away in 2011. 

For the sake of Texas we all hope that doesn©t happen.

Massachusetts sinks to new low  

It was just recently that we discovered that Massachusetts authorities were maintaining driver license 
records that not only listed convictions for traffic law violations but they are also including all citations  
issued, including those the driver challenged in court and that were subsequently dismissed. The 
result is the police can target motorists who offend the "enforcers" by challenging them in court.  

Not happy with just ripping off motorists to the tune of many millions of dollars in fines, fees, and 
surcharges, the Massachusetts© Legislature has gone one better and passed a law levying $25 and 
$50 fees on anyone who attempts to defend themselves in traffic court. Even if the defendant is 
successful, the court keeps the fee! It is absolutely incredible that none of the sterling state legislators 
could recognize the potential abuse this can unleash on the citizenry.  



Now the cops don©t even have to go through the pretense of observing a violation, they can just issue 
a ticket, not even bother showing up for court, and the system nets $25 to $75 in the 30 seconds it 
takes the pretend judge to say "not responsible." That©s not a lot of money, but if the 250,000  

defendants that challenged tickets last year are equaled this year that means something in the vicinity 
of $10 million dollars(rough numbers) just for the price of admission, regardless of innocence or guilt. 

 

MORE OF OBAMA’s CHANGE 

In a revamped health care system envisioned by senators, people would be required to carry health 
insurance just like motorists must get auto coverage now. The government would provide subsidies 
for the poor and many middle-class families, but those who still refuse to sign up would face fines of 
more than $1,000. The details were unveiled Thursday in a health care overhaul bill supported by key 
Senate Democrats looking to fulfill President Barack Obama©s top domestic priority. 

The Congressional Budget Office estimated the fines would raise around $36 billion over 10 years. 
Senate aides said the penalties would be modeled on the approach taken by Massachusetts, which 
now imposes a fine of about $1,000 a year on individuals who refuse to get coverage. Under the 
federal legislation, families would pay higher penalties than individuals. 

Called "shared responsibility payments," the fines would offset at least half the cost of basic medical 
coverage, according to the legislation. The goal is to nudge people to sign up for coverage when they 
are healthy, not wait until they get sick. The plan cuts back on payments made by Medicare to pay for 
the rest of the cost. The Finance Committee will try to keep the cost at One Trillion $$$.

That evening we heard that my sister-in law had been sent home from the Hospital to die with brain 
cancer. We went down to visit with her the next evening. Headed back to the office next morning then 
got the call she had passed away at 7:45 am. Took care of the Special Session business the next two 
days and headed for Abilene where we got a room. Went out to V-Twin Valley Friday morning and 
found no one registered. I was absolutely surprised when the Boozefighters M/C didn’t ride in for a 
while. When those riders from Lubbock didn’t show I knew it was a bust. We made the best of a bad 
deal and went back home for the funeral. Kept my next Dr’s appointment and learned I now have 
Diabetes. I have to go back and have some special shoes made on July  22nd and see my heart 
Specialist. But one thing I can say without question. Those shoes will carry me around Texas, fighting 
for your right to ride free as long as God gives me the strength to keep going forward.
